Early in the week, while the emperor was
still fighting for s life, Berlin gussips whis
pered that Bismarck was too good a courtier
to ko before his master or to walt long after
him, The bourse also scemed to some-
what of this opinion, for stocks, which were
only slizhitly affectoa by the kalser's illness,
and not even momeniarily lowcred by the
erown prince's danger, were for two days
considerably depressed by the prince's con-
dition. For two days also the “health of
Prince Bismurek™ formea the eentral point
of every mouey article to the exeluslon even
of sueh exeiting topies us the new Servian
cabinet or the prospective fallure of the
Italinn loan. Biswmarek was better on Thurs-
day, Hesaw both the emperor and Prinee
Willinm, This summer vest will, it is said,
put his health agnin beyond the danger
point,
0 THE CROWN PRINCE'S CONDITION.

Paris papers and the nervousness of soveral
general medical practitioners trusted with a
disease new to them but old to throat spec-
iallsts, and you have the secret of the great
nmount of fuss made over his iliness,
THE EMIPEROR'S HEALTIL

Unfortunately the great anxiety felt re-
garding the emperor has more serious foun-
dation. A cold was enught at Nlel when he
refused to leave the windy deck of his re-
viewling steamer beeause “'Sallors so seldom
have a chance to see me hold with old soldlers
contempt for carnapes. I might as well be
enclosed in o earringe as down below there
in the cabin.” This cold =hook the emperor
more than any illness since he began his sec-
ond youth. 118 strength has been more ex-
hausted by it, and his recovery has been
slower and more difMicult than ever before.
Bladder palns caused by gravel have re-
peatedly kept ilmawakeat night and drained
his strength. 'The wonderful old man, ac-
customed with surprising ease to throw off
all slckness, hns somewhat retarded his re-
covery by lmprudence. Sunday, In the mo-
mentary ahsence of his attondants; he at-
tempted to rise ns usunl.  When belng lifted
up he sald, with something between & laugh
and a groan, 1 thought mysclf strong
enough to pull up the trees by the roots, lehp
dacht, lehe coente, noch baume, ausziehen,”

Miles and Endicott.

WasmNcroy, June 10.—[Special Tele~
gram to the Bee |—The Sunday lHerald,
which Is regarded as an aathority on army
matters, says to-day: ‘“*There is a matter in
itisclaimed and belleved by the army, ex-
centing peraaps one or two of the stall bu-
reaus, that the secretary of war hias commit-
ted an act of great injustice. It will be re-
membered that when Secretary Endicott
made his last annual report, by reason of in-
aduequate and imperfect information, he com-
mented upon General Miles and his conduct
of the Geronlmo affair in Arizona in a way
whiel that oflicer’s friends considerad mark-
edly unjust. General Miles has made a
reputation in his management of lodian
affairs that Is unequalled by any
ofticer of the army. He has suecessfully end-
ed five Indian wars, by the capture of the
hostiles, and hns never been defeated in act-
lon.  With sueh a record as this, his friends
in the army and out of it, are indignant that
he should thas censured under a partial
knowledee of the facts. The matter was
representad to Secretary Endicott, and It is
currently reported that he promised to make
the amende in some publie form,  *If he has
done so0, it has not been heard of,” sald an
oficer of rank and position, whom the
writer asked. **We think it very unfalr and
unjust, for whnt has happened to General
Miles might occur to any of the rest of us.
That ofticer he unjustly reflected uvon, and
when he has learned the tacts of the case the
secretary makes no amenide,"

“What will be done?'” was asked.

*‘Nothing, I presume. General Miles is too
old and good a soldier to take any stops tuat

might nﬁpmr to be Insubordinate, but his

WEATHER BULLETI N.

Weekly Signal Service Report of Tem-
perature and Rainfall.

WAsmINGTON, June 19.--The signal office
has issued the tollowing weather bulletin for
the week ending June 18, 1887:

Temperature—During the week ending
June 18the weather has been warmer than
the average for & week except at stations on
the Atlantic and Gulf coasts In the west Gulf
states and Paciic eoast north of San
Francisco. In the wheat and corn regions of
the nortn the excess of temperature for the
week has been from 25 degrees to 70 degrees,
an average dally excess above normal of
from 4 to 10 degrees. ‘I'he greatest excess of
temperature occurred in the northwest and
the weather conditions of the past week are
reported as especially favorable for corn and
whoat except in sections of Illinois, lowa
ana eastern Missourl, where all the crops
except corn have been more or less Injured
by the dronght. The temperature for the
season (r<m January 1 to June 15,1887, in the
cotton and corn rezions has been in excess of
the daily average, ranging from1to2degrees,
while on the Boutn Atlantic and Pacitic
consts and northern Calitornia the tempera-
ture for the season has been slightly below
normal,

Ruainrall. During the week thiere has been
adeticiency of rainfall generally throughout
the agricultural reglons east ol the Rockies,
except in secticn® of Michigan, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, Nebraska and Kansas, where
sleght excesses ure reported. The greatest
deliciency of rainfall occurred in the south-
ern states, lower Qhlo and the central Mis-
sissippl valley. The season’s deticiency in
lowa, lllinois and southern Wisconsin ex-
ceeds five Inches, while an excess of live
inches Is reported trom the north i’acitie
coast and upper Ohio valley.

The week has been gencrally favorable for
staple crops. There has been more than the
average amount of sunshine in the eentral
valleys and the weather has been especially
favorable for harvesting, which has been
laagely completed for wheat and hay in the
southeru states and now extends to the
forty-second parallel In many sections of the
wheat region,

Weekly CropSummary.

Cnicaco, June 19.—The following Is the
weekly crop summary printed by the Farm-
ers’ Review atthis date of writing: The
winter wheat crop in all sections has so
nearly reached a state of maturity that re-
poris show no change in the condition and
nono will tuke place unless hail, Insects or
rust should damage theripening grain. Eight
winter wheat growing states report the aver-
age condition of the crop at 80 per cent.  Our
reports on its condition in the different states
is a8 follows: Twenty counties in Illinois
report an average condition of 50 cent;
insects and drought are little complained of.
Eight counties in Indiana report the condi-
tion atYl per cent. Kansas countles report
no inprovemens in the crop; the damage by
Insects is very serious Iin Marshall, Smith,
Franklin and Neosho counties. Kentucky

reports an  average  condition of 08
Per eent, with amage by Insects
n  Hardin county. Michigan reports

an average condition of 93 per cent, Missourl
counties report the average condition at 100
per cont. ‘l'en counties in Ohjo report A con-
dition of 68 per cant. Seven counties in Wis-
consin place the average at ml’per cent., with
damage by ecliinch bugs in I oruﬁ.oounly.
The condition of soring wheat in differ-
ent states is as follows: Wisconsin counties
report an average condition of 63 per cent,
Seventeen counties In lowa plnce the aver-
age al M per cent. Eleven Minnesota coun-
1185 report an average of 87 per cent. Nine
Nebraska counties place the average at 90 per
cent., and six counties in Dakota at an aver-
age of 100 per cont.  The eondition of the oat
crop from drought and inseots s everywhere
below the average, Corn prospects are tirst
ciass.

THE WEEK IN WALL STREET.

The Wheat and Coffee Collapses e~
act Againat the Share List,

New Youk.June 19.=|Special Telegram to
the Bee.|=The sudden eollapse of the great
bull speculation In wheat and coffee, with the
attendant fallures of operators and Hrms en-
gaged In Inflating these two commodities and
thirries in the money market, reacted sharply
aeainst the share list during the first half of
the week, ‘The professional bears and room
traders, nearly all of whom were on the short
side, avatled themselves of the opportumty
of these stirring events to undermine confi-
dence and to bring about a very unsettled
condition of affairs. Thelr attacks were well
distribured and quite effective, resulting inw
drop of 1 to 595 points, although the decline
in the most prominent stoeks was compnssed
within a range of 11§ to 3 puints, A number
of stop orders were reachad on the way down
and thera was conslderable covering with the
lung stook that came ouke Aftoer the excitement
In whent and cofTee had subsided the speculn-
tive atinosphiere cleared up and there was
fuite norally, but duliness set in again  near
the close, and on Friday there was & reac-
tion. In various quarters the bursting of the
wheat deal was regarded as a good thing for
the market in the future, The decision of
the inter-state commerca comnin ission on the
long and short haul clause, where the roads
comie into competition with water communi-
cation and foreign lines, was rezarded as
libernl to rallways ahd had conslderable in-
fluence in bringing people over to the bull
side, especially after London followed with
free buving on the strenwth of it With a
change of sentiment cnme a veéry conserva-
tive feeling, and, recognizing the narrow-
ness of the market, It was generally ad-
mitted that nothing like & boom eould be ex-
pected In the immedinte future, and, in l‘nel]
more or less feverishness s expected untl
ligquidations in wheat are finally completad.
Bome favorable tactor I8 still needed to draw
in the ontside publie and also to enlist the
active support of the eapltalists now out of
Wall street. Rxwu{ where this factor is to
come from or what 1t s to be Is not clear at
the moment to the avernge ran of operators,
There is 4 lar:e class who look to an Invest-
mont demana Hgely to grow out of July dis-
bursements as the path to increased activity,
and still another who think the gold imports
will pave the way. It 18 just possible that
both these expectations may be realized, and
therofore the events of the next few weeks
will be watehed with much Interest. Trading
in rafilway morlgaves was very moderate,
and changos, as a genernl thing, were eor-
respondingly slicht.,  Governments ruled
firm throughout, although quotations showed
little or no change. There was marked 1o-

pression In  forelen  exehange, which
declined sharply,  flrst, because of
continued light Inguiry, and gec-
ond, because of a_ material [ncrease

in the supply of bills., The latter were made
both agninst securities and wheat takeo for
forelgn aceount, the export demand for the
latter having tnnruawd&meptiblv after the
wheat corner broke at nmfu. The mone-
tary situation was disturbed fora time by the
events alrendy noticed, and also by the pay-
ment of about $7.000,000 toe Philadelphia
capitalists by the Porter syndicate on ae-
count of the purchase of the Duluth & Iron
Range and other properties in the northwest.
Considerabla was done in call loans at H@n
per cent, anid once or twice rates reached Siaq
10 per cent, but as the week drew to a close
the market returned to something like a
normal condition, and plenty of money was
to be had at 5'< per cent and under, with ex-
ceptional transactions as low as 2«3 per
cent,
