WEEKLY BUSINESS REVIEW.

The Present Situation in the Trade Oenters
of the Worid.

MONEY IS MODERATELY ACTIVE.

A Good Demand in the East and Hates
Advancing — Foreign Marketa
Quiet—-New York Exchange
and Stooks Dull,

Btocks, Grain and Froduce.

Cutcaaco, July 8.—[Special Telezram to
the bk |—The demand for money was mod-
erately active during the week Just closed,
but was more of & general character than dur-
ing the previous two or three weeks, Con-
siderable money was required to pay for
grain and provisions dellvered on July con-
tracts, but no difficulty was exporienced In
obtalning all the money wanted, at reason-
able rates of Iuterest. Bankers generally in-
sisted, however, on wide marging and un-
doubted security. Some money was for-
warded to the interior, mainly to corn and
live stock districta and chiefly through com-
mission houses, The Inquiry from the lum-
ber Interest was fair and manufacturers were
only small borrowers. Merchants in the
wholesale trade presented some paper for
discount and succeeded in obtalning all the
favors requested. The liberal shipments of
grain and provisions have had a tendency to
increase the supply of loanable funds, es-
peeially at the leading banking Institutions
and the money market Is gradually working
easier though it is doubtful if interest rates
will reach the low average of previous sum-
mer. The banks no doubt will be In n more
comfortable position than for some time past
as stocks of grain will be slowly reduced for
some time yeot, and consequently less money
will be needed in that branch of trade. Itates
of Interest quotable at g @ 0} per cent. for
call and 0 (@ 8 per cent for time loans, de-
pending on the amount of money required
and the financial standing of Dborrowers,
Some paper was offered on the street by
parties who are not in muech favor with the
banks. Money at the eastern financial cen-
ters has been In good request and rates of
interest though very irregular, during the
early part of the week were decldedly higher,
ranging in New York at 85 @20 per ceunt,
but closing easler at 6 @ 7 per cent. Advices
from forelgn monsy markets Indl-
cated & quict and easy feeling.

New York exchange was rathier dull early
in the week with large offerings and only a
moderate demand, and sales were made be-
tween banks at 25¢ discount per §1,000°
Later offeringa were lighter, while the de-
mand was more active and the market
showed more strength, with sales between
banks at 25@h0c premium per $1,000, closing
at 5lc premium.

Foreign exchanfe was offered rather freely
enrly In the week, owing to Incrensed ship-
ments of Hour and graln, and sales of ship-
per's sixty |Ia{u doeumentary bills on Lon-
don were made at $4.800@1.5%1, Toward the
close the feeling was steadier, and sales were
made at $4.81( {451, and the market closed
rather steady,

The New York stock market has exhibited
little life during the past week and a nerv-
ous and unsettled feeling prevailed. Wall
street operators traded moderately, but out-
side parties wero not inelined to trade to
any extent, the severe break in prices of two
weeks u;in having had a tendency to curtall
outside trading, especially among small
operators. Prices have ruled irregular
within a small range and have averag
lower. Earnings of lending railronds still
show an Increase, but speculators do not
seem disposed to follow any upward turn in
prices. Forelgn operators traded moderately
and at irregular prices. Snles on the New
York stock exchange for thr week aggre-
gated 130,000 shares,

T'rading has been only moderately active
in produce cireles during the week just
closed. ‘I'he opening doy of the month wit-
nessed considerable activity, but sinee that
time tradlng has been of holiday eharacter.
The deliveries on July contracts, while large
In the nzgregale, were not as lberal as an-
ticipated. T'he greater portion of property,
however, was transfoerrod, though not all di-
rectly, through commission houses, and the
great bulk of the grain and provisions no
doubt eentered in strong hands. The mar-
kets In o general way were dull and drag-
glng, and fluctuations In prices weare con-
fined within a narrow range. 'The produce
trade Is generally recovering from the eifeets
of the recent severs declive In the wheal
market, and with Increased receipts of new
grain it is anticipated that a general revival
of business will take pince,

The erops sf amall grain_ are no doubt ex-
cellent 1n guality, though the wield is some-
what irregular in differont sections. ‘The
woest has boen visited by fregquent heavy
rains, and the ontlook for all crops is more
Dl’plullrilnﬁ than reported two weeks ago. T'he
shipping inguiry foi grain has been quite
active and a considerable portion of the
wheat and eorn accepted on July contracts
has been forwarded by various routes to the
distributing eenters.  The receipts of grain
have been light at all the principal westarn
markets. Exporta of grain and vrovisions
have peen mnderately large with prospects
that they will be well maintained during the
coming two or three months.

The arrivals of live stock continue moder-
ately freo at all western points, ‘The pack-
ing of the west |s progressing {avorably
thoueh the nggregate returnsare only slightly
In excess of those of one year ngo.

GIBRALTAR.
The “Key of the Mediterranean® a
Bewildering Array of Batteries,

St. James Gazette: During his first fow
hours in Gibraltar, an Englishman is
deeply impressed with the strength and
importance of thisa the most nncient of
our Mediterranean possessions. He walks
past long lines of bastions bullt of massive
masonry; he gees guns in every dircction
—guns lining tLo bastious, guns frown-
ing from the tar-famed gulleries, guns
half eoncenlea in the foliage of the
Alnmeda gardens. The whole peninsula
uppesars one vast and impregnable fort-
ress, On everyavailubleepot isa battery
or a barruck, a magazine or a store,
hospital or a prison,

There are guards and sentries, pickets
and patrols, tiring of morning and even-
ing guns, locking np of gates, and reg-
ulations for the exclusion of alicns un-
provided with oflicial pnsses; in a word,
all the pomp and eircustance, if not
of glorious war, at anv ratn of vigilant
peuce fully prapared to draw the sword
at any moment. The stranger of course,
hurrics ofl’ at once to sce the galleries,
aud here the first impression is most
gratifying to his national pride, Ho
climbs the northwest and north face of
the roek by a serics of oyelopean tunnels
pierced ut intervals by cell-like embras-
ures, each of which contains a gun and
a pile of ammunition resdy for usn: while
branching off from the main galleries are
other tunnels, which lead 10 powder
magazines and stores hewn out of the
very bowels of the mountain,

It is lmpossible to be struck by the
enormous amonnt of Inbor which has
been expended 1in constructing these vast
works, espocially those excouted during
the great siege (1770-83)—the thiad at-
tempt which was made in the 18th con-
tury to wrest from our hands the con-
quest of Rookn, the key of the Mediter-
ranean. ‘T'he views from the embrasures
aro most pieturesque, and at avery mo-
ment recall some fresh inecldent of that
mugnilicent defense when the British
garrison of 6,000 men successfully held
their own agninst 61,000 Irench and
Spunish troops, supported by a fleet ot
47 ships in the line.

From the woestern galleries the Bay of
Algesiras lles spread out before you, its
blue waters dotted with felueen-rigged
fishing eraft, but near our shore disfigured
by long lines of shapeless hulks on which
is stored the eoal supply for rmr!-'llipplur.
