A Convict's Career.

Lowsyille Commercial: In the south-
ern prison at Jeffersonville, Monday,
Frank Gulliver, a half-breea ami In-
dian, who was serving a life sentence for
the killing ot two men in 4 barroom ﬁpE'lht
at Richmond. Ina., in 1867, breathed his
last, Gulliver belng half Indian and
half negro, was a perfect brate in Jispo-
sition, and greatly feared by all who
knew him. He was a butcher, and had
the reputation of being able to disem-
bowel more porkers in a single day thun
any other man in the state. Gulliver has
enﬁaged in many contests of this kind,
and often large sums of money were
staked on the result, ‘Those who placed
their mono; on the half-breed never loat.
He could, il it became necessary, use the
sealpin knifo with as much skill nsa
full-fledged Comanche, At the time of
his arrest for the killing at Richmond the
county seat of Wayre county was at
Centreville, and to that place he was
hurried by the sherifl to saye him from
beimng lynched. 1t was twenty years ago,
and the jail at Centreville wns then a
huge log structure, but very substantial-
ly buile. Gulhiver made several attempts
to dig through the walls, but always
faled. Finding that he ecould not gain
his liberty in that unnoer, he one night
sot fire to the building, and was in a fair
wuy to be cremated, when the jailer dis-
covered what was &oin on and removed
the prisoners. he building though
much damaged wasilot totally destroyed.
The old criminnl was in his seventieth
year, and had finished twenty yeors of
servitude, He wns born _on the Indian
reserve in Howard and Tipton counties,
Indiana, and speut his boyhood days
there with the Miami Indians, He has
one brother, & barber, doing business in
Indianapols, and it is likely he will at-
tend to the disposing of the remains,
Although three score and ten years of
age, he had never been ill until taken
about n week ago with pncumonin.

Narerviung, L, Aug. 8.—[Editor of
the Chicago Tribune.]—In counsideration
of the prevailing interest now felt in silk
raising in the west, and of the attention
w hich the Tribune has beon giving to the
matter, 1 venture to communicate from
my own personal knowledge some facts
in the history ot the earliest successful
offorts to rear silkworms and to manu-
facture silk in the west, In 1827, my father,
Daniol Roe, at Dayton O., procured from
the patent office a fow thousand silk-
worms' eggs for experiment. When
warm weather arrived he took the eggs
from an ice house, where they had been
deposited to prevent premature hatching,
placed thein where they received the in-
direct rays ot the sun, and in duoe time
was rowarded with living worms almost
a8 numerons as the eggs; but a few faled
to hatch. They were healthy and hun-
gry. And how he walched over, fed,
and cared for the little fellows until they
had eaten their fill of wild mulberry
leaves nnd grown to full size, and had
hidden themselves away in silken co-
coons is a vivid memory to me sull,
though it happened sixty years ngo.

Enthusinstio over his first experiment,
which resulted so successfully, he now
madae urrnnﬁemcnta to procure for the
next year—through the patent oflice as
before—two millions of eggs. In the
meantime he studied the whole nuh{aet
of silkworm rearing and the manufac-
ture of gilk with imntiring devotion. The
literature of the subject was at that time
meagre indeed; but cyclopedias were
senrched, accessable libraries overhauled,
corrospondence opened with other in-
quirers, and much information of gen-
eral nature obtained, but so Iittle that
was specitic and adapted to the loeal eli-
mate and the native food for the worms
that Mr. Roe was compelled to take the
chances and in a great degree to feel his
way in the dark.

In the spring of 1828 he hired an old
church edifice facing the cannl basin,
fitted it up with shiclves and hurdles, and

ey came in ue serson, lived and

| throve on wild mulberry leaves, eatin

eighty pounds por day for the last wee
bofore beginning to spin, and went into
their cocoons in good condition. The
leaves on which theso worms were fed
were gothered in the woods iu the vicin-
ity of Dayton and eame from two species
oiytmlivn mulberry.

After the worms had passed into the
chrysulis state a few were allowed to pro-
duce moths to supply eggs tor the next
yoar; und the rest were Killed by baking,
to preserye the silk fibre unbroken.

Now came the mechanieal diflienltics,
Mauachinery was to be invented and con-
strueted to wind the silk from the co-
voons, to reel 1t properly onto spoois for
the weaver, and a loom devised and con-
structed upon which to do the weaving,
Mr. Roe invented ail these and aided in
their construction, A Frenchman familinr
with tho business was found who put tho
reeled silk into the loom and wove 200
yards of heavy silk handkerchiefs. And
that was the end of my father's silk ex-

eriments, Did he make any money?

Vot a cont, He did not try to make
money, but to make silk, and that he did.
The handkerchiefs were disposed of to
the curious at $2 each,

It may be stated n conclusion that
there was then no market for cocoons
anywhere in the United States, which led
to the making of original m:m!nlnety and
the manufacture of the silk by the pro-
ducer. Bul one thing was fully demon-
strated. The leaf of the native mulberry
and the elimate of central Oho are well
suited to the production of silk,

Quantity of Milk Required for Butter,
. Philadelphia Record. How much milk
is required to make one pound of butter
depends upon so many oircumstances as
to render it impossible to estimate upon
any certain quantity as the proper pro-
portion. No two brecds of cattle possess
the snme quulitieations, and there 18 no
herd of one breed made up of cows .of
like capacity for either milk or butter.
Milk is a variable substance, and even
when some particular cow may be se-
lected for experiment in the production
of milk and butter she will fail to give a
uniform quantity of milk of the same
quality from one day to another. The
seusons influence the %iuld. as 15 shown
by the trinl of a cow selaotad for purposes
o? experiment. Allowing two pounds of
milk to represent one gquart, the recora
shows that in Janusry from 15 pounds
of milk 1 pound of butter was
produced, while in February 1 pound
of butter was made from 14 pounds of
milk. These months being winter
months, when green food is usually
soarce, it would naturally be sup

thut in summer the cow would give a
larger quantity of butter from a given
quantity of milk than she would in win-
ter, but her record was 21 pounds of milk
to 1 pound of butter in March, 19 pounds
of milk for 1 pound ef butier in April,
and 22 pounds of mlk for 1 pound of
butter in May. The quantity of milk re-
quired to prodoce a pound of butter dur-
ing the remainder of the year was: For
June, 54 pounds; July, 29 pounds, August,
25 pounds; September, 23 pounds; Octo-
ber, 18 pounds; November, 16 pounds;
and December, 19 pounds. it does not
imply that during the summer season the
quantity of nulk yielded hy the cow wus
less than that yvielded in winter, but that
it wns not a8 rich ascream, These
changes were effected, not by the quan-
tity of the food but by its quulil{. as the
cow had abundant pasturage in June,
although it required fifty-four pouuds of
milk to produce one pound of butter dnr-
ing that month, November to March
are periods of the year when cows are
fod on concentrated food, and conse-
quently they receive more attention from
the dairyman. The yield of milk may be
less, but the proportionate quantity of
butter may be greator, The time of ealv-
ing also nifects the quality, while the
severity of the cold, as well s theshelter
and proteotion given, must also bo econ-
sidered. The experiment siows how Jif.
ficult itis to estumate upon the bulter
production of a cow. The food and its
quality is the most importent feature of
munagement, and the tests of cows for a
week only may not represent the capacity
for a longer titme, No muiter what the
breed may be, upon the management de-
pends the value and capacity of Lhe
animal,

Oat Btraw for Btook.

In & recent report of conclusions,
reached through a long series of exueri-
ments, concerning the feeding walue of
oat straw, Prof. Sanborn, of Missouri,
sanys that this straw is mainly valuable as
a hoat and fat ucer. It does not pro-
duce much fat, becanse catile will not
eal enough of it. It contains but 1.4 per
ecent of digestible albuminoids or flesh
formers, and 40 per cent of digestible
oarbohydrates or fat formers. lence,
to use it with advantage and get the full
benetit of it, it must be fed with a foud
directly the opposite kind, such as oil
meal or cottonsped meal. The professor
found that thirty-four pounds of oat

ve the samo results as fifty pounds of

ay, because ocottonsced monl hae 832
per cent of albuminoids and but 17.6 por
cent of carbohydrates,thus forming, with
the straw, a well anced ration. (nl
meal contains 97.6 per cent of albumi-
noids and 27 per cent of oarbyhydrates,
#0 that & pound more of oil meal than of
cottonseed meal should be fed. The
cost of this foed as compared
with  hay, at 5 a ton, or
one-quarter of & cent per pound, is an
important question. 1t is said to take 25
pounds of 1t to make a stear gnin a pound
n day, or 6} cents duly to keep him in
gnodfromnr condition. Butif by feod.
ing 4 pounds of oil meal, worth 1} conts
per pound, the same gain can be made,
and by Iaedlnﬁ‘ A proportionately less
snmount we can keop up the weight, it
will belp out a short crop of hay, But to
the farmor who has not and eannol get
o1l moeal the following facts will bo of
value: Clover hay contains about 9 per
cent of albuminoids, timothy contains 5.8,
and oat straw 1.4 poer cent; therefore it
will be seen that a tone of clover hay fed
with a ton of oat will be equal in value
to two tons of timothy, because elovor
hny containsd an excoss of albuminoids,
and it 18 waste to fed 1t by itself, as it iz
waste to fed oat straw alono. A steer
fod on the straw long enough would
starve, but when fed with clover they are
a well balanced ration, and make a poor
hay crop go much further. It is clearly
established thut the food value of ont
straw can be obtained only be feeding
with something that bns an excess of al:
buminoids and a deficieney of enrbohy-
drates. The farmer's food of this class 18

Seasonable Hints and Suggestions,

Use evory endeavor to induce the birds
to build near the house and barn, as they
are the best insect exterminators,

Buttermilk thickened with wheat mid-
dhings and ground onts, with plenty of
grass, 1s the best food for growing pigs,

Cabbages delight in frequent cultiva-
tion and cannot be worked too often. If
necessary, the hoe ghould be used close
to the plant.

The Chicago live stock show will have
a department for poultry, this year, and
it is expected that over 8,000 birds will be
on exhibition.

After the rains it will require close at-
tention and extra work to keep down tho
weeds and grass, as they now have the
most favorable conditions of growth,

It is best not to allow a tree to so over:
load itself with fruit as to compel the use
of props to tho limbs, The fruit should
be thinned out, leaving only the choicest.

Where a young tree runs up in height
with but few strong branches and s slen-
der trunk the top should be trimmed oll
a few inches, especially of the main
shoots,

Young turkeys over ten weeks old are
usually past danger, They will be ten-
der until they shall have the red face,
but after that time they will be hardier
than chicks,

Open sheds in the barnyard are service-
able in providing shude in the summer,
and in affording protection from driving
storms in  winter. kvery barnyard
should have an open shed, if conven-
ient.

In turning weeds under the work will
be thrown away unless they ba com-
pletely covered, as covering the roots
only and leaving the tops out of the
ground will permit them to continue
growmg.

It costs very little to plant trees along
the rond, and when they shall reach a
fair mze they will add somethimg to the
value of the farm., Attractivencss is
often of as much value as fertility when
disposing of a farm,

Tomatoes will not become affected
with the rot if the vines be properly
trimmed and staked. If they are per-
mitted to fall over and the fruit rest
on the grouud, the result will be some-
times an attuck of the rot and also of 1n-
sects,

Wihere sheep are troubled with Hies
and maggots they rapidly lose flesh, as
they get but little rest anrly have no ap-
putites, Damp pastures are also in-
jurious, often ocausing foot rot. The
sheep should always be shellered at
night.

A fast horso is not the best for the
plow or cultivator, as s=uch horses not
only exhauat theruselves bat the driver
ulso. The best work can usually be done
with uslow animul, as the grass and
weeds can  thus more easily be de-
stroyed.

The recent rains have been very favor-
able to turnips, which should be thinned
out in the rows and well worked until
the leaves shall cover the ground. The
turnip grows very rapidly, and only
needs attention at tirst for it to grow to a
large sizo.

_ Ono of the principal cauees of failura
in preserving eges is that in nearly all
cases where the eggs are collected from
different sourcer n few stale ones get in
among those that ara fresh, thus injur-
{,urmg all. Only strickly fresh eggs ean

e preserved.,

The white and brown Leghorn fowls
begin to lny when (mlfe five months old.
They are non-setters, lay white eggs, nnd
rank very high as egg-producers. The
are, however. rather small iu size, an
do not answer ns well for murket as do
the larger breeds.

When digging potaloes nllow them to
thoroughly dry before removing them to
the storage bins, If drled in the shade
it will be better thun exposing them to
the direct rays of the sun, und they
should not be stored too soon after digging
them, but should be kept spread out for
n few days.

Mud in the barn-yard is a severe trial
to stock,and plenty of ahsorbent muterial
should be used freely in order to have
the barn-yard as dry as possible, A filthy
barn-yard often compels the stock to re-
main in the stalls instead of sllowing it
to be in the fresh air, Sheep cannot
thrive unless the barn-yard be free trom
mutl, while cows often have their udders
covered, the dirt from which passes into
the puil when they are milked,

A great many fruit-growers do not cul-
tivate the blackberry canes after the fruit
has boen gathered, under the supposition
that the grass and woeeds prevent winter
killing; but recent davelopments show
that the ditfienlty is due to a parasite in-
stead of to exposure to severs cold, and
that a thorough cultivation at this season
will ussist the growth of new cane and
add vigor to the plants, thus enabling
them the better to pass through the
winter.
