Argument on the Sohool Doard Mats
ter Yesterday.

The argument on the injunction oase
of the taxpayers of Walnut Hill against
the board of education was heard by
Judge Noville yesterday., The prinoipal
point at issue was the right of the school
board to purchase school sites without
submitting the quesation to a vote of the
electors of the citizens of the distriet.
Mr, Doane claimed they could not do so
evon if they had available funds on hand,
much less when they had no moncy ns is
the case at present. In support of this
he produced the afidavit of Charles
(lonnoyer, ex-Beorotary of the
school board, showing that shortly
before the last board ceased to exist there
was only about six thousand dollars on
hand and that had beea distributed. An
aflidavit was also produced from City
Tronsurer Rush showing that up to yes-
terday not a cent had been received from
the board. Seoretary Piper, of tha board,
stated there were available funds, prin-
cipnlly from licenses, ete. Mr. Doane
argued that such funds could not be ap-
plied to the purchase of school funds but
must be u for payment of teachers.
This he supported bﬂ a decision of the
supreme court and held that all pur.
chases made so far by the board were
illegal and ench member was individually
liable. Judge Neville reserved his do-
cision until Monday next when the Sep-
tember term of court opons,

A HERMIT'S STORY,

The Strange Quosters Sought by a
Noew Yorker Who Wishedd to be Let
Alone.

A Newark, N, J., letter says: Just on
the outskirts of the little town ot Arling-
ton are the old copper mines, Al one
time they contributed much tothe income
of many of the old and wealthy familics
of thiseity. For years, however, they
have not bsen worked, and they are now
occasionally visited only through ouri-
osity. Entrance to the mines is gained
at a seeluded spot in the side of a bloll
which overlooks the Arlington ecemetery
and a streteh of mueadows reaching al-
most as far as Snake hill,

George Oliver, a prominent contractor
of Arlington, had oveasion to  visit the
cemetery the other day, and whan about
to leave had hig attention attracted: to o
man of odd appearance, who seemed to
be wending his way towurd the entrance
of the mines, ‘The nctions of the sirange
individusl and his pecaliar looks aroused
Mr. Oliver's curiosity, snd he started after
the stranger for the purpose of finding
out who he was, When ne had
come within  about twenty-live feet
of the mun, the noise of the eracking of
some branches was ovidently hoeard by
the stranger, for he turned around, and,
upon seeing Mr. Oliver, give an ex-
clamation of surprise, and hmmedintely
darted into the mouth ot the mine and
out of sizght as suddenly asif the earth
had opened and swallowed him. Mr.
Giliver was at n loss Lo necount for the
actions of the man. He, however, made
up s mind to follow into the mine.

He entered the opening in the rock,
but hat not gone far when he came to
the conclusion that it wonld be useless
for him to attempt a senrch under the
ground withont the aid of a luntern, and
that, a8 the mine is infested with snakes,
it would also be a dangerous undertak=
ing. ‘That night, with n party of friends,
Oliver returned to the mines. Before
entering the they talked the mutter over
and conelnlded to .ul.uln in the mines until
they had found the object of thelr search.
They had not gone far when they dis-
covored that there wera openings diverg
ing i all directions, and that the con-
stant drip of water from the overhaog-
ing rocks was ulmost like n heavy rain.
Another thing which added to their dis-
comfort was the lurge numbers of snakes
that almost nt every step wera disturbed
from their sleep by the intraders stepping
upon the loose stoped under which they
were lying,  The snakes hissed and
squirmed about 1n s frightful manner,
and it was only by the constant use of
clubs that they could be kept away., As
Mpr. Oliver and one of his party pro-
covded the mine grew smaller, and they
could walk only 1 a posture,

After they had walked apout for sonie-
time vainly seeking an outlet, Mr, Oliver
noticod aspark of ﬁght at what seemad
to he o 1013: distance off, and which np-
peared and disappenred at intervals, The
nearer they eame to the light the steadier
it seemed to grow.

Halsing their lanterns to get more light
they saw n man who appeared to be
ubout thirty-eight years old, His bawr
and beard were very long, He was of
medinm  height wnd  compaotly built.
The visitors inguired the cause of his
prosence in that isolated guarter, and he
at first positively declined to give any
information.

“Four years ago 1 lived in New Yor
on Thirty-seventh strect.

Iy girl, and I adored hee,  We started in
married life with eyerything that could
be desired. 1 did not refuse her the
slightost wish, and surrounded her with
all 8ho desired,  We had avery progpoect
of happiness and I believe that she was
perfectly fatisiled for a timwe.  But nt last
—well, to make a long story short, |
found that she was untrue to me. 1 wan.
dered around New York for o few days
in A state bordering on insanity,  I'n my
wandorings 1 got into Jersey, and one
day reached the cemetory below here, 1
went into the intention of ending my
life, However, I ohanged my mind, and
after Joaving the cemetery I eame upon
these mines. Without any object in view
I entered, Ireached this place and from
an air-shaft a little to the  right coulid
tiscern the surroundings. 1 sat down
and for the first time in four days I be-
gan to think, When I arose from that
spot there 1 had dotermined what to do
—live away from the world forever.

“l went back to New York, ealled
upon the only friend 1 elaim in the world,
confided to him my terrible misfortung
and my firm resolution to  bury myself
alive away from everyone, I exacted a
pledge of secrecy from him, and to this
day no one but he has any idea of what
has become of me,

“The atu?' of my wife's infidelity got
abroad, and many are under the impres-
sion that [ committed suicide long ago.
How do 1 liver Well, 1 live ns well as I
want to, Under cover of night I meet
my friend once o week, The few thin*s
I need he brings me. For a long while
it was a terrible strain for me to live in
this place, but 1 hava now become nccus-
tomed to it, and under no circumstances
would I again return to the world, 1
have fixed this part of the mine up for
my quarters. What cooking I do 1sdone
under the mr-shaft, nnd always at night,
s0 that the smoke will not attraet atten-
tion, During the day 1 get enongh light
from the shaft to ennble moe to read. You
are the first person 1 have seen ginee my
four years' residence here, and 1 don't
think that any othors will ever find this
quarter of the mines unless it is through
aceidont. 1 am thoroughly acquainted
with nearly all the passage-ways, and as
they extend for miles underground I will
have no difficulty in keeping out of the
way of iatruders and curiosity sevkors,
No, I am not afraud of the snnkes, They
have bacome used to my preseonce here
and never bother me. In this part of the
mine there are none. Do I know where
my wifo is? No, nor do I eare.”

He then piloted the strangers out of
the nune and bade them good night,

AZTEC RUINS.

Interesting Descriptions of the Dwell-
ings of a Linat Race,

St. Louis Republican: Rev. Dr. Wil-
liam Porteut was met by a roporter of
the Republiuml{‘oalerd:\g and questioned
concerning his New Mexican jaunt amid
the Aztec ruins, Said the doctor: “From
i pointsome fifty miles south of Durango,

. M., down the valley of the Ammns
river, for fiftcen miles or more, ruin after
ruin appears. 1 exumined two ruins in
particular very carefully, The larger
one wns 400 feet long nna about 160 fest
wiae. g It contained us nearly as | could
estimate, about Hk rooms. This ruin
was four stories high, each story being
ten feot in height, The walis are of mas-
sive hapure porphyry, three fectin
thickness, and lmd with & mortar resom-
bhing red clay. ‘I'ne rooms varied in
size from six by eight to twenty and
thirty feet. Only a few of them were
plastersd, and the most of them pre-
sented arough, unfinished appearance,
They were entered by doors about three
and & half and four feel in height and of
the ordinary width, The jambs gave evi-
dence of being driven 1in with stone
hammers. The si'ls wera of huoge
round logs of white cedar of a
variety not found anywhere mn
that®vicinity at the present  time.
All the woodwork used in the congtrue-
tion of the runs was of this white
codar. They hnd no implements of steel
nor suws, nor planes of any kind. Al
of n quadrangnlar shape fronted to the
south, with o court yard in front, from
whieh fact I judged the ancient inhabi-
tants were sun worshippers,  On the
northeast corner of each large rnin were
immiense cirenlar rooms, twenty feet in
dinmeter, which | supposed were either
usid for eouneil rooms or for religious
BOTVICeS,

“Now, let me try and give you an ilen
of their looring, Thay put in a large
sill of white, unhewn cedar,  All ther
timbers were round, as they made no at-
tempt to dress it with their rude stone
axes, and aeross this beam, sometimes
cirhteen inches in dinmeter and at right
angles, they placed eedar poles, about
the thickness of an ordinary turning
pole and extendiug the width of the
room in groups of three each, On these
primitive rafters they placed a layer of
split cedar, followed by a matting of
codar bark, eorn husks, or & species of
rush, somewhnt resembling our cat-tuils,
The floor was considered complete after
a quantity of earth had been trodden
down over the complex unidercrust,
After the round floor had
been completed 1y this manner, the Aztec
builder proceeded to Iny his wall on the
outside, but slanting gradually on the in-
side in such s manner as to cause a pro-
jeeting ledge and an increased thickness
at the top of the story, thus alfording
room for the beams of the next floor,
The second ruin was of eonrser material,
and was also 400 feet in length by 100 in
widih, with a space of 175 yards between
it und the largor pile.  1ts court yard was
GOx100 feet, and_contained a large o
tern, [ believe I forgot to mention be-
fore that all the court yurds were snp-
plied with eisterns hewn out of solid
rock. There was o lavge eircalar space
bietweon the two rains 1 am deseribing,
In fact. the valley was filled with round
ruins varying in dimensions for n dis-
tance of fifteen miles or more to the
junction of the Annuas and San Juan
rivers, Now, young man, if 1 were an
architect 1 might give you all thisin a
more coneise form, but you wiil have to
receive it from & man who made good
use of eyes, ears and tongue, and who
was not “stooping to coniuer,"’

“The Aztec cortainly had no objections
to something akin to IE;;\'pli:tﬂ darkness,
for their rooms bad no windows, save
two little square port holes, and there
were no doors on the inside opening
from room to rvom, Mnany rooms wre
senled up, but for what reason must re-
main & matter of conjecture. Another
peculiarity of each larze ruin was that
the southwest corners were built of
much better matorinl than the remainder
of the siructurs, and they wera jn s far
better state of preservation. Consider-
able vandulism is goingon there, and the
ruins are pulled down without regard to
their archoologionl interest, 1 don't see
why the government should not protect
the stroctures equally ns much as the
Yellowstone park, for thev ceriuinly pos-
8084 inestimable treasures for the ex-
plorer and scientist. A short distance
trom the two large ruins stands a bold,
wrecipitous blufll. On it summit, over-
]m:k[r.z them, are the ruins of a eireular
fort, 1,000 feet in ciwcuniference. Ves-
tiges of the gateway and & puaved rosd
forty feet wide, lealing down to the
lower ruins, are still discernivle thero.
Other purts of the fortitieations counect
with the ruins by u succession of ter-
races down the roeky sides of the bluff.
A magnificent view of the whole region
may be obtaiced from it, A lurge hollow
eclothed in the freshest verdure suggests a
fountain in nges past.'

“Where did those people come from?"’

“Now yon are asking me something
which hus puzzled our groatest scien-

tists, My own theory is that
the cluf or cave dwellers
came first and the Aztecs next. Toere s

ovidence of a warfare having been
wagoed between a amn!ll and a large peo-
vle, as is evineed by the great nuniber of
small arrows which have been picked up
and o fow large ones.  Take the oldest
mhabitants among the Indian tribes, and
he will tell yon that when his people
eame into possession of that country the
ruins were there,

“Indinn tendition ns a general thing is
vory unraliable, but everything goes to
ghow that the poople who lil‘l nabited
thoso ruing lived ina period  far earlier
than the ancient recordsof the old world.
The Indians say a number of tribos comeo
into this citadel annually to pay tribute,
and in the sthletie sports which followod
the quarrel took place whieh led to the
war, no account of which has come down
to us.

“Here now, "continned the doetor, “‘in
n corncob and & husk, in verfeet proser-
vation, which 1 found in one of the
sealed rooms, My wife iotimated that
these rooms may have been elosed on we-
count of small-pox atter the custom of
certain Indian tribes of this day, and
suggested that my trensnres undergo a
procase of purifioation, but I would not
hear to it. Here are my other relics”
displaying a strip of cedar, some codar
bark, n small round stake, also of cednr,
a stone axe and a club, or fiat stone, used
in rubbing the maize into tne courso
meal which served the Aztec as his staff
of life. **The only solution of the mys.
tery surrounding the origin of this
strange people mny be expressed in the
Mexican steryotyped query, ‘Quien

sabe?'"
