DETECTIVES AND POLICEONDUTY

Captain Black to Take the Case to the
United States Supreme Court—The
Subject the All-Absorbing Tople
in Chicago—General Batis-
faction Over the Verdiot,

Thelir Death Knell Sounded.

OrrAawa, 1L, Sept 14-—The supreme
court this morning delivered an opinion in
the anarchist case aftirming the judgment of
the court below, Execcution Is to take plnes
November 11, between 10 and 4 o'clock. The
omuion In the ¢ase was written by Judge
Magruder, of the Chleago distriet, and s an
able exposition of the law nud previous in-
terpretations thereof by eminent jurlsts In
this country, a8 well as of the courts bearing
upon the alleged and perhaps real errors in
record, in this work ha wis
ably helped by each of the
other six distinguished judges, who made
him their spokesman and through him ex-
pressed their unanimous decwsion. The
opinion covers 225 pages of closely written
manuseript and contains about 50,000 words,
In this case, says the opinion, the judgment
of the court below Is aflirmed as to all and as
to each and every one of the aefendants. An
opinion has been prepared setting forth the
rensons of the aflirmation of judgment.
Judge Sheldon announced that he had con-
curred In the opinfon.  Judge Mulkey says
that while he agrees as to the opinion, and
also the general views of the court, he does
not wish to be understood as holding

that the record 18 froe from
errors, for he does not think
itis. Butnone of the errors, in his opinion,

were of such & serious character as required
the reversal of the judgment. Sheldon sald
that In this ease the court ordered that the
sentence of the superior court of Cook county
of the defendants In Indictment--August
Spies, Michael Schwab, Samuel Fielden, A.
R. Parsons, Adolph Fisclier, George Engle,
Louls Lingg—be carried into effect by the
sherifl of Cook county on the 11th day of
November next, on Friday, between the
hours of 10 o'clock In the forencon and 4
o'clock In the afternoon of that day.
COURT NOOM SCENKES

This morning Justice Magruder hogan
the announcement of the declslon, Just be-
fore the opening of court every one seemed
to have a feeling that something was golug
to happen. Before the hour for the convening
of court lawyers and reporters seemed to
have that fecling and conversed with each
other in subdued tones, Barker, the janitor,
who has waited upon every justice of the
supreme court that sat on the bench at
Ottawn tip-toed around in the opening and
dusting of the court room as if he were
afraid of breaking the deathly stillness that
pervaded the entire building. Deputy Smith
faltered and his volee trembled as he pro-
nounced, “Hear ye; hear ye” As the
Justices filed Into the court room, headed
by Chief Justice Sueldon, they appeared
more dignitied than ever, The ehlef justice
walved hisassociates to thelr seats even more
siately than hls wont. and his nod to the
sherlff was more stiff, and his “open court”
less audible than on the previous days of the
term. Justice Magruder appeared flushed
and nervous as he entered the court room,
the cause of which was evidenced a fow mo-
ments later when Chilef Justice Sheldon
turned to him, and In a volce which would
have been Inaudible save for the deathly
stillness which pervaded the room, sald:

“Justice Magruder, have you any an-
nouncements to make!?

YJUDGMENT AFFIRMED,'

The flushed appearance of the justice
changed to that of pallor and his voles was
husky ns he sald:  *“In August Spies and
others against the people of the state of [11i-
nois, No, 50, advisement docket.”

The ehief justice nervously turned the leaves
of the court docket to the ease indiecated,
when the justice read the deaision of the
court in the “unarcthist ease.”  As he com-
menced reading he regained his composure,
his volee wus clear and distinet until the
order tixing the death pennlty aud the dates
of execution was reached, when his reading
became Inbored, Lis volee busky and his
manner showed that it was with great'eno-
tion that he performed the duty he had been
given by bis assoclates to perform. Having
voleed the decision of the court in the most
celebrated case It has been ealled upon to
devide, the justice who made the aspounce-
ment at once left the boneh and rethred to
his roomn.,

The orsl announcoment was: “Judgment
aflirmed. No. 50 on theadvisement enlendar,
Sples et al. va. the people.  In this case the
Judgment of the court below is aflirmed as to
all the plaintiffs in error. An opinion has
been prepared setting forth the reasons for
the affirmation of judement.”

BYXOPSIS OF THE OPINION,

After citing the ease and Is origin, Judeo
Magruder, speaking ably for himselt and the
court, sald: About the 1st of May, 155, the
workinguwen of Chieago and other industrial
ecnters were greatly worked upon by outside
intluence and greatly exeited, cspecially as to
the eight-hour moveinent, ete, In the miasg
of Lils excitement a meeting was hela May 4
1556, ut the Havmnarket, which was addressed
by the defendanis-Sples, Parsons and
Fielden—and while waking the closing
Apecch At some lime between 10 and 11
o'clock In the evening several companies of
poliecen, numbering 150 men in all,
marched lnto the erowd from the station on
Desplaines street and ordered the weeling
stopped, As soon as the order was given
AOIe one threw the bomb which eausad
the fatalitles, It fs  undisputed that
the bowmb was thrown and that it
caused the death of Degan. It is
coneeded that none of the convicted threw
the botib with his own hands.  ‘I'he plain-
Utis o error are chiarged with belue seees-
soriea to the fact. Some of the coutt’s in-
dictment charges the defendants with being
present, niding and abatting in the throwing
Bf Lhe bomb, othess that, uot being present

defendants were united and cousnlred
to do this awful work and that their
awful design was fulfillel.” The oplalon
shows that whila not perhaps a combination
of the same culprits, the desire of their sev-
eral parts and purposes was to accomplish
the same end.  The guestions presented are:

Did the defendants have a common pur-
pose or design to murder these pollee?

Did they combine for that purpose and was
the result of such combination death 1o the
men who wete the guardians of the law?

Who was the thrower of the bomb that
killed Degan?

“The bomb was round and as big as a base
ball,” says a eredible witness, and another
witness says: 1 saw the bomb and Know
it was a round bomb,"

The court follows in deseription of varlous
bombs In nse or kKnown to anarchist selence,
and eorrectly mentioned four different va-
rieties, and conecluding that these, or the
most of them were made by Louls
Linge, ;u-lgluu from what had been
fonnd In his possession and his acqualntance
with Willlam Seliger, who was a German
earpenter, and mute Tis appearance in Chi-
eazo in 1855, and who sesmed to bo an expert
in bomb making, and in Mareh, 1830, brought
dynamite there.

The eourt quotes soige experiments made
by these gentlemen in their peenllar trade,
n.fl of which goes to show that thase two men
were experts in their bustness. ‘The evidence
shows that these two men on April 80, 18sG—
the Friday befote the Haymarket meeting—
met, and Lingg hrml?ht to Sellger's house a
larue wooden box, # feet long and from 16 to
18 inches high, and that it contalved dyna-
winte ) that he (Lingg) spent that avening In
ulling the dynamite Into gas pipes and regu-
lar shells. Tle was also nsslsted by a number
of persons, and Seliger was among them.

Upwards of tifty bombs were fin-
Isheda  that afternoon and it ap-
puars  to  have been continued ull

the very evening of the Haymarket meeting.
The record govs on implleating others, es-
ciaily one Heubner, who was sern work-
ng at some coll fuse, and Lingg, Seliger,
Thellan and Herman were frequently en-
gaged in casting and milling in Selicer's
kitechen. Then foilows n deseription of the
llrami_-«es. Pleeas of the shells made by
JAngr were subjected: to ehemical analysis
and were found to be composed of a certain
percentage of tin and the remainder of lead
and antimony, iron and zlne, and out of the
four bombs examined the percentage varied
butslighely and pleces taken from Degan's
body and those found at Lings's houss aftsr
lis arrest run the same in composition.  The
evidence goes on to further lhimplieate Lingg's
connection with this terrible affalr so elosely
that eseaps for him would bo lmpossible,
After fastening the evidenee upon Lingg,
the court asks Lhose questions:

Why did Linge make the bomb which
killed Degan?

T'o apswaor this it becomes necessary to ax-
aming the character of the association with
whioh these defendants were connected, and
ita aims. ‘Thero wore no ?m-s:iuna ahout
this organization, and but little about its ob-
jects, 1ts plattorm was published by a cer-
tain bureau of intormation ealled the Alarm
and Arbiter Zeltung. The court quotes many
familinr extracts from the latter incendlary
sheet, Among them are the peculiar ideas of
communists—abolishment of titles to land
a sort of freedowm that i3 far boyond or ages
in the rear of modern civilization, and in
some of these articles the charge is made
thiat the state, churches,setivols and press aro
in the m¥ and under the sway of capitalists
and that luborers must overthrow these pow-
ers by physieal strength. It is admitted and
even positivelv asserted that such a thing as
right of property s notonly a myth but a
great wronf] to those who by laziness and
other faults have neverearned property, or by
their want of thrift cannot keepsuch as they
may have had. ‘Lhls assoclation, as Judge
Magruder aptly expressed it In his very log-
feal opinion, *Subverts all law.” His honor

oes further In his descriptive mention of

a gentlemen who came to a vory free conn-
";E and tried to run it at sight, for he says:
“These gentlamen should read the constitu-
tion und our laws and then they will find
they are bemmed In with law, but yot the
yoke 18 80 light that none will feel it.” And
80 his honor goes on: *There wns another
newspaper, called the Alarm, mmentioned be-
fors, and defendant Fielden owned some
stock in it and it was under the management
of Kugel and other of these defendants,”

The court at some ‘Jength but with eogent
argument proceeded to connect the other rel-
onles In the case—for Instance, that these
defendants wore the chlef movers and
centre of any and all the communistic meet-
ings In Chicaeo, and that they were thera In
person and wers always pronouneed leaders
of therod flag. **The evidence wns,"” says
hig honor, “that there wera twanty-tive to
thirty labor nnions in Chieago at that thne,
embracing a membership of from 15,000 to
16,000, A large majority of these men were
honast and industrious, working daily for
their daily bread, well-meaning wen, anid
Liad no thought of anaeschy, but the evidence
also shows that the mombers ol each and nll
of the many ‘groups’ of anarchists distributed
throughout the city have assimilated them-
solves with these lawful organizations.
What their purpose was in 80 dolng was ob-
vious from their procedure,” J

Turning again to the Haymarket menting,
the courtsays: **I'ha assemblage for an
ordinary purpose would have been lawful,
but it was not conducted as o Jawful assom-
blage. ‘I'he prior arming and drilling of the
“troups” aven, was unlawiul, as a violation
of the militia laws of the stite of llinos,
which provide that ‘It shall be unlawiul for
any company to drill or parade with arms,
In the stale without authority.” ”

Regarding thearrelevanttestimony elted by
the defense, the court says: It was clalmed
fu one of the organs of the dynmmite throw-
ors that a bowb in the hands of one man
would ba equal to s reghment of men, and
while such testimony was irrelsvant, yet it

contnined no point  to  justily & re-
versul of Judgment.  As speclmens of the
weapons by which  depraved men

or men with no heart could use against their
fellow creatures nothing in modern times ean
appronch the exquisite means by thoso an-
archists."

The court very earefully explaing the law
a5 to conspliracy in all its phases and quotes
extonsively from eminent anthorities, 'he
court further says it is & mistake to assume
that the defendants cannot be charged with
ndvising, encournging, alding and abetting
an unknown principal in the perpetration of
a crhme and following that point his honor
elves g very famillar and trite and wel! knwn
emnmple and follows It with a long list of
reliable authorities It is very clear that the
rineiple of law deeclded by many courts

hat “the man who being present, alding and

abotting or asslsting, hath advised, en-
couraged, nided, or abetted the perpetration
of erime,” may be considersd as principals.
And, says the court, *so is the case at the
bar, runm.lnenl.ly some of theso defendants
nre correctly chargoble as accessories belore
the fuet,”

Among the instrootions for the defense the
court below had, althongh the defendants,
or some of them have said or publisped
thalr views to the effect that sonial revolution
should be brought by force, and that the
oficers of the law shouly be resisted, and to
this end dyoamite should be used to the exs
tent of taking human e, and that parsons
should arm to resist the law, that laws
shounla ba throttied nnd killed, and althongh
stchilanguage might cause parsons to desire to
carry out the advice given as aforesaid, and
do an act which caused Ofeer Diegan's
death, vel the bomb may bave been thrown
nud llmg-.m killed l'i some one unfamillar
with and unaecquainted with the teaclilngs of
these bamb throwers.'*

‘The court here enters into elaborate arzu-
ment npon different Instructions, and con-
cludes by suylng: “Wethink that the course
pursued on the trinl in regard to the manner
of dpaneling the mrr s correct and In
acccrdance with the plaln meaning of section
21, chapter 98 revised statutes. Wa
cannoetl see  that remarks of e slate's
attorney in his argument to tho jury
were warked by any such lmoroprieties as
require reversal of judgwent.  In thelr
lengthy arcument the vounsel for the de-
fense made some other points of minor im.
wartance, whicl are not noticed,  As to these
t s sufliclent to say we have consldered and
du not regard them well taken. ‘Che judee-
ll:]l_!rl'. of the eriwinal eourt of Cook county 1s
aflinned."”

The opinion was uow hauded to ibe clerk mJ

orlalnn that none of the errors com-
roninod of are of such a serious character as
require the reversal of judgment. In viaw
of the number of the defendants on trial, the
fh““ length of tiine consumed In the trial
o vast amount of testimony offered an
passed upon by the court, and the almost
numberless ralings the court was required to
make, the wonderment to us s that the
errors were oot inoré numerous and of a

more serious  oharacter. In short,
atter  having l’u!lr examined the
record and giving the questions aris-
Ing on it my very Dbest thought,

with an earnest and consclentious desire to

faithfully discharge my whole duttes, L am

fully satisiied that the opinion reachedavin-

dieates the law, and does complete justice

between the people and the defendants, fully

warranted by the law and the evidence.”
FINING THE EXECUTION,

Chief Justice Sheldon then made the fol-
lowing announcement: “In this case the
court orders that the sentence of the erimi-
nal court of Cook county on the defendants
in  indictment—August Sples, Michael
Scehwab, Samuel Fielden, Albert R. Parsons,
Adolph Fischer, George Engel, Louls Lingg
—be ecarried Into effect by the sheritf of
Cook county, Friday, November 11, next, be-
tween the honrs of fo o'clock in the forenoon
and 4 o'clock In the afterncon of that day.

NO LAWYHRS PRESENT,

The anarchista had no connsel here
to ropresent them befora the court as
the decision was announced. and no
steps were taken 1o thelr behall, They have
fifteen days to file a motion for a rehearing
and thirty davs from the close of the term to
file & petition in support thereof, I'his will
not act as astpy of sentence, and they will
have to show very strone grounds before the
court would eonsent to issue a stay of execn-
tion until a hearing could be had next term.

The Feeling in Chlcago,

CuicAao, Sept. 14.—|Special Telegram to
the Ber.|=That the anarchists atre men of
fron uerve has been evinced by their nctions
to-day In the face of the dreadful news
whieh reached them, Not a tramor could be
ohserved 1n the demennor of Parsons, Neehe,
Fielding, Lingz and Fischer. They trav-
ersed their allottad space with mueh assnmad

ang frold, smoked their cigars, nnd, In fact,
from thelir appearanee, were entirely oblivi-
ous of the fate overhanging them, or had o
faith in the ignormace of the state suprema
court as to the legal issues in the ense anid an
abidine belief in the abllity of the supreme
court of the Uhited States to save thelr necks
from the halter, Not sinee the N.mrniug of
the verdiet of “*Guilty” in the anarchists'
trial, nearly thirteen months ago, hus there
been cuch exeltement In the ity as was ocea-
sloned by the announcement of the decision
of the supreéme courts For months the peo-
ple, not only of Chicago, but of the whole
civilized world, hayve been walting with
feverish anxiety to learn what the supreme
court wonld dv in the famous case. Now
that the opinion hns finally been rendored
a feeling of great relief I8 beln g experienced
and outside of anarehlstic and socinlistic elr-
cles the verdict is universally approved. At
the juil when the news was delivered to the
condemned men, there was but a momentary
tremer shown by any of them, when, as
noted above, they recoversd thelr wonted
composure. The announcement of the news
cansed the most intense cxeitement In the
jail bullding, Captaln Schanck was notified
early of the decision, and soon an additional
force of officers were seen patrolling the vi-
cinity of the jJail. Detectives were also
posted on nearly avery approach to the place
and every suspleious character was watehed.
Even known newspaper men had difficulty
In getting a pass to the jail, and none of
them were permitted to interview the prison-
ers. Ferdinand Sples, brother of August,
recelved a dispateh from Ottawa as soon as
the docision of the court wasannounced.
He hastened to Captain Black’s office and
there met Nina Van Zandt and her mother,
Mrs, Engel and a halt dozen more {riends of
the condemned men, who had al4o recelved
dispatches from Ottawa. Nina  looked
ghastly, Tears stood in her eyes and her face
wis white and drawn. Tears were streams
ing down the cheeks of poor lttle Mrs,
Eungel, and all of the others looked far
worseé than they have at any thoe sinee
the trial bezan. Indeed, the wverdiet of
the Jury In  Juldge Gary's court was
nottie blow to the anarchists and thelir
friends that the decislon of the supreme
court has been. Captain Black looked pale
and sorrowful and the entire party was a
sad one, Friends of the anarchists came
hurrying inand wera at onca admittad to the
private room, where the consultations were
helih.  Ferdinand Sples left about 10:30
o'clock, the others remaining. It wasan
apen secret in the office that an appeal would
be made to the supreme eourt of the United
States and to Governor Oglesby for exdcutive
clemencey.

Captaln Schaack, the police officar most
prominently idemtitied with the trinl, said:
“Ididn't expect any other decision. My
work {n the case 18 almost Hinished and I
have done no more thian my duty. But put
this in and put it in 80 that every anarchist
in the eity can see it. The law is going to be
enforeed and 1L will glve such fellows falr
warning to keep away from the county jail
wnd the police office, for there will be some
mighty striet rules given out In regard to
prowling anarchists and others of thelr
kind,”

‘The loonl papers are filled with Interviews
with dozens of prominent eitizens, all of
which express the utinost satisfuction with
the verdict. Nothing else ean be sald which
better expresses the general feeling.

gram from the court clerk at Ottawa to the
state’s attorney’s oflice here saying: “Anar-
chists' cages aflirmed; execution November
1L Mr, Pureell, of the stute's attorney's of-
fice, ran to the jall with the dispateh, Fol-
lowing on his heels was a inessenger earryin
a lelegram for August Sples that ha
been sent from Otiawa by an agent of the
anarchists, The turnkey, who took the dis-
Bll.rchln cell 25 and shoved it through the
ars, lingered a moment to wateh the effect
it would have on Sples, The anarchist took
the message, glancad frowningly at the turn-
key, and then withdrew to the darker end of
the cell. In two minutes or so he called
gently to the old wan who sets as a death
walch outside his barred door and asked
him to nand the yellow telegram sheet
to Parsons, From him it woent to all the
others and at last reached Neebe, who is only
under sentence of lmprisonment, Newspa-
per men had been rigorously shut out from
the condemned men and all observations
had to be taken from the outside of the eage
about ten yards from the cell doors. It could
ve seen that each of the condemned men
made ostentatious efforts at  coolness
and bravado, They took seats
at thelr cell doors and read newspapers and
books, smoked clgars, and ouce Lingg, the
