SENSATIONAL BREAK IN RIBS.

A Large Amonnt of Speculative Trans-
actions in Corn—Cattie Heceipts
Ample—Hog Trade Mlow—Uens=
eral Quotations.

CHICAGO PRODUCE MARKET.

Cutcaao, Bept. 18.—|Special Telegram to
the BEE. |—The markets wére more animuted
to-day. In all the trading pits thera was
more doing, the break In ribs being the mosl
sensational feature on the floor. Price
changes were frequent for futures of bread-
stuffs, and as the ufternoon wore away the
feeling grew weaker. Notwithstanding the
unsettied and nervous feeling that cenerslly
prevalled, an increased volmme of business
was transacted. Wheat in loeal speculative
cireles was again lower, but the shrinkage in
values was not as severe as noted yesterday,
May property broke Sge from the highest
point of the morning session and closed ‘4o
lower at 1 o'clock than yesterday afternoon,
and seller October suffered a net loss
of only e. Trading was on a more liberal
scale all the forenoon and the drives that
were made at the market by Hutehinson and
others had apparently but little effect. The
pressure of large offeringdat times was very
heavy, but the good buying by Leopold Bloom
and free covering by shorts prevented any
serioun  disturbance of values.  That
there were several good-sized lines of short
wheat covered here to-day for aecount of
forelgn operators there 1s little doubt. Cables
were a little mixed and of a contradictory
character. Liverpool quoted spot wheat
steady with moderate demand, prices for Cal-
fornia club being quoted 4d higher, and
both No. 3 red and No. 2 spring lower. Ex-
port clearings at two ports amounted to 56,000
bushels, and. the estimated arrivals atthis
point for to-morrow were a little larger. At
twelve prineipal points there were reported
648,000 pushels recelved and 340,000 bushols
shipped. A noticeably better feeling prevailed
to-dny, and by some traders it was claimed
that the complexion of the market was more
encouragement for holders thau it had been
for m fortnight. ‘T'hey Lelieve that since we
have had a little break and the market
atarted out of its rut that Increased spzcula-
tion will follow and bring about a healthy
actlon. At present prices there s very little
inclination to short the market Fluctuations
were comparatively narrow, From 68)¢ for
October at the opening the market eased off
to 684{¢e, then Improved under good buying
by shorts to 60){c, and during the last hour
of the regular session broke to 68%@088{c un
the split, closing at 1 o'clock at 083g@@tsige,
November rested at 704¢, December at 715% @
T15{c, and May at 77%o0. First trades in May
were at T7ijc. and sales were at & range dur-
ing the morning session of T7'4@77%{c—not
very heavy trading at either extreme,

Corn attracted a good deal of attention and
there was lurge speculative trading, The
market held up yesterday with surprisin
firmpoess, in view of the surroundings, an
the break to-day was In o measure unex-
pected, for there was a very steady ;lpuuing
1o the market. The break in ribs had some
Influence upon values for corn, but the prin-
cipal cause of the depression was the heavy
liquidation by lonus, Captain  Phillips
threw overboard a line of about 1,000,000
bushels, it was clalmed, and in the wvarly
dealings Ream and Fleming and Boyden
were credited with heavy selling. On top of
thess offerings came numerous smaller jags
of long stufl trom tired holders or on stop
orders, and there was more or less short aalll-
',nﬁ. Another weak feature wns the larger
esthimated receipts for to-morrow—600 cars—
aud the publistied estimates by the Cincin-
%nll Price Current of a yleld of 1,500,000,000

ushels helped the bears notably. Cables
were dull and spot corn in Liverpool was
quoted d lower. New York was
sasier for futures, and export olearings were
jight, while at this point the shipping de-
mand was only falr, and the cash market
broke In sympathy with the decline In
futures. After the pumerous rallies that we
have had from 44%c for May the crowd did
not expeet anything else w-dn"'. and when
the market proke below that figure prices
went down rapldly and easily, 1 o'clock clos-

terday afternoon, When the bears found

At midday there were
thirty-seven loads unsold, and three loads ot
fresh arrivals came in shortly, making a total
of forty loads still on the markei After
dinner the buyers were in the yards again,
but bidding lower prices.
