MinweAvoLts, Oct. 0.—<A lotter prepared
by General Master Workman Powderly upon
the attitide of the COatholie  chureh
townrd the Knight: of Labor, which has
been awniteda with a great deal of interest by
mewbers of the order througzhout the
country, was completed to-night and will be
preseuted to the general assembly to-mors
row, Referring - | to the meeling
of the Catholie archbishops n  year
ngo the present month Powderly said: “lt
hind been  ropresented to the ecelesinstionl
authorities that the knlghts were seeking to
revolutionize the generally accepted funda-
mentul principles by eluiming for labor the
right to dletate to  ecapltal, and in
this manner were seeking to bring into
full foree popular soverelgnty in opposition
to private richita; that they wers following
the example of French socialists aml arro-
gating to themselves the right of ordering
strikes whenever it suited their purposes and
by these strikes cause loss of life and destrue-
tion of property, and that should the order
prosper with its pernleious prineiples it would
lend 118 wembers and the working classes
generally from ilnsubordination to anarchy
and socialism; that if the prineiples of the
Knights of Labor were ever to prevall among
the people, faith und religion would be for-
ever destroyed In our country. Thus spoke
the enemies of orzanlzed labor,”  Mr.
Powderly then refers to an interview had by
himselt anid Messrs. Hayes and Qreilly with
Carainal Gibbons, at the latter’s request, iu
Which they subiuitted to lls eminence that
the "“Unlfying force of thg order
consisted  in  the  breadth  and  pur-
ity of the priveples Inculeated  and
the cultivation of intellectual, moral and
socinl happiness, Wonre like unto a band
of brothers engaged (u the holy cause, which,
far from absorbing, would strengthen our
love of coontry and  would Intensify,
elevate and enoobls our patriotism. In
onr order, composed as it i3 of varlous
European nationalites, ons ol the most graty
fying features is tho rapldity  with which
these become assimilated and welded to-

ether, forming & united whole, strong nnd

ndigsoluble,  Believing tirmly in the riehte-

OUsHEss of our eause, we nsk your eminence
to examine the records of our oraer wnd
of  our prominent members,  who
have for pears uphelit our vrinelples. 1t s
our hopw as i 15 our desire to purge the order
of the violent element —the slement ol radi-
eal men—who want to found w sotlety of
athelstic anarchy,”

Daring the interview, which was of long
duration, Cardinal Gibbons said in sub-
stance: “Alter what we have just learned
the present condition of the tider Is to us
an unmistakable indieation that the control
of your organization still rests with the con-
servative element and Is a guarrantes that
there will be no rash and dangerous depurt-
ures from those features of 1ts polley which
command the forbearnnce and respect it not
t:e npproval of the entire country. We now

fer that the objects of the Kolghts of
bor are praiseworthy and in no
way opposed the views of the Catholic

church, Catholle prelates will declare in
tavor of labor. The Catholle chureh in
Amneriea will take the slde of the weaker
against the stronger, We readily belleve
that o reseue the toller from the grasp
of the sellifh 15 o work worthy
of tho noblest and the best of our
race.  We recognize that this is the grand
object to which the Kuiehts of Labor are
bending every energy. The chureh is Justly
glwlnrul aghinst uil secret organizations,

hore I8 no need of seCreey
where the ends and methods of
tlie erganization nre Justitiable

and secrpey raises the presumption that there
I8 something which will not bear the llelit of
duy. We condemn the work of the anarch-
1818, Like Samson of old, they would pull
down the ediice o the  constitus
tion which fhellers them,  even
though they shonld rish in
the rulne The man that would endeavor to
uudermine the laws and Institutions of this
great and glorious country deserves the tate
of those wlio lnid profané hands on the sk
of the iving  God,  Soelallsmy takes
& defiant  yposition  boyond  the pale
6f the churcn and announces such an
extremo  policy  that  ono  does not
neea to hesitate to reach the conclusion as to
its merits and influenes, 1t boldly abolishes
nll religlous restraint ss fatuons, denounces
all extant forms of worship and goes back to
what it calls “nature” and what the world

onlly atheism. We express (ull faith
in the maintenanes of the friena-
liness between the chureh  and  the

order so long as you keep free from aflilin-
tions with dangerous associntione and de-
voto yourseélves to the fultillment of your
Jegitiicate mission,”

Is eminence intimated to your committee
his Intended journey to Rome, promised to
explain the purposes of the organization at
the Vatiean and requested permisslon to
pledge the order o masintenanee of luwlul
and orderly behavior,  How this prinee of
the  church fulliled his covenant made
with us and how he championed
our eause In the Eternal City, we know full
well, and the expression of the pontificial
zmni will Tor the order of the Knjghts of 1.a-
bor, whtich came to us last Mareh, was due
solely to the earnest and intellizgent advocucy
of our causa by Cardinal Gibbons.

Mr. Powilerly suggests that sineere thanks
are due the eardinal for (he extraordinary
fayors he has bestowed upon the order,

_Mr. Powderly quotes largely from Cardinal
Gibbons' repopt to the propaganda, m the
course of which the cardinal says: “The
order I8 not hostile to religlon, We have
not found in the constitution, by-laws and
offieinl deelamtions the elements which the
holy see s0 cleatly ndicates as condemnn-
tory, and the lormuia of the organlzation
oontains neither oath or oblention which pre-

cludes those who do not  beiong to g
trom  becoming  aequatnted  with  their
affairs. This las been spectally explained to

us by the principal ofticers,  No promise of
blind obedionee Is requested,  Not only their
ld[&l'l'l'\ and their oiles are not hostile to ro-
lglon or the churei, but the very COnirary,
1t seems to we plain that tha holy sen ean-
not entertaln a vroposal to condemn the
Kughts of Labor.”

Towe ensdival then proceedod to give many
points why it should not be done,  Aniong
other things he sald: It wonld be danger-
ous to the reputation  of the church
in our democratic couniry that
it would  be  powerless  to compel
the obedience of Cathiolle workingmen, who
would recard it as tulse and inlquitous; that
It would thus be destruetive instead of ne-
ticial in its effect: that it would turn in
doubt and hostility the marked devotion of
our |n.>o;:la toward the holy see.

Mr. Powdedly says further: “The Knights
of Labor temain untouched and it will b
our parteular duty 1o prevent the order
from comuitting anything against the
civil and ecclesiastionl " laws which might
be condemued by churelh or state and
The pope wisely determined «fo provoke an
antagonisi, between the ehureh and the
mighty industrial power that is now makin
ltsell felt  throughout this  fiee land,
and Leo XILL  has shown lhe 18
neither rash nor (iberal, Powderly then
guotes at length letters fromn Cardinals Man-
ning and §ibbons, giving thelr views in re-
Iation to the order.

The Silk Culture Industry.
Wasmyaron, Oect. 0,—[Special to the
Brr |—0ne of the most inter#sting exhibits
ol a publie eharacter whieh are to be found
in the national capital is that of the silk
culture shown in the annex to the agri-
cultural depariment, For several years now
u nawber of ladies, principally residing in
Philadelphia, have been attempting to in-
erense the production ol silk among the
women of the UUnited States. A year or so
ago the agricultural departwent gave this
movement a deeided hmpetus by offering to
purchase all hhe cocoons which might be
offered, Machinery for winding the silk
from these cocoons was purchased and set up
in the annex bullding and o number of girls
who were experts In this lipe were em
plovel, Now a visitor may tind. on
enlering  the  bullding, any tlhme dur-
ing the working hours, six or seven
stoam kettles, bubbling, tilled with waler on
the top of which float hundreds of yellow and
white ecocoons.  ‘I'he threads are caught up
by & brush made of twigs and are carried to
a spool in the hands of one of the girls and
are then transferred o a winding machine
in the rear. The thread of silk which sur-
rounds each ehrysalis grows finer as it nears
the inner portion of the shell, and so delicate
is the windiog machineg that a8 soon as the
thread becomes finer than the reqauired
thicknuess an electrie circuit i1s broken which
throws the disk holdinz the cocoon arvund
one noteh and another thread 18 eaught up.
Tue beautiful hanks of silk which are pro-
duced from this process in the winding
roow are carried to s loft apove, where they
are packed In boxes for shipment, The silk
brings about $5 a pound and is readily salable
to the silk wmllis,  People who desire to try
their luck  In ralsing  gllk  worms

will jbe supplied with eggs and a
of instructious upon application to the agri-
cultural department.  Wherever the mul-
berry tree thrives silkworms can be protta-
biy ratsed and shere are pumerous vegetable
substances upon which the worm will thrive,
It Is said that ¢he osage orange (s particu-
Iarly relisted by these wonderful insects and
they are known toenjoy a diet of lettuce
leaves, The Industry is a growing one and
it will not be surprising if, within a few
years, the production of American sitk in-
creases 1o such sn extent as to warrant the
bellef that silks of purely American manu-
facture will be extensively sold in dry goods

THE IRISH CRISIS THE BIGGEST.

Tories Blame Each Other, the Con-
stabulary Weakens and the Police
Lone Confldence—Poking Fun
at Dr. Parker

the crown are confident that the decision of
the magistrate in the case of the lord mayor
of Dublin will be reversed. The ministerial
authorities deny that nny mistake lina been
madae, throw Ing all the blame upon the mag-
{strate. Thelr opinion is that Sullivan will
be convicted, but many of thein complain of
Halfour leaving everything to underlings.
In [reland the crisis is evidently draw-
ing uearer every day. magistrates and
police alike ‘beginning to side with the
league. T'he coroner’s jury at Mitehellstown
witll doubtless bring ina verdlet of willtul
murder ngainst the police who fired. In that
case the attorney-general will enter a nolle
prosequi. The constabulary is now being
subjected to an unprecedented straln. Their
belief in the power of the government to
help them out of difficulties is manifestly
declining. 1f the constabulavy generally
weakens, while Gladstone and the liberal
party (8 backing up the league, the final
strugele will be close and hence the Irish
problem was never so serlous in this gener-
ration aa to-day,

Redvers Buller—sald to be Impressea with
the Imminence of the danger, in eommon
with many other elose observers—anticipates
a popular rising during the winter. The Insh
leaders would avold this if possible, but can
they control the agitation they have sucpess-
fully excited? The waters are out, and it
may be beyond any man's power to turn
them back into former channels, People
begin  to  belleve the government Is
already  beaten  This  assurance may
any day lead to extreme ineasures.
As usual in revolutionary times the assail-
ants are united and coufident anid the de-
fenders are tied and bound by necessary
adherence to constitutional forms which no
coercion bill can altogether override, ‘This
tension Is much too great to last, .

Alesbury’'s exploits have given rise to
renewed agitation for a reform in the house
of lords, which Is likely to Increasa before
the next session,  Resistance will be very
faint. The

lorda themselves  are
strongly in favor of great
chinnges, Many wish the exelusion

of notoriously ineompetent or unworthy
members. Others desire to see a section of
the house made elective. Others wish to
be tree to contest seats in the lower house, 1
pelieve a vote in the house itself by ballot
would give a large mujority for sweeping re-
forms, therefore I do not anticipate great
popular excitemont over the question.

The disestablishment of the ehurch, so
adroltly pushed forward by Gladstone will
cause much more sttr and shake the country
from one end to the other,

The attacks on the police are glving seri-
ous anxisty to the authorities asnd render the
police distrustful of themselves. The result
is that the outcasts of London daily assuine
& bulder aud wmore defiant tone, They
have practically taken possession
of certain parts of the parks and
public squares, driving out respectanle
people. All the loafers of London are hov-
ering like a dark cloud over the west enid. It
18 absglutely dangerous to go along certain
thoroughfares after dark. A menancing
spirit is in the air. ‘I'he Cass ease and (ilad-
stones recent raids on the police demoralize
the foree, 1 hear talk among tradesmen and
others of a combined movement to protect
their property If the symptoms assume a
mueh more threatening character. Lyons,
the  socialist bhero  of the  hour,
was one of the oreanizers of the meeting
last year which resulted in  whole
thoroughfares being sacked. ‘I'radesmen
remember Lthis, T'hey will defend themselves
if the authorities cannot do it. Tle law will
be vindlcated though we may pass through
bad times first,

1 understand that great distontent
exists in the civil service owine tothe dis-

charge of a larze number of em-
ployes in the lower grades. ‘This
is a characteristic  of our oflicial

reforms. A number of poorly paid clerks
are singled out and sacriticed on a littla acon-
omy, while the highly-paid sinecurists are
left undisturbed. ‘I'he time has gone by for
this game. You will see some very surpris-
Ing evants before lung,

There Is greal perturbation among theater
managers at the extreme dullness of the
evening autumn season. ‘The houses are
generally wretched, Actors anxiously ask
why. " The truth 15 that parents will not take
children for fear of searlet fever and do not
care Lo go themselves for fear of fire. The
Exeter will cost London managers a pretty

penny this winter, Regarding  musie
halls the magistrates mean to
look sharply after lleenses, bt

Ir
he goes Into  jaill his dlet for
the first month would be na
follows: His breakfast will consist .of tive
ounces of bread, one pint of cocoa, a three-
quarter pintof new milk, Ilis dinner on
Sunday and Thursday would be five ounces
of bread, six ounces of composition called
sust pudding and & three-quarter piot of
new milk. On Wednesday and Friday his
dinner would consist of five ounces of bread,
e1ght ounces of potatoes and a three-quarter
pint of new milk. On the remaining three
doys of the week he will get for dinner
thirteen punces of bread and half a pint of
solip. For supper during the first month
would be: Bread, five ounces: cocom, ono
pint; new milk. half pinte  During the Inst
two months O'Brien would get for breakfast
a pint and a hall of stirabout made
out of Indian  meal and ontmeal
mixed In equal proportion and a three-
quarter pint of new milk. For supper eicht
ounces of bread and a pint of eocoa. The
dinner varies according to the day of the
week, On Sundays one pint of meal soup
and a pound of potatoes, on Welnesday aud
Friday eight ounces of bread and fourteen
ounces of potatoes and on the remaining
days of the week fourteen ounces of bread
and one pint of vegetable soup. What Mr.
O'Brien would look like and now long it
would take to re-establish his health after
that kind of thing, we leave our readers to
judge."

A few here believe that his conviction will
be reversed, inasmuch as after the lord
mayor linsco the government dare not let its
appeal Judges add to thelr misfortunes.

Among these
the Saturday Heview ailice, which abuts that
now oceupied by the Herald, especially re-
niembers him, In Inst evening's lssue
it pays attention to tHe Herald report of Dr,
Parker's adidresas onj, Beecher in nlong ar-
ticle entitled, “Stiggi on Chadband,” and
it thus commences: #rhe late Henry Ward
Beecher was< not an ordinary man and Dr.
Joseph Parker, who beats the drum ecclesi-
astic In the City "l'emple, is a very extraor-
dinary man, When Iy, Pusey published his
book on the Prophet Daniel a flippant eritie
irreverently observed that he would much
rather have had Daniel's opinion of Dr.
Pusey, but Mr, Beecher on Dr. Parker would
have bean rather more or less interssting
than Dr, Parker on M§ Beeclier. They were
born to eulogize each dther. It was a mere
accident of mortelity which allowed Dr.
Parker to do for his frlend what nis friend
would no doubt much;rather have done for
him, There is Indeeda breezy cheerfulness
in the good doctor's fexuberant deterinina-
tion to dispense withjthe trappings of woe
which Irresistibly suggests the meck resig-
nation of the survivigg wile In Mr. Swin-
burne's parody on rd ‘Tennyson’s ‘De-
spair.’ ‘L'l allow,’ sfys that good woman,
when the poison has proved too strong tor the
stomach pump, ‘I'll fallow as things might
have been worse, for Be might have been the
survivor and a follo & my hearse, But if
Dr. PParker is jocular §e is also pugnacious,
He admits for the ke of argument that
there may be men of puperior genius to him=
self,1f such imaginarf belngs really existed,
and the speculative sibllity of their exis-
tence, Dir. Parker destly refrains from
denying  they won necessarily be bet-
ter qualitied tor the ﬁmt task of burning in-
cense on the shrine ql Mr. Beecher. Warm-
ing  his subject, the worthy doctor congrat-
ulates himself on she special advantage
possessed In knowing very little about Mr.

DEs Moises, In, Qot. 9.—[Speeial to the
Ber, | —General W. W. Belknap, who still
claims lown as his home, was in this eity
yesterday, looking as hale and hearty as
when he held the portfollo ot the war depart-
ment in Grant's cabinet. lle is now, as he
says, entirely out of politics, and devoling
hils whole time to business, Mls robust,
hearty way, makes him a prinee of good fel-
lows awmong the old soldiers, who are greatly
attached to him. He I8 now the president of
the Crocker brigade association, and takea
probably as much pride and satisfaction in
presiding over this boay of gallont men as
he ever took in any politleal preferment and
honor that ever eame to him,  The immedi-
ate purpose of hus last visit here, was o con-
fer with the adjutant general and state audi-
tor in regard to the direct tax which lowa
raised and pald to the weneral governmeut
during the war., lowa's share of
the general tax leyy was about $1,000,000 and
the state raloed every cent of it.  Now that
it Is proposed to return to the states a pro
ratn share of thelr eantributions, lowa will
have a very ¢omfortable littlesum to put In its
pocketbonk. Governor Larrabea has ap-
pointed General Belknap as state agent to
look after this particular fund at Washing-
ton,and represent [own’s interests. Theé gen-
eral was also, by appolntment of Governor
Bherman, made agent for the state to look
after old war claling against the state which
nave never beenjentirely cleared up.  So that
he has considerable business in looking after
Lowa's financial interests at Wasningion, If
the leglslature should provide for a state
agont to look after the routine business of
lowa veople before the different departments
at Washington, General Belknap would sepm
bf general accord to be the man for the
place, N

THE I0WA EVICTIONA,

The sensation of the past week was the re-
port of cruel evictions ot settlers in north-
western lowa by an English syndieate, T'he
story ns sent out by the Associated press
from Washington was somewhat vague, and
left the impression that it might be more
sensational than renl. At once steps were
taken to hunt down the partienlars and it
wis found that the evictions and the lands
referred to were chietly in O'Brien and Usce-
oln counties. One of the settlers who had
him=elt been served with notice of ejectment
wins tound, and he declared that there were
enses of greal brutality, even more startling
than had been reported. Helpless women
and children had been driven from their
howmes out into the storm with no shelter for
their heads, The sheritf  and s poss-
necording to report, seemed to
ns heartless as the nagents of the
British  government  who are turning
Irish tenants out of doors. Governor Larra-
bee hnp‘mned to Dein that part of the state
at the time, and @s soon as he heard of the
trouble he tels raphoed the attorney-general
at Des Molnes to take ate{m at once to ascer-
talo the nights of the seitlers and protect
them to the full extent of the law. The at-
torney-general, in pursuauce of thess in-
stractions, has commenced an investigation,
nnd if there is anything that the state ean do
to perfect the titles of these settlors it will be
done, Governor Larrabee s greatly com-
mwended Tor the prompiness with which he
has acted in this matter and hie has shown
himself still more the friend of the people
and the watehful gunrdian of thelr interests,
It has been an oceasion of some surprise that
if these evictions have been guing on for a
year or two there has not been more known
about them through the state at laree. But
two things seem to explaln this state of eom-
parative iznorance about these cases, The
counties where the evictions have bean made
Are spnm‘l%' settled and are not in all
parts rendily accessible. O'Brien county,
for Instance, has neither rallroad or  tele-
graph to Its county seat. The nearest point
where these conveniences ean be found s
some eight or ten miles nway. 8o news,
under ordinary conditions, docsn't truvel so
rapldly up there as it does in the thickly
N-llletl’ portions of the state, Again, the influ-
eénce ol these wealthy English syndicates 15
very great through all that part of the state,
It 15 sald that they control the local news-
papers, and sueceed in keeping out of print
all reprorts of thewr brutal treatment of set-
tlers. ‘They ara about the only wealthy peo-
ple in that vielnity and they have a great
deal of power, 0 that many poor people are
alrald to anfazonize them or get their dis-
favor. Beasldes, many of the persons eyieted
are foreigners, lmnll%' able to speak
enough English to tell of their wrongs, even
if they dared to, while they are often wade
to believe that the eruel proeeedings were in
necordance with the laws of the land, and no
redross was onen to them, So it 1s not so
strange that the state at large has known
littie about these cases of outrage. Dt it 18
fast hearing of them, and betora very long
the foreign syndicates who would iike to in-
troduce into Town the serfdom of Irish ten-
antry will find thelr plans \‘n-ri' sharply op-
posedd, It is not unlikely that the nextlegis-
ature will take some actlon to prevent any
more forelgn syndleates from getting lown
Innd for contract lease rurptm‘!s. which they
do not Intend to use themselves, or perwit
others to own ot reasonable rates.

SWEET SUFFERING BISTHIR

“The “sweet suffering sisters,”” as they are
sometimes called. came up smilipg the past
weelt tor thelr sixteenth annual state con-
vention of the Woman Sullrage society, The
convention contained about the usual num-
ber of old Indies of both gexes who  monrned
for hours over the wrongs of down-tradden
women, and predicted that nothing  buk the
ballot woukt set the universe right, Their
platforim, which is long enough ana prosy
enough Lo put the hveliest crowd to sleep in
five minutes, demands that the next legisin-
ture shail give to women muuicipal sulfrage,
and take measures o enable thein to vote on
all questions as s0on s possivle,  The suf-
fering sisters Josist that probibition ean
never be enforeed until wowmen are given the
ballot, though the fact stares them in e
face that in nine-tenths of the connties of the
state the votes of the men, without any as-
sistance from the women, have enforesd the
prohibition lnw just as faithtolly as any
uther erlminal laws are enforeed.  But that
plea is only & pretense which the good
women employ to wake thelr ease  supposas
bly stronger.

wlgn, has been so stronzly urged to go to
Nuow "urk. that the republican state central
cotmiittee here has reluctaatly consented to
give him up.

'The re-
quest for him to come to New York was very
strong, for his great ability as a statesman,
conipetent to diseuss the wnancial interests
of the government. 1s nowhere anderstood
better than in New York. He does oot deal
in glittering rhetorie, but gots right down 1o
solid faets, and on the gréat business issues
of the duy he has no saperior in the breadtn
of s knowledge, and 1 his ability to dis-

Mauy of those
going are farmers in Central and Northern
Iowa, who have become discouraged with
repeated droughts and poor erops, and have
had thoir heads turned with the real estate
oraze in Southern Californmm, At the samo
time there Is a returning  procession of dis-
f‘mtml lowans, who are working back from

ansas and other western states quite ready
to be contented once more In lowa, It s
stated that in the vicinity of Stuart, Guthirie
county,) seven farms have recently been
bought by disenchanted travelsrs of this
kind. Nevertheless the exodus to the far
west goes on unabated, people wanting to
see for themmselves, and get burned them:
selves before they will dread the fire.

Invited to go upon the lands, and In some,
I not most or all of the sults, the land com-
pany has succeeded in obtalning judgment of
evietlon against the settlers.” “Uhere is not
one word In  the brief of the attorney of the
settlers to Indieate that unnecessary cruelty
bias been resorted o in evieting lespassoers,
Of course this omission & not conclusive and
the brief may have been filod before the evies
tions, but a dispateh  from Des Molnes yes-
terday gave what purports to be an interview
with one of the most  Intelligent residents of
O'Brien county, who confivined and ndded
to the original story of cruelty, but gave tnis
account of the origin of the ditteuliy: *The
correSpondencs  between Governor Sherman
and Secretary Teller lod the publie to belivve
that the Jands were open to settlement and
140 families, emetly  Seandinayians, squatted
thereon.”

The B & O Telegeaph Deal the Chiel
Factor in the Market,

New York, Oct, 0. —|Special Telesram to
the Bre. (—The telegraph deal, the rate war
among western roads and varving reports
nbout the c¢hances of a reorganization of
Reading with or without foreclosure, woere
the prineipal factors at work in the stoek
market during the week., The first named
was the most powerful for a time and eaused
Western Unlon to move up 4§ points, the
stock rising at frequent intervals when a
weoak tne provalled in the rest of the list,
The highest point was obtatned just before
the announcement was made that the eom-
pany had at last bought the Baltimore &
Olno plant, After that speculation first
halted and then gave way under pressure  of
snles by operators who had bought in  antici-
pation of a great rise to follow the consumma-
tion of the deal. It wasan illustration of
the well known adage as applied to Wall
streat—that the unexpeoted nlways happens,
Operators had disconnted at least the ane-
dinte effect of the transaction and stoek  lost
a part of the improvemasnt, altho ugh it did

not get back to where it started
from. With the exception of
the  Wastern Union, Jersey  Cen-
tral, and Ronding, the hizhest” fieures

as a rule wers on Monday and the lawest late
in the week.  ‘T'hegranger war was a disturb-
Ing element and was used with considerable
effect, especially against St Paal, which was
heavily sold for short account. Rewling was
rescued from the depression by the action of
certain of apposing hiolders of the tirst series
of i's in depositing  their bonas under the
syndicate plun, but it ulmllg dropped offl. A
Inrge pereentage of the business was in
Reading, Western Union aud St. 1'aunl, the
