led to believe thet the law would bo tested
and the fuct be known to the people whother
they ware supporting 8 useless and helpless
board or whother they bad power to hold
the romds from ll_lhhnm the public at will
Attorney General Loose's vf mrona dissent
Lrom the sel lont compromise is us follows:

How Neckties are Made.

The designing of silks and satins for
necktios is o profession in itsell, “*There
are special grades and designs ol silks
and satins made cxclusi\'u]r\' for the
necktie trade,” said a manufacturer to
a New York Mail and Express reporter,
“These materials are made from pat-
terns designed by men who do nothing
but study new things in this line,
There are from fifty to soventy-five fac-
tories in the country and ten or twelve
first-class makers. The latter usunlly
scoure exclusive rights to ocertain
styles of goods offered to Amer-
ican markets, or a large pﬂrtinn of it.
But the success of making P such
goods is just like a lottery. Perhaps
one season I hit upon a design thut. w1ll
become so popular that all the other
makers are forced to adopt it, but the
next senson some one in Boston or
Philadelphia will make ahitand I am
forced to copy that. There's never any
telling how & necktie is going to take
until itis fairly on the market, Then
it depends for suceess on who adopts it
first. If he happens to be a swell that
p:u'ltii-'nlan' kind of necktie will sell
well.

“Are the styles of making up neck-
ties originated abroad?'

“*Not now, They were until abount
thireo years ago, but now our styles nre
guperior to the European, and they are
coming over hero after putterns, How-
ever, there is o tendency toward Eng-
lish patterns for this season,

“There are move than twelve hundred

girls employed in this city alone. They
work by the piece, and make monoy
more or less according to their

expertness, A good finisher ean make
§5 or % o woek, She takes a necktie
aftor it is put together and finishes each
perfectly, so that it is ready to box.
Three different colors of the samo de-
gign and same style ave twisted together
to give the dealer an assortment in the
one make. The fluisher must seo that
all of thiz kind are exactly alike in point
of finish and muke-up. We have one
girl who does nothing Lul turn baunds of
neckties, and she makes 815 a weck.
She turns twenty-five or thirty dozen
bands o day.”
