THE, WRECK OF THE VERNON

None of the Crew or Passengors
Yot Heard From.

THE STORIES OF TWO CAPTAINS.

Morvan, of the Superior, and Willlams,
of the Joseph Palge, Tell
What They Saw on the
Fatal Night,

New News of the Missing.

Minwarkee, Wis, Oct. 30— [Special Tele-
gram to the Beg, ]—The wreck of the passen-
ger propeller Vernon, in the tervible gule
which swept the luke involves a groater loss
of life than uny of the previous disustors on
the lake this season, not excepting that of
the propeller Champlain which was  burned
enrly in the apring oft  Charlevols, drowning
twenty-four persons. A most singular coin-
oldence is that the Vernon was the vessel
which toolk the place of the Champlain in the
Northern Michigran ne and  had only been
on the line since August 1. Shoe was one of
the finest furnished passenger bousts on the
Tikes and hud o valuation of 5000, Cajpitain
Moran, of thoe stegmship Superior, which ar
rived here ot 8:80 o'clock, brought the first
news of the wreek,

S0 pass one man on & raft appealing  for
aur help, another dying from exposure, and
wsmull bont in which we could sce one
womunn and three men, one of the latter hail-
Ing with a coat stuck up on his oar, all bemg
tossed ubont in w terrible B,
without  our  belng  able to  reoder
them any assistance, was  heartrending
in the exireme,” siid Captain Maran, “We
woere also fighting for our  lives, oup steamor
having become disabled in the sea.  With the
exception of the cooks, our entire crow  of
pixteen men, even  to the englicer, wore
down below, some of them steering the ves
sel with the temporary tackle which we lied
rigged up, while others wore teyving o repiir
the break. Our tiller bl become  discon-
poeeted from the  rudder-post, leaviog s ot
the mwercy of the seas until we manuged Lo
rig up o temporary tackle. With this  we
managzed (o keop our vessel out of the trough
of the seus ued keep  her before the gale. Tt
wis threo hours before swe  had muvde repales
s0 thot we could himdle oarselves, and then
we were oul of sight of  the shipwrecked
men, 'The coolis oo deck were first to call
onr attontion to the wreekoge. It was about
10 o'vloek when off P'wo Rivers, soone  miles
out In  Lake Michigan, that we puassid
through some lamber,  Five miles irther
on we passed i ot of  bareels, aod theo en-
countered  wreekonge  fore
Amopg it was Turniture and

besides  life  proservers hore and there,
One  cook  sadd  he  connted  thirteen
Ife  preservers, amd I Kihew  that it

must have been o passonger boat 1o carry so
many, We passed so near sone of the life
preservers that they might have boen picked
up hud the cooks nsed w pilke pole. 1 was
only on deck part of the time and no others
of the erow came up, as they had all they
could do where they woere, When about  six
miles cast northeast of Manitowoe o cook,
whio had been keopiog @ lookout, called  me
on deck with the information that o raft
conld be seen with o nuin on it, As 1T went
on deck [ eould plainly see the man waving
his hund to us.  He was stunding upright on
the raft, which waus about half amile between
us wnd the shore, and the sen was washing
over it, Itappenred about twelve foet sgnare
and as if it wight be the top of a cabin,
Poor fellow,  He must have thought it croel
of us to pass by and leave him there to suffer,
Teu minutes later wo  sighted  another
vaft, also about o holf mile insido of us, It
wils much smallor gpparontly not more than
Ax8 feot, and 'Inuknll Tike o picee of the bul-
walles,  On it was lying o min who, although
still alive, probably did not diseern us, as he
wils too Tar gone.  We conld see him tip his
hesd, as his fradl Htkle flont was tossed about
in the sen ns though he was abont dead,  We
saw o yvawl with three men and one worinn
inadt a littie furthier south,. There moy, how-
ever, have beon more of them Iving down in
the bont, The throe we saw woere on scats.
One of the men wis statding up holding his
oar with his cont swinging to atbret atten.
tion, Their hearts wust hoave been glid-
dened in their expectation of help feom us,
How inhuman thoy must have thought us
whoen  we passed them by, and, within a mile
too, without oven turning our vessel towirds
them.  But with our steering  gear  disablod
s it was we could nob stecr our vessel, und
thero was nothing for us to do but hope that
some of the vessels caming tp the ke astern
of us might discover them and plek them up,

Thore is a possibility that o large three and
aft schoonor coming up the like after us may
hove pleked up the porsons in the boust.  She
wius three or four miles astern of us and 1
conld see through my glass thut she was
heading towards thein, Bat she may have
been bound for Manitowoe and  could have
pussed without seoing them, Therve was Lit-
tle possibility that she could have talken the
men off rafts pnd it is even doubtful if she
could pick up the yawl in such o sea. 11 sho
cotld get ¢lose cnough to throw them a line
as ahie seudded by and they held on to it
there might be a chanes for them 1o e saved,
It was us heavy asea us 1 oover exporicnecd
in ndl wy Life on tho lnkes.

[Press | —The first pacticulaes  of the
wreck of the propedor Vermon were recelyved
heve this moroing, The reports  suy she
foundered off Two Rivers, The life saving
station reported her foundered off Sheboygan,
but luter reports confirm the statement that
she foundered about six  miles northeast of
Two Rivers point. Captain Hevon, of the
schooner John V y, which arrived heve
this evening reports seeing some wreckuge
off I'wo Rivers point at 4 o'clock this morn-
ing tnd he wlso possed o lot of wreckage until
dix miles sonth of this place, The master of
the schooner Phoeuix suys hie passed  white
paintod bourds this aftornoon six miles south
of here, but coulil not distinguish what ves
sel they eame from, However, all doubts
were set at rest this afternoon when a tug
pleked up a pilot house with the name “Ver-
ton' on i, and five life preservers, off Two
Rivers, Owing to this fact probably not a
soul of the twenty five or thirty people on
board was saved, .

The cause of the torrible disaster will

probubly  remmin o mystery forever, ILis
quite generally belleved here that not A sin-
gle soul has survived, ks it wonld have been
impossible for any person 1o live in saeh sea,
and exposed tothe intepse cold that prevailed
on the vight of the weeck, Many relatives
of those on boand came here on the propeller
Lawrpnee this evening to obtain all the par-
ticulurs  possible eoncerning the lost, All
laces where information would be likely to
W chtained were visited,  The news wos of
the most  discouraging vature. They aban-
doned all hope of ever secing heir friends
and relatives, who were lost. It is reported
fo-night that Boiler Inspectors Reod and
Fitzgorald of Milwaukes were on the ill-fated
propeller and are undoubtedly among the lost,
The patrol of the lile saving orew at Two
Rivers wus kept on daty all night, but up to
the Just report nop bodies Tud been found and
the captain of the steamer Lawrence esti-
mates tho number of people on the Hl-fated
vessel at about fifty persons, The steam
barge Bumonghs, of Milwaukee, is over due,
and muny anxious fuguiries are received as
1o her whercabouts,

The Hnding of the pilot heuse of the pro-
peller Vernon by a tug near Manitowoe, Wis,,
settlos all doubt vegarding the ideutity of the
lost vessol,  Scarcely any other traces of the
cargo hirve been seen to-day nod pothing has
been heard of those on bomrd. 1t is feared
not a single soul of the thirty or more aboard
is left to tell the stary of the disuster.  The
forlorn hope is entertained that w pussing
vossel iy have pleked up some of the un-
fortunates, bat with the terrible sea that was

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THE WEEK IN WALL STREET.
Stock Speculation Passes Through

Freguent Fluctuations,

New Youk, Oct. 80,—[Special Telogram to
the Bee.]—Stock speculation psssed through
frequent fluctuations during the week and
proved to be s disappointment at intervals to
both bulls and bears.  Soon after the open-
ing und again near the close prices ran below
the fAnal figares of Saturday last, but in the
interim there was a period of flrmness and
an advance of 180@3ly points in leading
shiures, This giave rise to the beliel among
the bull fraternity that the bottom had been
reached amnd that the market was on the road
to permuanent improvement, an opinion that
wus strengthened by some home buying
for investinent  and  heavy  purchases
for forcign accounts.  The receivership busi-
ness—actual in the ense of the Chesapeake
& Ohio, and merely an unfounded rumor in
that of the Kansas & Texns—wus a factor
that stopped the advance and led to a lute re-
action, Reading, Western Union, New En-
gland, and Northern Pucific preferved, pre-
gented o stronger front than most other
stocks, and the efforts to breuk themn were
not attended with much success,  The weak-
ness of Gould properties, outsude of Western
Union, both carly and late in the week, had
a depressing  influence on the general list,
The gond fecling which prevailed at one time
was quite pronounced in railrond bonds, and
the demand for these showed a perceptible
inerease wt wdvancing prices, The inquiry

extended to  protty  much  all  classes,
and was not confined to home in-
vestors, as foreigners bought some

issues and made numerous requests for terms
in round lots of others, \\'hi[lu the improve-
ment was in full progress and indications
favored & much better condition of affuirs,
the rumor of a4 recciver for the Kansus &
Texas came out and luter on wus followed by
the announcement that application had been
made for a receiver for the Chesapeake &
Ohin, the ostensible reason given belng that
it was necessury in order to adjust the flont-
ing debt,  The result of all this was a check
to the rising tendency, as in the case of
stocks, nnd o decline in some instances that
was  very decided.  Although the Kansus
& Texas rumor was oficially denied, and it
was stated that the company had money
to pay December interest.  There wus never-
theless a pressure o sell, especially whon
the tadk about scaling  interest was  raised,
The general Gs dropped 715, 58 7. consols 49
and International & Great Northern 7s 4
points, It was reported that an estate sold
somo of the bonds, but a number of holders
became frightened and their sales helped
wlong the decline.  Chesapeake & Ohio e
reney Us deelined 24 and the 48 4 points, and
these, next to Kansas & Texas, attrocted the
most attention in late dealing, Toledo &
Ohio Central firsts and the Imnlavill‘u &
Nushville Ceciliun branch declined 5! fanlg
and others to 2} ] points, but the ill'l\\'ll\\'lll'&
movement did not extend to the entive list,
and o number of issues retained advances
ranging from 1 to 8%, points, including Repd-

Likeness to Chamberlain.

A GOOD SEND-OFF TO GROVER.

constitiiency, has the following editorial:
“President Cleveland has returned from a
royal progress through the states—the most
popitlar man  In America, and the most
successaful president since Lincoln, Four
vears ago he was hardly known beyond
the borders of his own state. Three years
ogo he was fighting his wuy to the presi-
dency through a storm of disgraceful and un-
desorved obloguy unparalleled even in the
personalities of American politics,  His hon-
eaty, his modesty, his courage and his loyalty
to public duty are qualities which have con-
quered the esteem of his countrymen, Those
qualitics have probably not scrved so well
with the professional managers of the
democeatic purty, many of whom have been
scandalized to find that their candidate
asctually meant what he professed, but Mr.
Cleveland will to all appearances live down
the disaffection of a section of his supporters
as he has lived down the rancor of his op-
ponents, If the democrats wish to score an
easy victory next year they will nominate
him agaip for the presidency.  1f they fail to
do so the chances are that he will be nomi-
nated, possibly even elected by the inde-
pendent men of all parties,

“1t is to be hoped that & personal acquaint-
ance with President Cleveland will have o
boneficial effect on Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,
There (8 o certain similarity in the carveer, if
not in the character of the two men, Both
are mugwumps, i. e., men who have broken
away from strict party lines, although Mr.
Clevelnond §s not 80 much a imnug-
wump himself ua the nominee
of mugwumps, They nre both by training
munieipal politicians and both have become
prominent purty leaders, Boyond this point
the parallel becomes a contract which it
woutlld not be kind to Mr. Chamberlnin to
pursue, It is enough to hope that the ex-
ample of the ex-mayor of Buffalo will not be
wholly lost upon the ex-mayor of Birming-
ham."

CHAMBERLAIN SAILS.

He Talks to a Correspondent on the
Bteamer.

Qreexstowy, Oct, 80.—[New York Her-
ald Cable—Special to  the Ber |—When
Mr. Chamberlain arrived here on the Etruria
to-day I boarded her and found him enjoying
i cigar on the main deck, wearing a ynchting
cap und dark blue ulster trimmed with fur.
He said: “While 1 have never crossed the
Atlantic I am a tried yachtsman. Arrived in
New York I shall procéed direct to Washing-
ton.

believe it is within the reach of stutesmane
ship to concilinte the Imsh people by grant-
ing full measures of local government,”

—[New LJork Herald Cable—Spoecial to the
Bee.]—The kaiser’s hunting trip to Count
Zoen Stalberg's Werningerode castle has been
ineve syway asuccess,  After the reception
dinner there was 4 gencral Hlumination in
the valleys of the villnges overlooked by the
castle: next day the hunt during which his
mujesty shot twenty-sé head of gume; finally
the departure on Wednesdoy, Finally we
wuere gotten to Prague without over fatigue
to niuty-one year old tune, much to his sat-
isfuction, if looks and & stay of o day longer
than wus arvanged prove anything, Monday
evening came the kaiser just at dusk in Wer-
pingerode.  Every othar man and boy belongs
to g dimm band, Every band wus at the
stution to diy & welcome o imperial  ears,
The kaiser ran the musical gauntlet without
uny appurent injury to his nerves; certainly
with bravery, for,so fur I could sece, he
did not once  winve. As  his mbjesty
stepped from the teadn the cannon of the
castle on the height above the tower begun
to thunder. At the same moment & red light
wiis 80 burnod as to give ¢ view of the whole
custle outlined in Qame, Grofe Stalberg and
his oldest son met the kaiser, the former re-
turning in the imperial closed carvinge, which
with o bedd hid beep sedit from  Bevling the
latter with Prince - Willlam  in an open
vhrringe, As the carvinges wound away
ground the hill on the sunnuit of which the
custle is, there waus o continual discharge of

yullow bunner. Below lackeys inhluck and

yvellow ran  about carryving orders sand
a crowd of people, mainly the wives
and daughters of Count Stalberg’s descend-
ants, lined the steps of the gallery leading
to the castle chapel. Many bright uniforms
filled the quaiat old court yard, but it wasa
simple erowd for all that.

“Anna," called one of the count's officials,
and “Anna’ having been fougd, some family
detalls were arranged  between them  there
without anyone smiling at the incident, The
foresters threw aside their gray overcoats
and stood in their green and gold uniforms,
Thereupon rushed down an anxious wife to
insist that her gray-haired husband should
wear his overcoat which, by the way, he did.

Outside, the military band began to play,
“Hell der Im Seger Trane” A little girl
danced to a window clapping her hands with
excitement, Iuside the castle the guests, in-
cluding half a dozen princes and princesscs
and a dozen counts, slowly collected. At the
main courtyard entrance up went the im.
perial standard, the red fire flamed out
suddenly, the huntsmen began their loud
bugle greeting, and twoe mounted torch-
beavers, with Haming torches, cume clatter.
ing through the high arched entrance. Be-
hind them was o four-horsed coach with out-
rider. Ina moment both carriages were be-
fore the door und Prince William had sprung
out, throwing his cloak to a scervant who
stood near. while Count Stalberg helped the
kuiser to alight. Altogether it was asquaint
o piece of medievalisim as could be hoped for.
So successful, in Tact, that, although I had
been warned to notice the forest call which
the foresters were bugling within ten fect of
my ears, I not only failed to eatch the note of
the aiv, but in addition disgraced myself by
not knowing, when asked, that they went on
bugling when the kuiser had entered the
court yard, At 0 came the dinner of fifty-six

covers. There were more candles than
silver, very pretty flower  decora-
tions and excellent musie. Be-

hind each two chairs stood a symphony
in black and gold who condescendoed to pass
the dishes. The chief symphony éven woro
a genuine sword and looked quite capable of
using it on his subordinate waiters instend of
on the beel.  As the kaiser rose from dinner
4 cannon shot caused the lighting of fires on
every hill in view, The castle windows, as
the castle is high up, look out over therolling,
thickly inhabited foothills of the Hurtz
mountaing, The view can be imagined when
each hilltop was erowned with o big bonfire
and every villuge and town, formiles around,
brightly illuminated with candles at  every
window.

For two weeks sixty men hind been nt work
under comminml of Count Zen Stalberg's

foresters  putting up fences and petting
to force the gamoe to pass
before the hunters' rifles, On Tuesday
before daylight 100 men  were  already

busy getting the game well in hand in the
big forest fields into which the animals had
been driven two weeks before, At 11 Prince
William and all except the kaiser had already
had an hour's shooting in one part of Grof
Stolberg’s 200,000 acre hunting estate, At 12
the rendezvous for the kaiser's party was
erowded with hunters, huntsmen beaters,
and dogs before a big open air fire. Prince
William, with twenty-two comrades of his
morning's hunt, were seated on convenient
little stools which folded up into walking
sticks when not used as scats. Next them
the foresters were gathered with their bu
gles ready; a little further off a pack of
hounds yelling and fighting whenever their
chains and the whips allowed.

The emperor drives up, is greeted by bugle
blusts which canuse every dog in tho pack to
howl, and by cheers, of course. He then
stops for a moment to be photographed, sit-
ting wrapped in fur in his carriage, with the
background of hunters and huntsmen's dogs,
Afterwards he moves on te his hunting sta-
tion, while the other hunters siring out in
all directions to their places, Each hunter
stands behind a low sereen of evergreen with
him, The men load his rifles und locute his
wounded game.  The kaiser, howoever, stands
under a canopy of evergreen boughs., The
mume, deer and wild swine, I8 hunted out of
the big entrance by the beaters and dogs,
pusses through one of two gutes, in front of
one of which the emperor stands, while
at the opposite  pute i8 DPrince  Wil-
lam's stand of Tences and  nets at
either cdge of a half circle to keep the game
in bounds, It runs the guuntletof successive
rifles but the sucdession of shooters from two
to three hundred yards apart keep the game
from escaping too quickly behiond the hunters
where two half eirclesof shootersmect, The
game coming in opposite directions is forced
behind all the riflemen. The bunters, of
conrse, shoot only towards the outer circums-
ference of the circle, Altogether it is a good
deal like the hunting scene in the ordinary
theatrical version of Faust except that the
animals, in their wild rush, do not make a full
cirele,

There is o bugle call answered from the
shooting stutions as a dozen ventursome wild
bours, hoping for better acorus, are making
a rush together, The kaiser fires
as fast us his leibjager ean hond him  guns.
One big plg drops in his tracks with a crash;
another rushes on for a few yards and then
drops head flrst, ripping up the earth with
his tusks, The foreshoulders of a third are
badly wounded and he dodges behingd the
line of shooters, but is noted by Chief For-
ester Mueller's quick ear.  Accordingly he
is later dragged out and added to the kaiser's
trophies, A couple go back to try their luck
at & more favorable point,  The vest, scared
out of their piggish wits, are beyond sight
drawing the next hunter’s fire,  Before the
smoke has cleared away o deer follows
skurrying past at such aratethat a quick eye
und steady arm are both necessary ifthiey are
te be stopped in transit,  Fiving becomes
genoeral all around the civcle,  Every ones in
a while comes the frantic squealing of o
wounded or dog-bhitten pig. Everywhere s
heard the shouts of the hunters, The hounds
got nearer the seared animals left in the en-
closure, The plgs und deer run past Logether,
Finally, when all the beasts are frantic with
fear and some have mun the guuntlet twice,
you begin to sce nothing except stresks of
black in stuch rapid wotion that the succes-
wive pigs look somewbat as if they had melted
into an endless belt of pigs. The deer being
taller and of a differcot color are more casily
distinguished. The kaiser fires often but
with excellont aim and good results,  Beside
him stunds his liebjager, ready to shoot
any wounded brast whivh might
otherwise escape und suffor for duys in the
the forost. Finally, after an hour of shoot-
ing, o horn is soupded Trom the kalser's
slattar, answered from all the others snd the
shooting stops,  Grof Stulberg comes to the
emperor and they chat standing togelber in
the snow the while. The kalser's killing is
hatd out for examination. To a question con-
cerning a royal stag which got by the imne-
perial shooter Grof Stalberg, with consider-
able pride, brivgs up his son, who mude the
best kill 'of tho day. The kaiser, imexhausted
by the sport und net afraid of the cold or
snow, stands for a moment laughingly threat-
ening the young wau for huving beaten ‘his
nperial master, 3

The beaters
with torches line the sides of this exhibiton
of gameat one end, the foresters bugling
various ealls,  Bohind them  their dogs,
snarling and fighting. At the other end is
the kaiser, ut a window bowing his thanks
for the cheers which greet him.  Gentlemen
in full dross and ladies with fur thrown over
bare shoulders came out to walk between
the rows of dead animals, That ends the
day's hunting.

If these men are
hung they will be looked upon as heroes,
which they are not, Society has ua right to
aud should quarantine these wen just the
same us the bearers of chiolera germs,"
