The First District.

The contest in the First judicial dis-
triot narrows down to s choice between
Humphrey and Stull, republicans, and
Broudy and Thomas, democrats.  As be-
tween demoernts and republicans the
Bre alwnys gives proference to republi-
cans, providing that they are known to
be men of intogrity and competent to
fill the positions to which they aapire.
In other words, all things being equal,
we favor republicans for office and shall
nlways continue to do so. But as be-
tween o dishonest and disreputable re-
publican and ademocrat whom we know
to be honest and capable, we shall
always recommend the democrat.
This is especially true withreference to
candidates for distriet judges. A
good republican is above all things a
good citizen, and no good eitizen will
1ot his partisan ideas control his action
in tha.choice of judges, into whose keep-
ing are committed the dearest interests
of the people—property, liberty, and
life itself. An honest judge is the no-
blest work of God., The BER hasalready

8o far as wo
have been able to learn, he has proved
himsalf to be an excellent and impartial
judge. Hon. BE. W. Thomas served in
the stole sennte in 1871, during
the memorable session that tried men's
souls. As his collengue in the legisla-
ture the editor of the BEE had amplo
opportunity to ascertain what sort of
miterial Thomas was made of.  He can
cheerfully certify that Thomas was one
of the most upright, fenrless, broad-
minded lnw-makers that has ever held
a sent in any legislature, He is an able
lawyer, and in our opinion, would make
even a botter judge than Broady.

Norris and Crawford.

The judicial race in the Seventh dis-
trict has narrowed down between ox-
Senator Norris and Judge Crawlord.
Prominent republicans of that district
desire the BEE to state which of these
candidates it would recommend. On the
prineiple that all things beingequal tho
Beg always prefers vepublicans for of-
fice, we do not hoesitate to deelare in
favor of Norris., Dut we go [arther by

urging honest democrats to  join
in the election of Mr. Norris. Four

yenrs ago Crawlord wos clected by re-
publican votes as aman who proclaimed
himself an enemy of monopoly. Belore
he had served half his term he broke
fuith with the people who elected him
and joined the demoeratic railroad ving
which has its headquurters in this city
and had its headguarters at Lincoln
during the legislative session. Instend of
attending to his oflicinl duties Crawford
wus ot Lincoln nearly all winter log-
rolling and lobliying. Such & man, be
he democrat or republican, has no busi-
ness on the bench., Mr, Norris mude
an ¢xcellent record in the state senate
und his compotency as o lawyer cannot
be ealled in question. By all means
tike Norris in prefercnce to Crawlord.
Senntor Allison in the Bast.

Towa's sonior senator appeara to be ns
well thought of by the republicans of
the enst as any other prominent man in
the party. There is quite a boom for
him in Vermont, for which it is quite
pessible Senator Edmunds is to some
exient responsible. A lending republi-
can paper of that state, which has
gpoken most fuvorably of Mr. Allison,,
warns the party of the unwisdom *‘of
the popular current of thought and ex-
pression which tries to narrow the
choice of the party down to one man
and mnke the renomination of Mr,
Blaine seem inovitable.” Mr. Dorman
I3. Eaton has written a letter giving

his  rensons for believing that the
nomination of Mr. Allison would
be a pgood investment for the

party, and some of the nctive politicinns
have recorded their opinion that the
Town senator ean poll more votes than
any other republican. When it was an-
nounced that Senator Allison was to
participate in the New York campaign
the New York Times roferred to him us
a “moderate and sincere man.”

All such evidences of the senator's
popularity must be very cheering to his
lowa friends, nlthough they are not free
to make much use of them, Senator
Allison has very judiciously decided not
to encourage any boom. This is due,
doubtless, not solely to his knowledge of
the danger of premature booms,but more
particularly to the praiseworthy view
that the party should bo left entively
free to determine who among its repre-

sentative men  has  the greater
availability and would be the
most likely to be elected. He could

have had the unanimous endorsement
of the republican econvention of his
state, but he wisely thought best not to
thus commit fhe party in Iowa, and his
refusal to allow it to be done has been
universally approved. The decision of
the next national convention must be
made without regard to pledges to fa-
vorite sons, and the fewer of these
there are the less embarvassment and
contention will there be in reaching a
decision, -

A strong point urged in favor of Mp,
Allison is that he has not antagonized
uny element of the purty. This may
suggest the absence of some of those
positive and aggressive gualities which
deemed

ure to be necessary in
a lender, but it cannot be
charged  that - Senntor  Allison  has
stultified  his® opinions on  publio

questions, or retrested from any position
he has takoen, inorderto retain the good
will of nny viewment. He has simply not

made difcionees of opinion between
hithsolf - his party- o
eause of opon ond persistent -warfare,

\

and he bns aor sought to elevate him-
self by depreciating others. Nobody
tloubts the fixédneéss of his opinions, or
that he would adbere to them in any
capucity as against any factional influ

ence that might ba brought to bear up-
on him. His sincerity being ncknowl-
edged, his moderation should be ro-
garded & virtue. The people do not
want a pyrotechnie eampaign next year,
but one that shall appeal to their sturdy
common sense and sober reason. If the
friends of Senator Allison can convince
the republican convention thathe is the
best man to meet this requirement, his
chances might be much better than
they now appoar to be,

Utah and Admission.

The opposition to the admission of
Utah Lo statehood is being kept up with
greal vigor, and the expression of senti-
ment all over the country warrnuls the
conviction that the present effort for
statchood will fail. A majority of the
commission oppose it, nnd the governor
in his report is very decidedly on the
same side. He disclaims having any
faith whatever in the declarations and
pledges of the constitutional convention,
composed wholly of Mormons. He says
rather than forego the privileges they
claim the Mormons will, if required of
them, sacrifice their personal comfort,
their property, suffer infinite imprison-

ment, and surrender life itself. IHe ex-
presses  the opinion that a well-
grounded fear of the admission
of TUtah ns a state would

stay the incoming tide of prosperity and
loso the already enhanced and increas-
ing values of real estate. Thereis more
to the same effect, all of which will get
to the attention of congress and bo con-
gidered on its merits.

In relation to this matter the Twibune
sees more calamitous consequences to
result from the admission of Utah than
are pointed out by the governor, the
editor evidently having tho more vivid
and far-reaching imagination. The
Tribune says thot in the movement for
statebood there lies **a mighty menunco
to the future peace of the republie.”
The present population of Utah is
stated by the governor to be 196,000,
Of these quite two-thirds are Mormons,
and of the Mormons perhaps two-
thirds are women und childven. At
an outside estimate the whole number
of Mormon men, old and young, now in
Utah does not exceed forty-five thou-
sand. Is it not justa little absurd to
attempt to impress u nation of 60,000,000
people with a fear of this handful, re-
latively less than acorporal’s guard, who
have already upon them the check and
rein of ironclad laws? Wo respectfully
submit thut this question should be
determined not under the influence of
popular fear or popular prejudice, but
solely on the ground of what is seen to
be just, constitutional, and in the inter-
est of the general wellare. The peace
of the nation has nothing to fear from
the Mormons except so far as it may be
disturbed by wordy contention on
the floors of congress. Nor is it by
uny means certain that muking Utah a
state would, as elaimed by the governor,
seriously interfore with its prosperity.
The negative arguments on this ques-
tion must be very clear, very logical and
very convincing, otherwise a great many
unprajudiced people may not be eaught
by it. Yet there is no probability that
Utah will be admitted to statehood by
the next congress,

THe organ of the roustabouts makes
the reassuring statement that by reason
of its city printing contract many thous-
ands of dollars will be saved to the tax-
payers, The organ, however, says
nothing about its fraudulent contract
which Judges Groff and Wakeley had
to enjoin. That contract procured by
bare-faced jugglery with three bids,
gave the Taylor and Rounds firm sixty
cents for ten lines aggregating seventy
words, whereas the price which they
were finally glad to accept is thirty
cents for 100 words. In a paper that has
only & handful of subseribers in Omaha,
thirty cents per 100 words is dear
enough. Itsreduction for the benefit
of the taxpayers was not voluntary, by
any means,

GEORGE FRANCIS TRAIN may have
been somewhat extravagant in  his ten
million dollar bond and subsidy project
for making Omnha n city of half & mil-
lion people within twenty years, but he
made some excellent suggestions which
should be adopted. There is no doubt
that Omaha wants a grand market
house, where producer and consumer
can meet to trade. 'We want a system
of parks and boulevards around the eity,
and mills and factories to work up the
raw products which are at our doors in
such abundance. Last, but not least,
we want more live men, and a dozen
fivst class funerals,

BECAUSE the gamblers, the keepers
of Third ward dives and the bummer
element generally are rallying to the
support of Lee Estelle, the Republican
takes it for granted that the prohibi-
tionists will support Wakeley, Doane
and Groff. The BeE is not in position
to speak for the prohibitionists, but we
will cheerfully give them credit for
good citizenship and excellent judg-
ment in the line of distinetion they are
said to have drawn between the candi-
dntes,

A Few More Words About Nems\»
ba's Nominee For Judge. «

HIS JURY-FIXING RECORD.

A Bad Citizen, An Unsafe Lawyer, An
Unpopular Candidate, and a
Thoroughly Disrcputable
Man—AMdavits,

—

AuvnunrN, Neb,, Oct. 27.—To tho edi-
tor of the Ber: I enme to Auburn with
the designed intention of writing a lot-
tor in which John B. Etull, ecaudidate
for judge in the First judicial district,
would figure.

I found, however, that it would be of
little use, ns it is safe to say that he will
not receive a majority in any one of the
five countios comprising the district,

From o railrond man I ascertained
that Stull's Missouri Pacific pass is ser-
fes C. No. 086, Iis B. & M. pass, I have
been unable to get the number.

That Stull is a bad ¢itizen, an unsafe
lawyer, and a thoroughly dishonest
man, I have no doubt. The aflidavits
charging him with so many attempts to
corrupt & jury, brand him as a kuave in
the sight of all honest men.

The aflidavitse on file in Nemaha
county are from the best of her citizens,
and thore is no dodging thoir gshocking
accusations,

So unpopular {5 Stull in hisown county
that last fall as o candidate for county,
attorney, he was olected by only forty
majority—almost four hundred loss than
Governor Thayer received.

Stull made open boasts that he pur-
chased votes, paying as high as five dol-
lars apiece for them! Yot with all that
he was elected by only forty majorityl

As alnwyer itis cortified to {>y the
clork of the suprome court of the state
that Stull was nover admitted to practice
in their court. Asa luwyer he is below
the average in point and abili.y. but as
a trickster and crook I doubtif his
equal will be found in this state.

In the Hall murder case it is a matter
of ecommon notoriety in this town, that
Stull, with his partners in the erime,
wrocked the heart-broken and dis-
tructed mother of the unfortunate Hall.

A prominent man in London precinct
told me that Stull was without doubt a
partuer in the bond cases against that
same Brownville precinct, und that as
an interested party and s county at-
torney, he had ndvised the commission-
ers to levy large sums of interest not
altogether necessary.

In London precinet I predict that
Stull will not receive ten voles,

The people of the First distriet can
not afford to endorse him.

In order to give one fustance of Stull’s
villainy,I take from the Nemaha Times,
a republican paper, the following ae-.
count of Stull’s attempt to corrupt a
jury—enough to bar him forever from
any position of Lionor and trust, T saw
the affidavits referved to in the article,
and there is no questioning the matter:

STULL AS A FINE WORKER,

The celobrated ense of Truto ngalnst
Trost and others, well known to every-
one in Nemaha and Johnson counties,
has passed into history, and now John
8. Stull must answer to the people of the
IPirst judicial district for his conduet in
that case, This suit was for $10,000 dam-
nges, under the Slocum law, against cor-
tain suloon men in Tecumseh, and was
tried four times—twicoe in Johnson and
twice in Nemaba—the plaintiff winning
the case in every trial. The verdict
wis three times set aside for tmproper
conduct of certain jurors sitting the
ecnso.  When the case was sent to Ne-
maha county on a chang: of venue,
John S. Stull was retained for the de-
fense and was active In sclocting the
jurors to try tho case at both trials had
in this county, but was not allowed to
take any part in the trinl or manuge-
ment of the case at cither trinl. The
defendants understood where Stull’s
ability wus and they kept him employed
where he could do the most good for
them, and the results proved how wisoly
they acted. IHis efforts to get some one
on the jury who would stund by the de-
fendants in their hour of distress were
s0 boldly and oponly carried on that
nearly uvm-{nnu around the court house
knew it, and the scandal has ever since
been a matter of common notoriety in
nearly every part of Nemaha county.

In the art of chicanery, deceit, and
intrigue, Stull has few equals in any
vountry and his tactics in this piece of
“fine” workk wns worthy of even his
great reputation. A day or two belore
tho ense was to bo callod for trial the
first time Mr. Stull concluded to ap-
yroach the sherifl through a mutual

riend and set the wheels in motion.
Johin H. Pohlman, one of the Nemnha
county commissioners, who is a very
obliging man and who finds it ver
ditficult to deny his friends any small
favors he can bestow without too much
trouble, called on the sheriff and said to
him: *'Stull wants to fix uT his dispute
with you and quit on friendly terms and
have no more of it. You beat, him and
got elected anyhow and now its all right
and Stull would like to have you put
John Renau on the Trute jury from tho
bystanders und if you do, anything that
is reasonuble and right in the muatter
will be done.”

Failing in this scheme Stull nextcalls
on Mr. A, L. Fry, of South Auburn,
who was then emllln;ed at the court
nouse, and requested him to sce what
could be done with a certain juror then
sitting in the Trute case, to influence
him in favor of the defendants. On
April 20, 1586, Mr., Fry filed an affidavit
in the district clerk’s oflice of this
county saying generally that one of the
attorneys of the defense asked him to
sen what should be done with one of the
iuwl‘u sitting in the case and to let him
inow. Itis & matter of commmon knowl-
edge in Auburn, and Mr. Fry so stased
it to numerous persons that the attorney
reforred to was John 5. Stull and that
the juror Stull desired to rench was
Levi Hughes, of Howe, who was nt that
time o guest in the home of Mr, Fry.
Receiving no encourngement from Mr.
Fry, Stull next directs his aftention to
Joseph V. Graff, then an attorney liv-
ing in Auburn and pow practioing law
at Pekin, Ill., and asks htm to see what
can bo done with George W, Fablinger,
then sitting as a juror in the case. Fab-
linger wus o friend of Graff, and wnsat
that time nssocigied in business with
him and oceupying the same office, and
on the same day Grafl told Fablinger
that Stull had singled him out as a juror
that might be reached and coutioned
him to look out,

(. W, Teylor, then practicing law in
Nemahn county, now in  Denver, Colo.,
stated publicly stated that Stull asked
him 1o see ﬁ'uwlo-l‘ and find whether
nnything could be done wnbout this
Trute case before the trial com-
meneed.,

Mur. 13. H. Balley, of Brock, was one
of the jyurors in the Hest trial of this
CS0, ulu.]' on April 20, 1856, he liles wn
aflldavit in the distriot clevk's oflice in
which he seys that this swme John H,
Poblman approached him wsod M. 1B,
Raymon, another juror in this cuse, at
the skating rink in Auburn, and during
the progress of the trial and sadd, Aro

dafondnnts, and when Mr. Bailey said
no; Pohlman said he know him well;
that he was o good man, and {f this case
went against him it would break him
up, and M, B. Raymon, one of the lead=-
ing men of this eounty, will corroborate
Mr. Batloy's statomont.

All these manwuvers on the part of
tho astute *fine workoer™ failed, and the
*ur_\' returned o vordict for the plaintift

or #1250, Thia verdict was sot aside
for impropor conduct of the jury, and
on the second trial Stull struck his gait
nnd gave a really fine exhibition of his

peculiar powers in this line, About
#ix months intervening lwtween the
first and second trial of this coso
and  this  scandnlous nttempt  to
corrupt o jury bhad  become In a
monsure  publie  talk  around  tho

court house and in Auburn, and when
the county commissioners come to make
up the list of potit jurors for the next
torm of court, Sheriff Fowler and Mr.,
Hubbard, county clerk, were on hand to
see it done; the sheriff had offered to
wager the county clerk that Commig-
gioner Pohlman would name John
Rennu among the firet from his district
for jury duty. Thoese two well known
county officinls stood there and saw
Pohlman offer Johin Ronau's nnme as a
fit man for jury duty and he was listed
and afterward deawn as one of the petit
jurors,

When the Trute case wne eall for its
second trial in this county this man
Renau was called in the regular order
and entered the jury box with a blue
ribbon tied in the buttorholeof his coat.
Ho was regularly and closely oexamined
by Mrs, Bittenbender for the plaintiff
and answered overy question to her
satisfaction and he wns examined and
aceepted as o competont juror by the doe-
fendants—blue ribbon and all,  The
Jury ufter o protractod struggle ro-
turned o vordict of 8250 for the plains
11T, and when Ronau consented to this
vordiet he stated he would rathersigu a
#3500 note.
0O'The aMdavita of Samuel Steirs, J, W.
Argabright, W. G. Barnes and Mrs,
Ada M. Bittenbender, now in the dis-
triot clork’s oflice, prove that John
Renau showed himsell o competont
juror,

The afldavits of Hoenry Rockuway, 13,
IL Trwin, R, W. McKoe, and Solomon
Harve, of Johnson county, filed in tho
district clork’s oftice show  that IRonau
knew the defendonuts; knew tho faots in
the caso and was a frequenter of the
saloons of the defendants.
