wke the rate on iron huilding beams
and iron castings, for instance. From
Chicago to Minneapolis, a distance ol
488 miies, the tariff on that (fourth)class
of freight is 124 cents per 100 pounds,
while from Chicago toOmaha.adistance
of 500 miles, the rute is 50 cents per 100,
This is a difference of 23.50 per ton
ngainst Omahe and all Missouri river
cities, when the distances are practie-
ally the sumo, and the traflic
betweenChicago and Omahaand Chicago
and Kansas City is greater than
between Chicago and St. Paul or Min-
neapolia.

This is a drawback not only to the
growth and prosperity of the cities af-
focted but to the entire region west of
the Missouri, including Lincoln. But
anything that tends to eripple Omaha
never enliste the sympathy of the bat-
blind editors of the Lincoln papers.

An Unfair Comparison.

There has recently been a great deal
of misinformation and misrepresenta-
tion contributed to the eastern press ro-
garding nlleged real  estate speculation
in the west. Beginning with the
“hooms™ in Californin, the correspond-
ents hove given their attention to ev-
ery locality in which there has bheen «
very markod activity and progress dur-
ing the past two years. The gencreal
character of their slutements shows
their attention to have been purely per-
functory. They evidently had a specifi¢
duty to perform, which was to nssure
the people of the east, and more partic-
ularly the capitalists, in as plausible
and convineing o manner as possible,
that the rapid growth of westorn cities
wns  built  upon  insecuré  founda-
tion, that speculation  rather than
legitimate conditions has been at tho
bottom of it, nnd that there is not far off
a general collapse with all that sueh an
event may imply., Intelligent peoplo
in the west, knowing the general ab-
surdity of these statoments so far as
they apply to eities like Omaha, St,
P'nul and Minneapolis, for exnmplo, dis-
miz=s them with indifference, but they
undoubtedly malke an impression on tho
enst and thevefore should not be ignored
by thosg whom they affect.

For this reason we commend the
notice taken of these misrepresentu-
tions by our valued contemporary, the
St. Paul Ploneer Press, which defends
its city by lacts and arguments with
piriotic enrnestness. We have to re-
gret, howover, that it fell into the mis-
take of making comparisons which rellect
cither upon- its knowledge or its sense
of fnirness. It says: “Omaha isa city
of about hall the size of St. Paul, with
not a tithe of its commercial im-
portance: Yet the same classes of prop-
erty which are held here ut from $£,000
to $1,200 por front foot, are held in
Omuaha ot from §2,500 to $3,500.” The
LPioneer Press can have no excuse for
its statement regarding the population
of Omaha, which itought to know is
fully 1000840, and therefore at least two-
thivds the size of St. Paul according to
its elnim, which it is entirely sufe to as-
sume is not understated. As to prices
of real estate in Omaha it may plead
ignoranca, hut it can hordly justify it-
self on that score forso gross a mis-
stutement us is made in  the above quo-
tation,  when the truth  could
easily  have been  learned. It
is not improbable that there are
owners of real estato in the central busi-
ness portion of Omaha who hold it as
high as 82,000 per {ront foot, and, doubt-
less, in time it will be worth that, but
the very choleest property sold herve up
to this time has not brought that
amount. A large proportion of the
business property in Omuba that is pur-
chusable can be bought to-day for the
figures which the Pioneer Press says ave
asked for the best
St. Paul, We believe the average price
of real estato in the two cities will be
found to differ very little, and there is o
reason why property in Omaha should
be a little higher in the fact that St.
I'uul has o vival which is quite us enter-
prising and far more attractive,

Fqually unjust is the remark of our
contemporary regarding the relative
commerciul importance of the two cities.
The aggregate value of the business of
Omahy is unguestionably less than that
of St, Paul, but it is growing as rupidly
or more so, and having quite as largean
aren of conntry as St Paul  in which to
extend its trade Omuha has the advant-
nge of being the undisputed  moetropolis
of the tervitory tributary to it. Not w
consider this in muking a comparison of
the commercial importance of the two
cities would be to owmit a most essential
part of the question, The prosperity of
St. Paul is undoubtedly legitimate, sub-
stantial and permanent. That of Omuha
is equally so, and neither city will be
benelitted by misrepresenting or soek-
ing to detract from the other,

Impartial Juries,

The federal constitution guurautecs
to persons in all eriminal prosecutions
trial by an impartial jury—neccssarily
the constitution of every state does the
sume. There ought to be no difficulty
in determining what constitutes an im-
partinl jury, Clearly it must be com-
posed of men who are wholly free from
any bias or prejudice for or against the
accused, The old practice of excluding
from o jury & person who hns know ladre
of tho cuse to be tried, obtainod from
newspuper uctounts or carrént report,
hus been wbandeped in muny of the

stutes, and doubtless in time will . be in

business corners in’

all of them. Intelligence and informa-
tion are not so universaully a bar to
jury servies ws they were npob
many years ago. In  some of
the states the fact of a man bhaving ex-
pressed an opinion does not disquallfy
him as a juror if he can give satisfactory
nssurance that such opinion will not
interfere with his reaching a judgment
nccording to the evidence,

Nobody will seriously question the
wisdom of the reform that has taken
place in the jury system. The old {dea
that complete ignorance was uecessary
to impnrtiality made trinl by jury ridie-
ulous. Even if this were not so the idea
could not be ndhered to in communitios
where nearly everybody is a reader of
the newspapers. Under the old rule it
would Inevitably happen in many com-
munities that a jury could not
be oblained. The latitude in
this matter, howevgr, has its lim-
itations, and it is the claim
of the attorneys for the anarchists that
these were overstepped in the caso
of at least onoe of* the mem-
bers of the trial jury. This man,
it is alleged, had not only ex-
pressed pronounced opinions regarding
the case, but was known to have a very
strong prejudice ngainst socinlista nnd
annrchists, and the chargeis notdeniced.
Though the suprome court may not re-
gard this fact a8 sufficient show that
the jury was not impartial Jit is very
certain that it is so regarded and will
continue to be by a great many people
who have not the least sympathy with
the doctrines and practices of the con-
victed men.

Asindicating the probable action of the
court in the case of the annrchists, so far
as the only admitted federal question,
that of the constitution of the jury, is
involved, reference has been maode to
the murder ense of Huyes vs. Missouri,
in which the ground of application to
the supreme court was the discrimina-
tion made by the stale law respecting
challenges in cities and rurnl districts.
In the decision of the court, to which
Justice Harlan nlone dissenied, it was
pretty broadly declared that the whole
matter of the constitution of juries is
one of legislative diseretion, but the
necessity of seceuring imparticlity was
ingisted upon as nmong the highest
duties of the legislature. *“‘It is to be
remembered,” said the decision, “*that
such impartiality requiresnot only free-
dom from any bias against the accused,
but also from any prejudice against
his prosecution. jetween him and
the stute the secales ave to be evenly
held.” The elnim of the anarvchists' at-
torneys is that they wers not so held,
inasmuch as at least one of the jury had
a pronounced prejudice agninst the ae-
cused, and there are a great many in-
telligent and law-respecting people who
agree in that view.

contract called for?

4. Who iz Ch. Nagel, where did he do
county work amounting to #45.65, and
why did Commissioner Timme sign the
voucher when it was already endorsed
over to him?

. When Ch. Nagel sold forty-eight
dollors and seventy-five cents® worth of
potatoes to the county why did Honest
George receive the money?

6. And last but not least, why does
Ch. Nagel's name appear on the
vouchers in different handwriting?

How about those potatoes anyway?

The Beg is very inquisitive, and
when Mr, Timme has answered the
above quostions, we have a few more to
propound.

SoME of the indemnity lands recently
withdrawn from the Northern Pacific
have now been definitely opened to sot-
tlers. Applieations will boe received on
and after November 7, at the United
States land office in St. Cloud, Minne-
sota, Those settlements will bo subject
to eloims by the railroad company nnd
if such claims are presented within
thirty days a hearing and decision will
be given by the register and the re-
coiver. It is not probable, however,
that the railrond people will go 10 the
trouble and expense of disputing the
claims of settlers after the seeretary of
the interior has decided that they have
no right to the lands upon which the
new scitlements may be located.

Tue report comes from Washington
that an effort will be made ip congross
to abolish the signal service. This
doubtless refers to the army simply, in
which signal instruction hos been for
several years regarded by most army
officers as of very little value and an ex-
pense that might be properly lopped off,
There is not the slightest probability
that the weather bureau will be discon-
tinued, but it is fur]more likely to be
enlarged and rendered more thorough
and efficient.

‘Production of “Called Back" at

Boyd's Last Nignt.

The play which intreduced Mr. Grismor
and Migse Daviea at Boyd's last night, it need
searcely be remnrked, fs a dramatization of
Conway's novel, “Called Back,” which has
been pretty extensively read by people in
this country. The story has pot been a diffi-
cult one to adapt to the stage. It is a con-
nected one.  The incldents follow in consecu-
tive order and at all times the hero, or at
lenst his spirit, Is manifest upon the scedo.
In the dramatization an sttempt to prescrve
this  unity hos sutlisfactoril
made, 80 much RO indeed,
that the work may be considared, of its kind,
one of the most successful stage adaptations
that has been for many years,

In some respecta Mr. Grismer's company
Is not 8o talented as it was when the play
was last produced here. In others it far
excels its predecessor, As a whole, the
combination is a strong one and some of its
members exhibit exceeding individunl ability.
Of Mr. Grismer's Gilbert a great deal may
be snid in commendation. It ia 8 furnished
portralture. It is strongly imbued with o
tender, yet warmly love, for the heroina,
and this tenderness and manliness Mr,
Girismer admirably portrays, nlbeit, at times,
his impetuosity and even loud-toned soliloquy
riaise the question as to whether Mr, Vaugn,
as drawn by Conway, was such s man. This
impetuosity in the porformance of the mar-
riage, and the hustling treatment he acconds
his  friend, the doctor, are pleasantly
entertaining but  somewhat Inconsistent
with the method and muanner of Conway's
hero, whose laste doubtless  was dis-
tinguished by an uttor abscnce of ludicrous
features. Thore is little rant in the more ex-
citing scenes, though Mr. Grismer's soliloquy
when he first gives expression to the dis-
covery that there i something painful in
Pauline'’s treatment. of him, is more robust
than is called for, either by the situation or
tho discovery.

It may be an impression, but Miss Davies
seoms o be more ot home in Pauline than
sho was when shoe last appeared here. Sho
scarcely realizes in person the young woman
drawn by Conway with dark brown hair,
darker eyes and rotund features.  Never-
theleas, her assumption of the character is
intelligent, painstaking and consistent, In
the last scone, whon she has recovered from
her “illness” she throws o wonderful wealth
of tenderncss and love into the eratitude
she expresses for Gilbert, which serves to re-
Hieve the oppressivencess which unfortunately
pervades muany of the earlier scenes, The
meeting between the young wife and Gil-
bert's nurse, Priscilla, though short, was
well enacted, and Miss Stephens, who pliyved
the latter chiarvacter, exhibited o great deal of
tenderness, the effect of which, however, was
destroyed by some rowdies in the gullery,
who, unfortunately, were beyond the'reach
of Martin Kelly's buton. The picce was ad-
mirably bresented as & whole, and the nudi-
cuee, a8 large above as it was below, which is
a compliment, was liberal In Its applauseo.

One-half of the first act was lost by two-
thirds of the suditors who were in their seats
when the curtain rose. The loss was occa-

The Value of Candor With the Work-
ing Men, |

General Frances A, Walker, in an nr-
ticle entitled, *What Shall We Tell the
Working Classes?) published in Scrib-
per’s Magazino for November says:

1 confess 1 have little respect for the
objoction which is often inlerposed to
the use of the term “working clisses.”
Fvery now and then some lawyer or
professor or editor informs the public
thint he works twelve or fifteen hours &
day himself; that he s just 88 much a
workingman as any carpenter or cotton-
spinner; that wo are all workingmon
together; and that the use of this term,
in npplication to & section of the com-

and cconomically misloading., Indeed,
1 know one highly intelligent gentle-
man who sincerely believes that the
correction of our popular spoech in this
regard will nearly, if not quite, remove
all our labor troubles and restore indus-
trinl peace.

Now, [ cannot take this view of the
expression in question. * * * Thero
are few familiar phrasos whose purport
is not larger, or smaller, or insomo
way different  from the logieal sig-
niticance of the words composing them,
if brought together for the first time.
The term working-classcs 1s sufficiently
deseriptive for the use to which ftis
put in discussions regarding the organ-
ization of industry and distribution of
wealth, Thers are large and important
bodies of producers who are clearly
enough pointed out theroby, and who
well enongh understand thomselves to
be meant. It is not an offensive appella-
tion, for it issolf imposad, It is not an
inoxact expression, for no one not in-
tended by it would deem himself, or bo
decemed by others, to be included,

As to the notion that the use of this
term decoives anybody, or ereates the
impression that professional mon and
employers of lu‘mr. shopkeopers and
clevks, artistsa and teachors, do not, in
their own way, work, and generally
work long and hard—it seoms to me tog
trifling to deserve attention, If the
labor problom is to be solved by calling
the working clusses by another nnme, it
mugt be o very simple problem, and the
working classes must be very simplo,
Loo.

CANDOR WITIT WORKINGMEN,

Whatever we may havo to say to the
working classes, the spirit is likely to
be ns important as the matter, It isn
thing of course that politiciang, having
respect to the recompense of reward,
will Hatter and fawn upon those who
hold so largoe w mass of political power;
but more sense  and mora
self-respect might fairly have been
expected of muny of the persons,
themselves altogether disinterestod and
sincore, who have of late contributed to
tho literature of the labor guestion.
Some of theso writers connot refor to
the general issue botween laborers and
employers, or even to a specifie demand
for higher wages or fewer hours, with-
out gushing over the virtues of the
working classesy without talking ns if
there wera something poculiarly noble
and self-sncrificing in oceupying that
position; witlhout assuming, in advanco
of investigation, that any body of labor-
ersmust boe right in ooy claim they
may choose to make, and casting re-
proachiul glances at every employer
who entortaing notions of his own ro-
garding his interests or rights, as if hoe
were a persecutor of the saints, Some
of these social philosophers always
speak of the position of o day laborer
or a factory operative in a tone which
intimates  regret  that  the de-
ficiencies  of  their own  early
educntion prevent  their  sharing
in the moral and spirifual advani®ges
of such o lot., Others weite as  though
they feltit a duty to make up to the
laboring elass in tafly all that, owing 1o
the hardness of the employers’ hearts,
they may not be able to socure in bread
and meat, '

Now, this sort of thing is foolish, and,
g0 fur ns it has any effect at all, is mis-
chievous. If the working classes are
not spoiled by the unceasing adulation
of which they are the subjocts, it is he-
cause they have too much rugged sense
of their own und o0 much native in-
sight into eharactor.  But there is lit-
tle reason to doubt that this kind of talk
hns its effect in o dogrec—that many a
laborer has been made restive by it, and
that it has propared the way for the so-
duction of th-nlh-:uu;_.ru;_:uu.
