There is no doubt but that the law is
unconstitutional in some respects, and
the supreme court will decide so—you
soe,’!

“But isn't it a little dangerous
monkeying with the buzz saw while you
are waiting for the supreme court to
throw the belt off, and stop the
machinery?"

“Dangerous? How s0? Suppose they
fine a fellow. What then? I‘la- gurely
has got gome right to appeal, and have
his case reviewed by some higher court?
He can’t be kept from asking the United
States supreme court from considering
the matter can he? That's all there is
toit. 1f I wasn’t so sure as to what the
supreme court will do, I might think it
dangerous, but I'm dead certain the law
will be knocked endways., 1t isn't
reasonuble, and the supreme court. with
democrats holding the club, ain't going
to make it a pet. No, I'm sure she’s ull
right.
