The Bogus Land Game.

Louls I"asoo, cosmopolitan, and J. L. Kelth,
of Lincoln, were arrested in that eity Thurs-
day on & charge of obtaining moncy under
fulse pretenses, threough the almost antedilu-
viun bogus lund racket, Both men in the
custody of Deputy United States Marshal
Hastings were brought to thiscity yestoerday
morning and lodged In Jull, Thoy will appear
before the grand jury of the United States
district court this afternoon. Pusoo, the
leading genlus (o the swindle, s a large, cor-
pulent, muscular man, with long black hair
worn after the fashion of the plainsman und
guide of twenty years ago, buckskin shirt,
corduray breeches and broad sombrere,  In
fuct Pasoo cluims to have soen considernble
service as a scout and wus  for yoears
the side partner of Omohundro, or Texus
Juck, But enotigh of his past history. Threa
woeks ngo he appeared in iI,im-ulu, and made
the gequuintance of Jerry Sawdey, & special
policemuan, He accosted Sawdey on the
seore of a Grand Army badee the lattor wore,
und impressing him with the idea that he too,
had gone through the war, the two enjoyed
themselves for some thne as only old soldicrs
can, exchonging theirexperiences of the teld,
the mareh und the camp,  Finally Pasoo in-
formed Sunday that he was o eluim locater
and knew of soune vervdesirabile landthat could
be precompted within the contfines of Gage
wnd Seward counties, These valuable tracts
had been condemned by the railroads, but by
some technical error In the condemnation

wovceedings, had reverted tothe government,

Ie clalmed to “stand in' solid with the gov-
ernmental authoritics who had  immedinte
gupervision over these tracts, and pictured
in plowing terms  what a golden op-
portunity wus thus afforded for some one to
Invest and speculate with alimited amount of
capital.  After a long and confidential talk
over the matter Sawdey was finally  induced
to look up a couple of ambitious friends with
some ready cash and take up three home-
steads, Tasoo tellin Sawdey he ought to be
slivk enough to make the two friends he toolk
into the scheme with him pay for his,  That
evening Thomas Carahan and A, J. Hyant
were induced to go into the venture, and the
next day the entive party left for Wymore,
Here they hired o team and drove into the
country fifteen or elghteen miles and loented
the cluims,  The next day they returned to
Lincoln, and going before u notary, pupers
wore duly made out which invested Pasoo
with the authority to apply for the necossary
papers at the land cllt-p.-:rnnvm. Siawidey,

Carahan and  Hyutt  defraved all the
expenses  of the trip, the lawyers'
fee, wmd  loaned  Pasoo 100 Desides

which he asfured theimn should lu-Jvdul'Im{
from the cost of sccuring the transfor
PAPCTS.

Thursday morning these official documents
arrived, C. O, 1., with &0 due on cach set,or
at @0 all, They were not immedintely taken
out, however, and at noon o couple of
pentlemen from this eity, and two or three
purtics from Harlan, lu, urrived at Lineoln
espocinlly to look into the validity of similar

titles which they bad purehased ot these
respective cities, All the partics  mot
at the land office  at the RiLTne
time, and the Omahaus and the Towans

made the fuct known to the Lincolnites that
they too had operated the oncarmed, long
hadrod Pasoo.  This diselosure fillod the at.
mosphere with the fragrance of o good sized
e, und Sawdey and s friends hureied off to
the Capitol hotel to see Pasoo nnd keep him
in sight notil they woero satisfiod of the valid-
ity of thelr claims,  Pasoo was us nonchalant
s an oyster, and never indicated by word or
deed that he suspicioned that Sawdey and his

friends suspected him of uny smooth  work.
They asked lim to sccompuny them to the
land departiment, but he said that was use-

less as Hecciver Davis was out of the eity
nnd would not return until this evening and
It would be impossible to establish the record
in this purticular mutter until he wus  pres-
ent,  Ho then nrged them to accompany him
to Seward and inspect the land,and wishing to
deluy him as long us possible they consented,
Mr, Hyatt, howoever, in the meantime, was
given the tip by Sandey, who told him to
burry round to the land departiment and soo
if Mr. Davis was thors, or awey as  Pasoo
sidd he was,  Hyatt called at the land de-
partment at onee amwd all his suspicions were
confrmed, us Mr. Davis was ot his desk as
usual,  He quickly stated the coase, ond as
guickly the vecolver pronoundced nll the titles
worthless, at the same time declarving thot
there was no  governtwent land in cither

Whien Hyutt returned to the eapitol he was
necarmpanied by Deputy United States Marshial
Hastings, armod with aowarrant, and o balf

hour tuter the ox-scont and old soldier,
Pasoo, wus boehind the bars of the Lincoln
fadl. L L Keith, who acted ns Pasoo's e

retavy in drawing up the papers, wns also
pathered in and breonght here with the prinei-
‘Iui this morning. Notwithstanding this bogns
wndd teamsfer and pre-empting frand is an old
and worn out racket, und has swindle indeli-
bly stumped all over the face of it,  Pasoo is
a very astute artist, and United States Mar-
shal Bierbower intorms the Beg reporter
that he has been wonderfully succeessful and
his dupes wre innumerable.  He had at least
ten or fifteen other Lincolnites on the string,
allof whom would lhve pre-emptod this
week had the scheme not been exposed when
it wus,

Arthur O'Malley, a wholesale liquor dealer
of Dubunue, Iin., is in the city on a visit to
his daughtor, Mrs., Kennedy,  Hoeis ono of
the best established  gentlemen of his busi-
ness in that state, He was met  vesterday
by i Ber reporter and questioned upon the
effeets which the prohibitory luw had in the
stiute beyond the Missourl.

“The fuct is,” he sald, “that prohibition is
enforced in nearly all snve the river countios,
In the latter, und especially in the place in
which Ilive, the business s done about the
same as you do it hore, in an open manner,
In the interior, many who are pronouneed
prohibitionists drink their whisky, and muany
who are not prohibitionists are able to get
all they  want through  the medium of
the drug stores,  These sell Hguors in pints
and quarts and other quantities, and their
owners are getting vich on the business,
though the stufl they sell isof the vilest ¢h
ucter,  Prolifbitionists, who coulil wot con-
sistently purchase whisky, reseive it all the
same.  Itis shipped to them under various
Fuises, sometimes as this, sometimes as an-
otber thing, fruit and such as that, and the
deception is never noticed.  As regards the
constitutionality of certuin features of the
prohibitory lnw, the mutter wuas to be passcd
upon by the United States supreme court as
so0n us thut body<hns disposed of the Chicago
anarchists cases. Butl I huve not heard that
they have yet pronounced ao opinion, '

“It 18 being carried on in a very warm
manner, There 8 a  cluss of  peoploe
there konown a8 independent  republicans,
Some of them are as strongly opposed to
prohibition as ure the democrats, who have
announced  themselves  hostile to the
movement, Others arve doveloping an antag-
onism to it bused upon the destruction it has
wrotight upon property values and mechan-
ical enterprises. Many of the latter ¢liuss hate
to oppoge prohibition, but they are compelled
todo so by circumstances, In Des Moines
and other interior points, the value of prop-
erty  has  decreased 80 much  that land
which was formerly valued at 225 per front
foot, for example, cannot now bring 875 for
the same amotint,  This fact is telling upon
the probibition vote and compelling many
of the people, who voted for it to join hands
with the democrats, to defeat the prohibitory
luw.
