|LAND GRANT READIUSTMENTS |

The Attorney General Delivers an
Opinion on the Subject.

WHO ARE BONA-FIDE PURCHASERS
Their Rights and Those of Settlers
With Respect to Forfeited
Tracts—Action to Be
Takenat Once,

The Railronds and the People.

Wasmsoron. Nov, 2 An important opin-
fon by the attorney goneral on the  construe-
tion of sections 4, 4 and 5 of the wet of March
1987, passed, CTo provide for the adjust-
ment of land grants made by conpress to aid
in the construction of roilroads, and for the
forfeiture of unenrned lunds, and  other pur-
poses, 't s made public tonight,  The opinion
i given inoreply to gquestions asked by the
secretary of the interior.  In substance, it is
s follows:

The first gection of the act numed  directs
the adjustment of grants: the secomd gection
provides for the restarution of title to the
United States where the lunds have been
erroncously cortiffed or patonted to the rail-

ronds: the third section is *shat i, in the
wdjustment  of  said  gmnts, it shall
nppear that the  homestend  or pres

cmption entey of any bona fhle  settler has
been erroteonsly cancelled on aecount of any
rodleoad grant or withilrawal of public lands
from the mpeket, such settler, upon appli-
cation shall be reinstated dn all his vights and
allowed to perfect his entey by complying
with the public land laws, provided that he
has not loeated  another claim or wade an
entey in livn of the one so erroncously chne-
celled: provided also, that e did not volun-
tarly abandon the said  originad entry; and
provided furtoner that if any of suid settlers
donat renew  their application to e rein.
stited within a roasonable thme, to be fixed
by the seerctary of the interior, then all such
uncladmed lunds  shall be  disposed of under
the public Innd  laws by which, priority of
right Is given to bona fide purchasers of
snid  unceluimed lunds, if any, ond
if there b no such purchaser,  then the hona
flde settlers living thereon,” The ||1w_«!um
