The Victims of Bpecial Sewer Asa-
sessments Want More Equity,

A PAIR OF TRUANT LADS CAUGHT

Coasting Beging to Make Items~=The
Doors of the Gamhling Houses
swinging To—A 'reacher
Locked Out.

Why They Kick on Sewers,

The sewor asscssmoents are proving  pnz-
eling to those of the aldermen and officials
who have them in b, snd who desiee to
have the burden rest with somiag sort of oty
upon the shoulders of those who receive the
benefit and have to pay the bills, It I8 con-
edisd that there is o glaving injustice in the
present method of nssessmonts. In most
citios the sdwers ave so arcangod  that they
grow lurger as they onter the hoart of the
city and wre smaller on the outskicts,  On ic-
count of the peculine situation of Couneil
Bluffs, the sewers start inthe center and run
out, growinge lavger g8 thoy pass along by the
chonper proporty.  The system of special as.
aessiment, ndopted in some other cities, of
miking the gbutting property  puy for the
sewor, causes the injustice here of having the
more viluuble property, in the center of the
City, puy very little, and as the sower in-
creasos in size the cheaper property has to
puy much more, It is I-Iuinu-:l thut this mode
of usscssmient is not only unfmr, but that it
ts not in necordanee with the law., Those
who clahm this inslst that the whole sewer
should be charged up to the property in feont
of which it runs, umll upportioned pro rita in
accordance with the number of front fieet,

The Pearl street sewer, for instance, was
first Inid n sumll sewer, though running by
lurge business blocks and  valunble property.
It bhad no outlet, and laid there as a dey
diteh, while the property was assessed to
Py for it thoe price being small though in
proportion.  ‘Then another scason the Fifth
avenue sewer was constreneted. I was not
ouly for the accommodation of those who
Five on that avenue, but also as wn outlet for
Pearl stroct, Tn onder to furnish such an
outlet, therefore, the sewer hud to be mide
much larger than was otherwise necessuary,
nnd inerowecd an size as 0twas extendod to
the sewer diteh. ‘This was assessed up so
that those on FPith avenue hid to pay exten
for the privilege of huving Pearl stroot sew-
eriuge pass wlong in frontol their properety,
Those who had the least valuable property
on Fifth avenue ave called on to pay the
maost for the largest sower, which they have
no nted of, and which is bailt for the benefit
of those wht do not pay one-quarter s much.

There wre other cuuges of complaint in ye-
gard to the sewors, 1 is cludmed that inlets
buve beon put in und charged up, without
even nsking the owners whether they wanted
uwny, where they wunted them, nmd how
muny they wanted. The inlets nuwle work
for the contractors, and it is said they have
been put in rather plentifully,

The council committee  have these and
other causes of complaint under consideri-
tion, It remains 1o be seen whotheranything
can be donee to relieve the citizens who pro-
test wpainst the assessmoents,  The Pearl
stroet property owners hiave got off casy, and
there is o question whether they con be niule
to bear wuy further puret of the burden,  The
Fifth avenue sewer has been asscased ap,
andd the cortificates are out.  How thiese mut-
tors can be rvighted s o puzzle.

I the meantine those citizens who preotest
merinst sueh i mode of gsscssment are tormed
