Benator Paddock Takes Vest to Task
ltegarding His Charge About
the Useless Printing of

Fublic Documents,

Wasmxartox, D, C,, Feb, 13,
The house committee on public buildings
and grounds todday reportod Mr, MeShane's
bill calling for 1,500,000 for 4 new govern-
ment building st Omaha as amended by the
committes,  The smendment provides for an
appropriation of #500,000 for the scouring of
f site. The comumittee stute that this actlon
has been tuken in view of the fact that legis-
lation by the state of Nebraska is necessary
bdfore complete title and cessation of joris-
dietion on the part.of the state can be obtained
by the government, and that innsmuch ns the
legislature will not meet until the coming
year this appropriation is all that is necessary
under the circumstances of the case. Mr
MeShane has made a vigorous fight on  be-
half of the full amount, as called for in his
bill, and he has becn asided by Messrs.
Lalrd and  Dorsey. The action taken
is atatod by several members of the commit-
toa to be entirely in the line of the full
amount of the appropristion, as called for by
Mr McShane's bill, and with ro view to cut
the cost of the building when erected. They
believe that on the very strong showing made
by Congressmian MeShane ns to  the necessi-
ties of the government st Omuha Lthat there
will be no difMeulty at the next session of
eongress in pussing & bill  providing for the
erection of a building to cost 1,000,000, The
report of the committee is undoubtedly in-
fluenced by the approuching campuign and
the fecling nmong the democrats that  appro-
priations must be pared down o the lowest
possible noteh in order to muke a shuwing in
the coming canvass, 1t is probable that the
bill will come up for(lml\-ugu in the honse be-
tween the 21st and 25th  inst, and a8
it will have the united and vigorous
lmp‘)m't of the state delegation, there I8 no
doubt of its adoption. It s not sure, how-
ever, that the sennte will concur in the
asmendment of the house.  If it does not the
bill will goto a conference committee, in
which event the bill, as pussed by the sen-
ate, may be restored aud finally accepted by

the house,

PADIMWE OX PURLIC BOULMENTS,

During the course of the debute on the
question of the surpius of public documents
in responso Lo Benator Vest's charge that too
many documents were printed nud that he
had several thousand which he was unable to
dispose of, Senutor Manderson, the ohairman
of the committee on printing, being absent,
Senutor Paddock took up the cudgels in de-
bate in behw! of his colleague, He said
that his  colleague, who i8  chair-
man of the committoe on printing, was unn-
voidably absent from the chamber, otherwise
he would undoubtedly be heard from in an-
swor to the charges ngainst him and his com-
mittec mude by the aenator from Missourl in
the course of his remarks, Mr. Paddock
said there might have beeon some abuses in
the matter of yri.ntlng public documents of
the clusses referred to by the scnator, but
that he himself would be glad
from tho surplus of such documents a few
thousand for distribution to his constitu-
ents; that there were some hundreds of
thousands of ploneers on homesteads in the
frontier counties of his state—und the same
was truo of Kansas and the other states and
territories of the newer northwest—who wre
hungry and thirsty for knowledge of any and
all kinds, and they would gladly receive even
the documents 80 vehemently disparaged by
the senator from Missouri. There isno sub-
ect considered rthy of consideration by
¢ commitiees o muﬁwu or by commissions
appointed by ita authority to consider any
report upon which reports were considered
fmportant enough to print, which would not
interest tho people of his section of the
country, at least, and he would be glud to
have them for distribution. Being & new
seuator, he s not entitled to documents for
distribution, and he would be glad to receive
from the senator from Missouri, or anybody
else, five or six thousand or more of these

disparagod documents for his constituents,

Death of Archbishop Jean DBaptiste

Lamy at Santa Fe,
*Saxta F'g, N M, Feb, 11.—[Special Tele-
gram to the Beg,]—Archbishop Jean Bap-
tisto Lamy died ot his bome at 8 o'clock this
morning o his soventy-fourth year, after an
illness of flve wecks, of pneumonia. His
death was pminless, The pneumonia bud
been subdued several days previons to his
death, tmt he had not the steength to rally
from its efféctal He was borh in France,
came to Amerion in 1830 grd to Santa Fe in
1857, having beon nppoioted bishop of Agl-
thon snd vicar apostolic of New Moxico.
It wns, to @& great  extent by
his labor that the Catholie ehurch and its
numerots eddeationnl und charituble instivu.
tions hawe reached "their present degreo of
prosperity gud power ' the southwest. His
early life here was one of great hardship, of
dunger froin hostile Indians on” his number-
less visita to the churches scavtered over a
wide area of country, aud.oh his journeys
neross the plulus to church councils held in
the Atlantic  states,  He ' was made
m~hhlnhng of Banta . Fe twolve years
sgo,  with  Colorsdo and  Arizona  in-
cluded  in his dioctso, but resigned
in 1855 on account of the bn-ul(iml;of Lis
hoalth from age and hard work. He was
succceded by Hov. 1. B, Salpeinto, who had
boen his coadjuctor. Archbishop Lamy's
body will lie in stute atthe Catholic cuthe-
dral here until Thursday or Friday, when tho
funernl will take placrm. The Santa Fe
cathedral s g noble siructure and s monu-
ment to the archbishop, us 1t was built
through his effort. He was known and
loved by more . people than any ane in this
country and the mourniug over his death is
geoeral and profound.

That Mr, Vanderbilt
gpant Christmas in the vicinity of the
Durdanelles nnd that Mrs. Vanderbilt
did not forget to send a New Yeor's
check to New York in the interests of
churity, Butsome of Mr. Vanderbilt's
friends have been fortunate in obtain-
ing private ndvices about him, and from
one of these letters I obtain a groat deal
of information. Mr, Vanderbilt's ex-
periences thus far have been devoid of
anything remarkable from the point of
view of the adventurer. He has had no
encounters with brigands,either 1talian
or Turkish, ho hus not been followed by
pirates in the mediteranean: he has
¢limbed no dizzy mountain heights, nor
has he attempted to enter Morgues in
disguise, he has not bearded the tiger
in his Inir, nor shot the, sacred white
elephant on the banks of the Ganges.
In fuct, Mr. Vanderbilt's life is, in his
own opinion and thut of his friends, al-
torether wo vuluable W risk in any such
foolhardy manner. That may do for
moneyless nobodies, but never for the
biggest of American money kings, Mr.
Vanderbilt, according to the best
authority, has, however, been able to
enjoy himself much more to his satisfac-
tion. Al present he is in Lgypt, and on
his way up the Nile. He has chartered
the steamer Prince, Abbas, which re-
turned to Cairo last week, having on
bourd the Due de Chartres and o party
of illvstrious gentlemen. Mr. Vander-
bilt was introduced to the noble duke
und they had a pleasant time while both
parties  remuined in  Caivo. The
stenmmer Prince  Abbas is  getting
to be the regular egdursion boat of the
Nile ror parties who can afford to pa
the exceedingly lurge price charge
for her use. The titdings and furnish-
ings are of the mosty luxurious charae-
ter, nnd almost equal to the magnifi-
vence of Mr, Vandebilt's own yuacht.
The stenmer is a lirge one compared to
the general run of y@ssals in use on the
Nile, and the Vandezgbilt party will not
find it necessary tocomplain of cramped
({tmrt.crs. The start: was made a few
days agonnd the tltimate destination
is the First Catafnet. Stops will be
mude at Luxor, Cafnak, Thebes and
other towns and villdges on the up trip
and Kumsil;l_\' at soin¢ on the relurn.
Mr. Vanderbilt has written that Egypt
is not 0 country of ‘pleasunt sights, w-
though abounding with things of inter-
esting nature. He fdund more rags and’
misery in Cairo than he ever before
imagined possible. The turbulent Nile,
with 1ts muddy waters and loumy black
banks has caused him to express sur-
prise at the stories of Cleopatra
and her wonderful barge. To his
mind, flonting on the dirty waves
and watching the -erocpdiles as they
impudently flirt their talls, is not such
# delightful thing as it is alleged to
have been. He admits, however, that
the moonlight, and beautiful houris in

icturesque costume and solt music may
iave mude a difference. Mr. Vander-
bilt's Nile visit will last much longer
than the three weeks that it usually
takes, because he expects to be some
time in exploring the wonders of the
plice where he intends to stop. He will
manage to get back in time, however
to avoid u.ui‘ dangers from the annual
overtiow. He huas taken along with him
a goodly supply of choice Perfectos to
prevent infection from the ill-smelling
rugs that are omnipresent in Egypt at
this time. He believes that good tobacco
smoke will drive away any such dunger,
and invites his companions to puff
away At his best brauds sll the time.

“Doing” the Nile has japparently at-
tracted ® great many Americans re-
cently. Mr. J. Pierrepont Morgan, the
rich banker and statesman, churtered
the same steamer that Mr. Vanderbilt
is now using. He was in a hurry. how-
ever, and broke the time record on the
trip by steaming wight and day instead
of lying-to at night. He returned to
Cuiro in n week and a half from the time
he started. Mr. Tsmay of the White
Siar line also made the trip and a num-
ber of well known Americans have been
there incognito. Letters have been re-
ceived in New York from Mr, and Mrs.
Daniel B, Fearing, the wealthy society
couple who took a w'euldimfr trip to Jupan
last faull, Mr. Fearing is & wealth
gentleman  of  adventurous  spirit
who became tived of the insipid pleas-
ures of society life in New York: Mrs.

When
Booth & Barrett last ‘:lnyud here these
school girls were allowed to go to the
matinecs in chaperoned pnrties, and
even at night, under approved escort.
Mod jeska is in town thisweck in a round
of Shakespearenn plays, and the girvls
under Miss Ulum{mul supposed that
they could witness these representa-
tions, But when it came to "(.‘-'ymhe-
line” and *Mensure for Mcusure,” with
their shocking plots, the question had
to be enrefully considerad: On the one
hand it was argued that Shakespeare’s
works were above condemnation, even
in these picces usually offered by actors,
while it was as strenuously urged that
the adventures of the heroine in ench
in each instance were utterly unfit for
young girls to see. Miss Cleveland was
delegated to find out how far Modjeska
intended togo in a literal illustration of
Shakespeare, and she wrote a polite
letter to the actress, asking if the bed-
chumber scene in “Cymbeline™ was 1o be
given as in the play. Modjeska
replied  that not only would
evory word in it be broken, but that,
nfter mature cougideration, she had de-
cided to emphasize it by the utmost de-
gree of pantomime, She said thut the
whole play depended upon this princi-
pal scene for its intelligibility and in-
terest. Thereupon she felt that artistic
reverence for Shakespeare not only de-
manded that this particular passage
should not be curtailed, but that it
should be given with all possible dram-
atie force. Miss Cleveland us emphatie-
ally decided that her girls should not
see “Cymbeline.” Probably she was
right. Thereis a Frent deal of good
poetry in this play of Shakespeare’s, bhut
the principal feature of the story is the
surreptitous visit to her bedside by an
adventureous scoundrel, in r‘|ucst of false
evidence against her modesty. How-
ever, soveril audiences did see Mod-
jeska in this dramatic ux'pluit. and per-
sonal observation of one of these gather-
ings impells the writer to declare that
Shakespearae literally illustrated on the
stage is u shock to sensitive eyes and
ears,

Liberal Duying of Oats Early In the
Sesslion — Provisions Exhibit

pected 1o influence the price of wheat poiuted
this morning towards @ higher range of
values, Forolem news was the best for'a
long time, reports were larger, thore was i
lurge doerease in the visible supply —larger
than wus generally  expectod—and, what
seomeid o totally unexpected aid to the bulls;
a big cut in storage rates.  Thore was not x
bear point in sight. A1l these things scemed
to possess strongth enrly  in tho duy, but the
power dropped protty much out of them he-
fore the session was over, und, as a resuly of
the morning's teading, May whoat closed
Just e higher than it closed Saturday. The
explunation of the early advance wus ap-
parent to everybody., The ronson for the
loss of it was not so clear. The only solu-
tion of the problem offered was that buying
orders from the outside were all  fAlled
enrly in the day, and they ceased to
come. Local traders, tor whom the murket
couslsts of one day, und that only, belleving
that the expected bulge was now coming in-
deed, had bought wheat, and whon prices
failed to advance any further proceeded to
unload L s fast as possible and only found
buyers at lower figures, Trading was active
and there was o good volume of business
early, but luter the pit bocame rather dull,
May wheat opened at 513%c and  immediately
sold up to 8ie. This wes the highest poiat
of the session, though the market lingored in
that neighborhood  for some time, with for-
clgn houses buying and good buying for
New York necount.  In the latter purt of the
