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FATAL LEAPS FROM FLAMES.

Men Jump From a Burning Building

and Are Dashed to Death.

_—

A SPRINGFIELD NEWSPAPER FIRE.
Bix of the Employea Killed Outright
and a Number of Others Mor-
tally Injured — List of
the Yictims.

Crushed to Escape Cremation,

Srsarienn, Mass.,, March 7.—The new
ofice of the Evening Union was burned out
this afternoon and the blaze waa attended
with the most sickening horror ever wit-
nessed in this oity, six of the employes meet-
ing o terrible death, most of them jumping
from the fifth story and being erushed into a
‘shapeless muss below, Six others were badly
fnjured. Fire was first discovered in the
malling room, and clouds of smoke were
pouring out of the lower story windows be-
fore the fifty souls on the upper floer were
aware of their danger. The flames shot up
the elevator in the rear, cutting off cscape

by the stairway, and most of the em-
ployes who cscaped found their way
to the ground by way of the roof

in the rear, The unfortunutes who
crowded into the editorial rooms met & hor-
rible fate. They were cut off from escape in
the rear, and had to faco the horrible alterna-
tive of burning to death or jumping to the

sidewalk below . and frightful mutilation, 7

The fire department responded prom]klitly, but
it seemed an age before it reached the win-
dows on the fifth story, A ladder was put to
the tourth storv, and the sight of rescue so
near seemed to madden the suffering group
at the two windows, who drnmmd in succoes-
sion to the sidoewalk below. Six fell jn this
way, some of them forced off, and some
mmﬂ}' leaping, snd the crowd groancd and
turned their heads away as they whirled
through the air.

Wasninorox, March 7.—The joint resoln-
tion passed by the house aceepting the in-

All Brotherhood Men Given the Op
tion to Btrike. i

THE CRISIS WILL COME TO-DAY.

Many Roads Will Probably Be Affected
—Mr. Kimball S8ays the Union
Pacific Muat Handle Bur-
lington Cars.

—

Support of the Entire Brotherhood.

Cnicaco, March 7.—The full support of the
entire Brotherhood of Locomotive Engincera
and Firemen has been pledged to their mems-
bers on any and all roads throughout the
United States who deem it necessary to

strike and formally decide to do so'in order’

to uphold their brethren on the Chicago, Bur-
lington & Quincy. This information was
obtained this evening on the best of author-
ity, and was verified through another source.
It can also be stated upon authority that
gencral meetings of the local grievance com-

mittees of various roads held.to-day were in

each case convened for the pugpose of dis.
cussing the advisability of a strike on that
particular road, and if such o radical step
was not considered essential the object was
to decide what mensures in licu .thereof
should be adopted: The sanction of the gen-
eral execcutive of the brotherhood thus
given 1n advance to men who strike
on any road was secretly obtained
at the conference of the general grievance
commiftee of the bretherhood held hore Mon-
tday. It no longer reats with Chiefs Arthur
and Bnrﬁent to say that the men on nn)lr,rnad.
should they strike, will be backed up by the
brotherhood as a whole, The men on any
single railroad system, or half & dozen sys-
tems, have it npw absolutely in their power,
not only to say whether they shall strike, but
ulso when they shall strike,-with the whole
might of the brotherhood behind them.. That
the mon are not disposed to use with undue
haste the weapons in their grasp may be
partly inferred from the fact that although
soversl meetings were held to-day, each
clothed.with complete authority to declare a
strik~ affecting & vast streteh of territory, no
such declaration had been mude up to this
eévening., At least two meotings of “the
kind mentioned are known. to  have
been lield in this eity to-day.. Others are
sald to bave been eonvened at Rock Island,
Omnha and Kansas City, One meeting in
Chicago was composed of delegates from
every brotherhood lodge having members in
the employ of the Chitago & Northwestern
ruilway, . About thirty delegates were pres-
ent. The meeting was held in McCoy's hotel,
Little is known of the proceedings beyond a
rumor that the delegates manifested extreme
reluctanée to strike except as o lust resort,
Both the Northwestern and St, Paul men will
be again it session to-morrow,

A prominent railroad ofticial sald this even-
ing that he understood the grievance com-
mittees of several roads will each formulate
an appeal to the gencral maunager of the
company by which thay are employed, asking
for the intervention of the general munngers
of the various roads as.a body to, help the

Burlington strike to a scttlement. It is
rumored to-night that a meeting of the gen-
eral managers ente tho city will be held

here to-morrow or ne

Must Handle Burlington Cars,

Thomas L. IKimball, assistant vice presi-
dent of the Union Pacific railvoad, yesterday
evening iasned a letter to the employes of the
road in regard to that rond's relation to the
Burlington strike,
full, together with citations of the law and
tolegrams of Charles Praocis Adams, the
president, and T, J, Potter, the vice presi-
dent:

_To Employes of the Union Paciflc Railwny
Company: Whatever may have been the
linbility of this company at common law in

respect to the receipt  of freight
from ronnecting . lines, its present
uttitude is fixed und established

under the provisions of the act of congress,
approved February 4, 18587, and commonly
known as the inter-state commerce law,
Section 8 of that article is a8 follows:

“That it shall be unlawful for any common
carrler subject to the provisions of this act to
muke or give uny undue or unreasonable
preference or ndvantage to any purticulur

rson, company, firm, corporation or local-
Ly, or any particular description of traffle in
any respect whatsoever, or -to subject any
particular person, company, firin, corporation
or locality, or any particulur description of
traffio, o1 any undue or unreasonoble
dice or disadvantage in any respect whatso-
ever.

Under this section this company has no dis-
cretion, 1t is absolutely bound to  treat all
connecting lines alike, to receive all freight
tondered 1o it by them. and to transportit
over its own lines, without discriminution, in
the ordindry and usual manner. A refusal
on the part of this company to obey the act of
congress by accepting freight tendered to it
by the Burlington system  would subject it:
1, to @ forfeiture of its clhiarter in cuse the
government saw fit to prosecute it for the
same: 2 to 4 criminal action nguinst the cor-
poration, orany of its oficers, participating
aiding, assisting,  or  acquicscing  in
sueh  aetion; 4, to a  sut for
damnges from the Burlington road; and
fourth, to a suit for damages by every in-
dividual shipper of any class or species of
freight shipped over the Burlington to a
point either upon or beyond our line, From
this situntion there 18 ubsolutely no escape.
This company cannot refuse to obey this luw
cither for purposes of its own commereinl
advantage, or out of any desire to aid any
particulir booy of men in 4 contest between
them and the Burlington management.  The
duty of the company is so clear, the conse-
quences of its failore to obey the law so
serlous, that it does not seem asif auy person
or organization could-ask it so to do,

If, therefore, it is demanded of this com-
pany that it shall vielute uand defy the lnw of
the United States, that its  offleers shall so
Act as to become eriminals subject to prose-
cution und punishment, that it shall incur a
forfeiture of 18 ehurter and submit  tself to
ruinous litigation, iU must unhesitatingly de-
cline 0 to do.  Its position is one of strict
neutrality. Should the Burlington compuny
ash it to dischurge all brotherbood engineers,
und not o permit  its engines  to
be run by them, it would be
an unwarrantable interference  with
the manggement of this company, and would
be promptly declined, Upon the sime ground,
ond for reasons which leave the company no
alternutive, it is impossible for it to comply
with any request which may be made of 1t
on the part of the brotherhood, that compels
it to disobey the luw of the lund. -

If, for the purpose of punishing a road
ngalnst which |v complains, the brotherhood
finds it necessary to paralyze the operations
of o system against which it hus no griev-
unee, by submitting to it the sllernative of
either defyving the stututes of the Upited
States or being left withoat any engineers Lo
operate its Hne, it must submit of course to
the inevitable; but in so. submitting it sug-
gests 1o its employes that no organization can
retun the sympathy of the American people
which demuands fromn an unoffending railway
compauy a viclation of existing law, und
which proposes as the, only ulternative the

absolute destruction of i lprusperlty. We

tility of the whole general public. While this
company hopes and believes that its locomo-
tive engineers and firemen, who admit that it
has treated them with fairness, justico and
conslderation, will not in & great degree in-
jure it flnancially becaunse it feols com-
pelled oboy the law, yet in view
of the fact that such a ssibility has
been suggested, we ool it our duty to adviso
our employes fully of the whole measure of
responsibility which they assume under tho
law if muﬁs all combine in_a refusal to do
that which the congress of the United States
deglares that every employe of a railroad
company must do. We call theirfore attention
to section 10 of the inter-state commerce nct,
which reads as follows: -

*“That any common carrier subject to -the
provisiona of this act, or, whonover such
common earrier is a corporation, any director
or ofticer thereof, or any receiver, trustee,
1 agont, or person acting for, or em-
pln{la by such corporation, who, alone or
with any other corporation, company, person,
or party. shall willfully do or canse to be
done or shal! willfully suffer or permit to be
done any act, matter or thing in this act pro-
hibited or declared to be unlawful, or who
shall'aid or abet therein, or shall willfully
omit or fail to do any nct, matter or thing so
divected or required by this ut to be done,
not to be wo done, or shall nld or ubet any
such omission or failure, or shall be guilty of
any infraction of this act or shall aid or abet
therdin, shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meunor, and shall upon conviction thereof in
any district eourt of the United States
within the jurisdiction of which such offeuse
wus committed, be subject to a fine of not
to exceed five thousand dollurs for each of-
fense.'! J

Under thia section there can ba _no cdoubt
that ever officer and employe of a railway
corporation from the highest to the lowest
who refuses to -receive freight from a con-
who aids or abets any other per.
son in so refusing, or who suffers or permits
any such refusal, commits a erime ngamst
the United States and is subject to arrest,
conviction and punishment therfor as above
set forth, - AR

There can be no escape from the full
measure . of m{mnalhimy and liability under
this section of the law of congress, While
this company might not bo disposed, as
againgt any of its employes, to commence a
crimmnal prosecution, yet such prosecution
might be begun either by the officers of the
United States or by any shipper, consignes,
officer or agent, of the line whose freight
they refused to receive and handle,

Our duty to our employes is not fully per-
formed unless we ‘call their attention to
another statute of the United States, under
which a prosecution could eertainly be ¢com-
manced and’ successfully ecarried through:
Section 5440 of the revised statutes of the
United States is as follows:

“If two or more persons conspire either to
commit any offence against the United States
or to defraud the United Statea fn any man-
ner, or for gt:ly parpose, and owe or more of
aucl’n parties do any act to effect the ohject of
the vonnrlm;\', ull thé parties to such con-

mll be linble to a penalty of not lesa
an $1,000 and not more than 10,000, and to
imprisomment not more than two years,"

. Under this section and the decisions of the
courts of the United States any two or more
persons who agree, combine or confederate
together to violate any law of the United
States, may be prosecuted, and upon con-
viction must be punished by both fine and im-
prisonment, It has boen suggested, and we
are informed, advised by counsel for the

"brotherhocd that an engineer or employe of a

railway compuny could escape the penalty
imposed under sectlon 10 of the inter stute
commerce act, by unconditionally leaving the
service of the company, and thereby ceasing
to be an employe agalnst whom the language
of the section is directed. Even if that posi-
tion is correct the refusal on the part of ein-
ployes of the Unfon Pacific railway company to
receive freight from the Burhmgton eould
only be successfully maintained by the whole
locomotive force of the road leaving its, em-’
ploy. 'This is .something entirely different
from and beyond the ordinury action of a
strike; for u bady of men in the emlplny of a
«corporation to strike means that they tem-
porurily refrain from the performance of
duty. Toleypve its service in the manner.
suggested Is to sever all conneetiop with the
corporation and to place themsolves in the at-
titude of mere outsiders, having no possible
clafm of considerstion from.the eorporation
or itg ofcers; and being vo mare entitled to
re-emplovment than any otber competent
men whose services can be secured, But,
supposing that the penalty of section 10 may
be escaped by the employes of a corperation
severing their connection with it, yet it is
perfectly clear that in taking such. ooncerted
action for the purpose of preventing a com-
plinnee with the law of the United States,
which requires o compay);to receive and ™ ac-
eept freight of all conuectivg lines nlike, they
are clearly guilty of a conspiracy under sec-
tion 440 as above quoted, and subjeot to pros-
eention, and punishment in the courts of the
United States therefor,

We therefore submit that the locomotive
engineers of this company have no grievance
of any kind against it; that our relations
with them are of the most friendly possible
character; that we feel our interests are in a

great measure identical that  we
have recoguized the  hitherto. con-
servative and reputable charactor of the or-

gunlzation to which they generally belong
and we believe, as we know its members in
our employ to be fair-minded, law-abiding
citizens, that they cannot advisedly enter
upon any course uf action which will compel
this ecompany either to violate the iaw of the
land or upon its refusal so to do to bring
upon it great losses, if not irretrievable dis-
aster, and which will at the same time sub-
ject every man jolning or engaged in the ex-
ecution of such a scheme to oriminal prose-
cution and punishment under the luws of the
United States,

The position of the Union Pacific in this
matter is clearly and unequivoeally stated in
the following dispatches from the highest of-
ficial authority of the corporation:

Bostox, Mass., March 5T, L. Kimball,
Omaha Neb.: Huave recelved your teles mam

stating Artnur's orders to our eng in
regard to interchunge traftio with |l -
lington.  The Union Pacific is8 operated

under a United States charter, and the pro-
visions of the inter-state commerce act
are clear and specitic.  We caunot lay
ourselves open to the penalties of the
act and the possibility of a forfeiture of our
churter by refusing to interchange business
with all connecting lines in the usual way.
Point this ont toour men, and show them
that it would be no more illegal for them tw
call upon us to burn the Chicago, Burlington
& Quiney freight house or murder its officials
thun to make the present demand,  Our posi-
tion s one of neutrality, If the Chicagn,
Burlington & Quinay, because it 18 engaged in
& contest with the brotherhood, were to call
on us, and under penalty of the loss of their
traffie, to dismiss every hrotherhood en-
gineer in ourservice, the proposition would
be denounced by the brotherhood as a high-
handed outrage, coudemned by public opin-
ion, and at once rejected by us, R’et.

Arthur demands exactly the converse
of this when he calls on us to
violate the law by refusing to inter-

change traffic with the Chicago, Burlington &
Quiney, and 8o to compel us to take sides with
the brotherhood against a connecting line,
Our men cagnot be so unreasonsble us to take
this position if the case is fulrly put before
them, They will recognize that the sauce for
the Burlington goose must be the sauce forthe
brotherhood gander. Be in this matter very
considerate to the men, but absolutely fivm.
