The LinFd Investigntion,

Wasntxerox, March 20,—The counsal for
the manufacturers of roflned lurd opened
their case bofore the honse committes on ag-
riculture this morning. James Matthews,
one of the witnesses examined, testified that
he had worked for six or seven years for
Squires & Co© He sald the firm made two
kinds of lard, lenf and pure lard. The pure
lard, he said, was mpde from hog's heads,
hog's feet, rough lard and white grease. The
white grease was made from guts and

unches. It was refined with soda and put

n on top of the lard. Seven or eight tierces

of pig's feot pgrease wore purchnssd by
ii(]l‘liim & Co., and mixed In with the pura
nri.

Other witnesses corrobated this testimony
ns to the use of white in making lard
in  Squires’ establishment. Aftor oon-
siderable more testimony an adjournment
was talcen.

National Finances.

Wasnissron, March 20.—The senate com-
mittee on finance this morning amended the
Aldrich bill “T'o authorize the secretary of
the treasury to apply surplus money in pro-
payment of interest on the public debt,” ana
ordered a favorable report upon it. The
first section of the original bill authoriging
the purchase of bonds with the surplus, is
stricken out. The billas it stands author-
ires the recretary to receive any 4 per cent
bonds nnd issue in ewhnnse ¢ por cents
payable at maturity of the per cents and
exempt from state or municipal taxation.
The committee also authorized Senator Sher-
mun to report favorably a bill to wipe out the
vharges against states for the loan of 1586,
which amounts between  §20,000,000 and
£20,000.000,

Amending the Tariff BilL

Wasnixarox, March 20.—Several amend-
ments were made to the Mills tariff bill be-
fore its completion in committee. One of
these makes ornamental earthenware, which
is made dutiable by the bill at 40 per cent ad
valorem, to pay & duty of 45 lim- cont ad val-
orem. In the iron schedule the entire clouse
relating to steel ingots, and fixing the duty
on that class of manufactures, which was
ro-clnssified to some extent, at 57 per cent

Meagre Returns Show a Choiwce
I1ssuing Bonds.

There was but little interest manifosted in
the special election held yesterday for the
purpose of ratifying the action of the eity
couneil in voting the issuing of §100,000 in
city bonds for paving and a like amount for
sewerage purposes. A light vote was cast
throughout the city, and tho polling places
had but few callers, a number of those se-
lected not even being opened. This caused
somo dissension, and in all probability the
clerks snd inspectors will be called up to
explain their disregard of their duties gnd
the law. That apathy which prevailed
among frecholders was also evident among
clerks and inspectors, who up to a late hour
lnst night had not wade returns. From ac-
counts received it is known, however, thau
the votes for the bonds were greatly in ex-
cess of those in the negative.

The shop and ofMico employes sus-
pended during the strike are ordered to re-
turn to work, Towns on the Story Cluy
branch recelved  their firat mail to-night
since Friday, The sctbiamont of tho strike
was the result of a five-hour confarence bo-
tween aix ropresentatives of the brotherhood,
Hecoiver Dudley and a reprosentative of the

vourt. The terms of agreement are not
known.
. The Sixth Wreck.

Cnrarox, In, March 20, —[Special Tele-
gram to the Ber]—An cast-bound stoek
train ran against some cars standing on a
side-track in the yards here this afternoon,
knooking the cylinder heads and cab off the®
engine and upsolting three box-cars, This
makes the sixth wreck happening between
Chariton and Red Oak during the past flve
days, Two engines rasped against each
other at a switch frog in the Creston yards
Saturday nltght. disabling both, New engine
men are still arriving from the east and the
local brotherhoods still hold three sessions
daily, The latter are enthusisstic over late
news from Chicago, not yet madeo public.

A Rumored Combination.
Curcaco, March 20.—The feature of the
- Burlington strike to-day wus the rumored
combination between the engineers and fire-
men and the 2,500 switchmen and brakemen
employed on the road. Inquiry among prake-
men and switchmen failed to authenticate
the rumor, although they admitted having
heard of it and declaring that its consummu-
tion would mean certain defeat to the “Q"
cnmlmny. S far as actual observation goes
no change in the relative positions of the
hmlhorgonﬂ and “Q" wus to be secn to-day,
The latter maintaing iv is pursuing the even
tenor of its way undisturbed by the wars and
rumors of wars on other roads, whilo the
former express thamselves satisfled with the
situntion and as confident of success as when
firat the strike was called.

Nothing New Locally. -

There is absolutely nothing to say about the
strilce on the Burlington, The trains are
claimed to be running regularly, and there is
10 hitoh in the freight traffie. The Burlington
offivials claim that they have no fears of a
general strilke, and even if ono should oécur
their road would be greatly benefitted, as
their freight reccipts woula be largely in-
creased. They olaim that Chief Arthur, of
the brotherhood, will never order a strike if
ne lives up to his word. He has said that
the issue was between the cogineers and the
Burlington, and that the enginoars must win
8 vietory or suffer defeat rigot there. The
Burlington managers claimed that they have
won, and that thelr victory Is an overwhelm-
ing one. If the Union Pacific engineers
strilke the B. & M. will do the greater share
of the business. Hence the tieup on the
former would not be disastrous to them in
anl_y way. 1

t.was learned at the Union Pacific head-
quartevs yesterday that the engineers have
mude noannouncement as yet ns Lo what
they intend to do.

A nnmber of merchants were scen yester-
day morning. Every oneexpressed sympathy
with the strikers, but believed that they
should secopt dofoat quietly and seek em-
,l;h_a,g'uwnt clsowhere, A tie-up on the Union

Yacific would cause thousands of merchants
to loose heavily and would create enmity for
the enginecers where now sympathy and
friendship exists, Said one of the prominent
shippers: *I don't think the boys will strilee
on the Union Paciie, By 80 doing they
would help the M. & M. and croate illfecling
toward themselves everywhere,

MET AT AN ENGINEER'S HOUSE.

The grievance committes held a short
session at the Jorzens liouse shertly afrer
noon yesterday, What they did wos not
diselosed, and tho delegation with a few
engineers went out after the meoting with a
view, it is said, of continuing their deliber-
tions in the privacy afforded at] the home of
sowe of their number, Up to a late hour last
pight the committes had not returned to the
hotel, and what action they decided upon is
not known.

There were nochanges in the local situation
ot the depots at midnight. Everything was
reported running smoothly on the Union
Puecifie, and this statement was substantiated
by the sctivity with which switch engines
worked and the prog:rt departure of freights,
The men on this ro insist that they are
handling no Burlington cars as yet, but
refuse to say what would be the outcome if
thay were asked to. These statlements are
substantinted by assurancos from disinter-
ested parties, who have taken the trouide to
wateh departing teaing, that cars of the road
mentioned huve not been pulled.

Burlington & Northern's Say.

Cmeaao, March 20,—The managoers of the
northwestern lings have reccived advice
from the Chicago, Burlington & Quinoy road
that lts conscent to join In the movement (o
advance rates in the west applied to points
on its own line, but did not include the Bur-
lington & Northern, As faras the rotes
to and from the latter road were concerned
they would have to be made by anagreemant

by the managers of that line. The manager
of the Burlington & Northern insists upon
the eatablishment of a pro-rdte on all pusi-
ness between St. Paul and the seaboard, as o
condition of the advance, The porthwestern
lines will cousider the matter Friday.

A Sample Scab,

Adam Tells His Story.

New Yong, March 20.—The Sun will to-
morrow publish CGeneral Adam Badeau's
varsion of the controversy which has arisen
botween himself and Grant's family in regard
to the olaims Badeau makes for compensation
for services to General Grant in the prepar-
ation of his “'Parsonal Mamoirs.! The state-
ment is addressed to the “Amerioan Publig"
and fills several columnsof thaSun, Badean
dofends his position and 18 severs in his
strictures on the course pursusd by Colonsl
Fred Grgnt in the matter. He tells how
much time and hard unremitting labor he
gave the work and how his own hook,
on which he had spent sixteen yoars
was injured by tho sucoess of that of General
Grant, which he was at s0 many pains to
mako perfect, “I did not write the original
mattor," said ho, “and in that sense did not
compose the boolk. Tho thoughts were Gen-
eral Grant's and in most cases the original
dratft of the language. But I s sted
much. I told lm when to  insert
doscriptions  of soenos, where to place
nn acoount  of a character, how
to  elaborite the pieture of a
battle, ete. 1 discussed his statements and
the advisability of his exprossions of opinion
and often persuaded him to change the one
or modify the other. I broke up scntences,
| softened or heightened thoe effect, 1 cor-
rected grammer, and all with the knowledge

and sanction  of General  Grant,

nlways sought to preserve
his  simplicity and  dircolness  and
even ruggedness of language and  never

to betruy my own share in the work. He had
no idea whatever of bullding up a chapter or
n book, or of treating a themo so as’to lead
u{u to a point or to make a complete plcture
of an arguoment.
