This act was passed in 1881, and the secetion
only applios to corporations of an adjolning
ptate which shall linve extonded ita ralirona
into this state and become ncorporation nnder
ttcr Inws thoroof, to mortgnge, lease or sell

at part of its Fallrond aituated within this
gtate to a raillrond company within the state
This sectlon doos not ropeal sections 83 and
9 of chapter 10 of the complled statutes,
Nor doea it antharize o rallway to leaso (s
entire line, that out of the Ktate as well s
that within, That sistute, therefore, does
not apply to nor il this ease,

Bo far as tha power 1o léase |8 eoncorned,
reqiiring the lines to be contintous, chapter
B8 of tho session laws of 1887 contain provis
jons nx to the power o purchase or loaso
mima{n, wihich nead not benoticed, as it hns
no application to the case at bar, The second
poction of the act containe a provision for
the ratification of prior leases and con-
solidations  which, at the most, oun
only lognlize acta done In good faith whoere
there waa & wane of full power to porform
1ho same, but does not apply to canes whore
loases woro mado, or consolidntions offected
against the Inhibitations of the statute. The
1enso of the defendant, therefore, is not vall
dated or mided by that statute. To justify
the defendant in lonsing its line to the B. & M.
ralirpad company, It must be able to point to
the oxoct stutute granting such authority,
which it hns falled to do.  (Ponn. Co. v St.
Louis, Alton & W, Railroad, 118 U, 8, 2014.)

In the opinion of the majority of the court
In that case, 4t {s sald: *“Wothink it may bo
statod ns the just result of these cnses, and
on sotind principle, that unless specially
muthorized by ita charter, or alded by some
other logislative nction, o railrond compuny
eannot, by leaso or any othor contract, turn
pver to anothor conipany for a long perlod of
time, [t road and nlr its appurtenances, the
uso of Its franchises and the exoroise of its
powers, Nor can any other rallroad com-
pany without similar suthority make
A contract to receive end  oper-
ate such rond, franchises, and property
of the frst corporation; nand that such o
contract is not among the ordinary powors of
A railrond company, and is not to be pre-
Btumod from the usual grant of powers in a
rillrond charter.” This, In our view, Is o
correct statement of the law,

In Thomas vs Rallroad company, 101

. 8B, 71 o rallrosd company in New
Jersey had  leased its  road, franchises
and  property for a period of twenty
yeurs, giving the lessee complete control
ilmrmf. pod recolved as rent one-holl the
gross sum collected by the lessee from the
opoeration of tho road. Tho decision turned
upon the powor of the company, under its
{!urpnnm‘ :uu.hnri!‘\' to mislte the leasoe. Tha
casces lnsisted that a corporation may at
common luw do an act which s not either
expressly or  impliedly prohibitod by its
chartor. To this the court responded: “We
do not concur in this proposition. We take
the general doctrine to be in this country,
though there may be excoptional cases
and some authorities to the contrary
that ¢he powers of corporations orgtwizmi
under legislative statutes, are such, and such
only, us those statutes confor. (’:an.-udiug
the rule applicable to all statntes, that what
18 fairly implied is as much granted as what
ia expressed, it remains that the charter of
corporation is the measure of its powers, and
that the enumeration of these powoers im-
plies the exclusion of all others."

The doctrine as above stated mects eur
henrty approval. I the allegations of the in-
formation nre true, nud they are to be so con-

idored on demurrer to the information, the

efondant induced the people along its line,
from the Kansas border to the city of Lin-
coln, to grant hiberal ald for the construction
of the road. Every piece of land subject to
taxntion in the countics slong the line of said
road are, practically, mortgaged by the issu-
fng of bonds to ald in building b,  The inter-
vst hias, presumably, beon pald on these bonds
fo the present time, M‘““I. of tho settlers
nlong such road when the bonds wero issued
were  ploneors,  struggling  with  the
:;nrdshipa. poverty, privations and dif-

culties incident to a new ecountry.
Mo many of them, no doubt, the taxes
necessary to meet the intereat, and amount
required for the sinking fund, has been a
burden. And to every one the tax was voted
10 uid in constructing and operating an inde-
pendent line of rallway. That was the con-
srmri of the parties, and the state would be

erelict in its duty if it did not compel an ob-
sorvance on the part of the defendant
of its duties, Thoe defendant, how-
over, having obtained this bonus, sought to
surrender all its powers, rights and fran-
gh ises to another corporation for the period

f 000 yeara, So far as the defendunt s con-
perned, it has ceased to operate o railroad,
and the charge of misusor and nonuser

lainly appears on the face of the record. Tt

& not the polley of the law to nllow a  rail-
road compuny, organized as an  independent
line, to procure nid on every hand in that
charactar, and, after the road Is completed,
poll out to the Mighest bidder. Honorable
and fair denling are ns essentinl in the doeal-
ings of a railroad corporation with individu-
als and the publiv, in the constriuction and
pperation of its rond, ns between individuals in
tho affairs of life, A railway company can-
pol be permitted to act In bnd  falth with
those from whom it has rvoceived aild, upon
cortain conditions, Haviug recelved the con
glderation, 1t must perform its part, and the
parties are entitled to a liboral complin .
And while a lesson ina .
glgrnee, or purchaser, will takoe s rond bur-
flened with the conditions, obligations nnd
duties nssumed by the original corporation,
you there can be no sudh wransfer by loass,
nsslpnment or sale, without express stato-
ory authority, and, as we flud no such au-

hority, amd the defondrut has been guilty of
misuser apd nonusor of ita franchises, they
are sublect o forfeiture,

2, We have pliced the declsion entirely
ppon the statute, but there ure other grounds
which will now be considered, Secotion 8,
articlo 11 of the constitution provides that **no
railroad corporation or telograph company
shill consolidate its stock, property, tran-
phises or enrniugs, In whole or in
purt, with any other railroad corporation

Soction 5 nlso provides that “No  maflroad
corporntion shall issus any sock or bonds,
oxcopt for money, labor or property actually
rocelved and applisd to the purposea for
which such corporation was creatad, and all
sock, dividends and othor fictitioua inoroasa
of the eapital stock or Indebtednesa of any
such corporation shnll be void. The capital
stock of vallrond corporations shall not bo
inoreaned for any purpose, except after pub-
lic notice for sixty daya, in such manner ns
may bo pravided by Inw,

This In oo absolute prohibition agalnst a
rallrond corporation consolldnting its stoolk,
[-rr-pr-rt_\'. franchises or sarnings, in whole or
n part, with any othor rallroad corporation
owning A parallel or competing line. The
word “‘consolidate’ is horo used in the sanse
of *join" or “unite.” The constitutional
convention aimed at practical matters, The
charactor of the title of the purties oporating
n railwoy Is of but little moment to tho
T!uﬂrnl publio, while the requirement that
different roads shall continue to be  compot-
Ing linea as when they weroe construotad, s
of the utmost Importance to all. The
1w cgnnot be ovaded, thereforo
by substituting & lease for a doad
of conveyanee 1t will be obsérved that
there nre two classes of raliroads to which
tho prohibition wpplies, wiz.: parallel and
compoting. Asto what are parallol roada is
not now before the court; but that the de-
fondant wus n compoting road Is alleged in
the information, sdmitted by the demurrer,
and clearly shown from the record, It was,
therofore, colearly within the inhibition of
the constitution, sud neither its stock, fran-
chises or earnings ean be joined to any othor
wm;mting linei. The prohibition agninst the
Joinder of theso prohibits the loasing of such
rouds, Competition can only be had by se-
curing competing lines, and thus prevent n
monopoly in the operation of the roads; and
this it did by pronibiting tho purchase or
cantrol of pnmllnrnr competing roads undor
the same management. As the defendant
was organized prior to the adoption of the
constitution, it Is claimed that it would not
ba subject to this rostriotion, There is no
foree, howover, i this objection. The cor-
pnrnﬂun was organized to build and operate
a railroud from the Kansas line to Lincoln
and Columbus. That was the very purpose
of its being, It hiad no suthority to loase its
road under the statute, nnd was thorefore
deprived of no right, and the constitutional
mhibition applies to it,

The attorneys for the defendant contend
that section 5, article 11, of tho constitution
apphies more particularly to stockholders, It
hns o much broader scopo, however., 1t was
intended to restrict the issus of stock and
bonds to the netunl consideration received,
Ono of the objects of the pro-
vislon wns to  cnable all partics to
know the sctual cost of all railroads within
the stato, so that the legislature in providing
for taxing thom, and for rogulating the
charges for transportation of persons and
property, may be enabled to doso advisedly,
and pass laws which shall be just, alike te
the railroad companies, the public and indi-
vidunls,

In any view of the case, thereforo, the de-
fendant's franchisea are subject to forfeiture.
The court will not, in the first instance, how-
ever, declare a forfeiture; but the lease will
be declared void.
