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TWO STRONG TARIFE TALKS.

Randall and McEinley Fire Hot Shot
at the Mills Measure.

VERY ARGUMENTATIVE EFFORTS.

McRinley's Speech Conceded the Best
and Strongest Answor to the Free
Traders Delivered ns Yot
In the Debnte.

He Was Sick But He Got There,

To-day the debate in the house on the
Milla tariff bill renched the climax. A larger
or finer audience or mors nspiring surround-
Ings never grected o speaker in the lower
branch of congress than were present whon
Mr. Randall began shortly after 11 o'clock.
Ad an oratorint effort Mr. Randall's speech
did not come up to the expectations of his
friends, but as an argument for the main-
tenance of the protective tarilf system and
an arrmignment of the Mills bill, it was all
that could be hopod for by his most sanguine
admirers, Mr, Randall was really too sick
to speak. His voice almost failed and boe was

compelled to read und in low tones. Wash-
ington  Is  filled with  visitors  just
now and they turned out  and

flooded the gallerics to overflowing. BEvery
mombaor in the clty was in his seat. 1t was
expected that Mr. Randall would pay his re-
spocts to some of his maligners representing
the administration In Pennsylvanin and
other states. William L. Scott occupied o
seat vory near the ex-speaker and sat with
his back to him throughout the speech,
ready to take up the gauntlet whenever it
was thrown down. It is stated that Mr.
Ruandull "intended to relicve Mr, Scott of
nome of his surplus cuticle, but he was no’
physically able to withstand the excitement
or make himself henrd. Had he boen well he
would have precipitated a combat,

There was but one incident during all of
Mr. Randall's speech which partook in any
deprecof an unusunl charncter. It was ar-
rapged that he should begin his speach at
half-past 10, but Mr. Anderson of [owa held
the floor when the house adjourned yestoer-
aay and insisted upon completing Ris speech
before the Pennsylvanian was permitted to
begn, and at the conclusion of the Iowan's
obsoryations an Indiana member (Mr. Chen-
dle) spake, so that almost an hour, the time
which, under the agreement, is given each
member for his specch, was taken from

Mr. Ruandall, After the exspoaker
had progressed to  within  fifteen  or
twenty  minutes  of the  completion

of his speech, Mr. Springer, who was in the
chair, rapped him  to order and announced
that his time had expirad. There wnsa
storm of voices instuntly erying, “Go on,"
*“'Go on," but Chairman Miils, who had up to
that time occupied a scat behind a screen
where he could not be seen but could hear,
gprang to his feet and stalking Like a bell
weonther down the main sisle, rpised his hund
and exclaimed, “T objeet.” In two seconds
halt the members were on thelr feetand were
beg Ing the chairman of the commitice on
ways and means to withdraw his objection.
Al of the lending democrats declared that it
wins 4o shume that a man of the
distinetion of Mr. Randall should bo cut off
when the republicans had never entered ob-
joctions to extonding the time of democrats
when they had not completed their speeches
and their tme bad expired.  Mre. Mills, bull-
Mke, bowed his back and neck and declared
that he would not withdraw, and in o mo-
ment the whole house was In confusion.
Amid the din that ensued Mr. Mills skulked
away nnd Mr, MeKinley of Ohin, who wus to
follow Mr. Randall, anrose and his clear,
strong volee was heard to excladm: “1 yiela

fifteen minutes  of  my time to
the gentleman from Pennsy Ivanio”
The magnammity of this  proposition

elicited uproarous applause. . Not o be gut-
done, Mr, Breckenvidge of Kontucky, who
wis to follow Mr. Melinley, suid that
he would permit to be tuken from his time
half of the time necossary for Mr, Randall to
complete his speech. My, Mills muude o great
mistihe when he objectod to the extension of
Mr. Randunll's time, but it came unturally to
him. He can't help such blunders,  He was
born to commit them, Mr, Hreckearidge
tried to tako the edge off the insalt, bat it did
no good, and only showed the difference be-
twoeen o boor and a gentleman.

The specch of the session was that of Mr.
MeKinley of Ohio. It was the groatest ur-
gumentative effort of hia life, aud it s
doubted if its oqual will be presented even
when Mr. ltw.-tl and Sponker Carlisle have
closed the debate to-morrow, It was not
filled with dry statistics, but bristled with

ractical domonstrations and overyday Hlus-

rations, He met and obliterated the argu-
ments presented by the extreme tariff ro-
formers, who heud that iv required twenty
dlays' labor of aworkingmuan to purchase an
all-wool every-day suit of clothes wt a cast of
L, by drawing  from  his  desk o
very hundsoma  suit purchased st the
tablishment of Hopresentative Loopold
forse of Hoston, who i8 erying himself
hoarse for nbsolute free trade.

A DEMASD FOR TARIFF REFORM.

The next topie for discussion was tho
taril. 1t appears that the caucus committen
of the house has been in consultation with
the eaveus comimittee of the sennte in repgard
to the propriety of votlng upon the Mills
bill a8 soon a8 the goenernd debnte in the
houge Is completad, und it was the unani-
monus opinion of the caucus Lthit such action
shonld be taken if possiblo. 1t was dassumed
that the bill would pass the house by a small
majority and be sent over W the seuate, and
no one seamed to think that the republicans
could gain angthing by ofMéring amendments
to  the Dill  ins the  house, and
the business intorests of the  country
roquire  that  action wupon  the tari
should be taken na soon as possible, It was
reported that in somo of the manufacturing
distreicts there was almost a Dusiness stagnn-
tion, as morchants woula not buy goods and
wod  manufucturers would not make them
until they knew what the daty was going to
bo, A gonoral tariff discussion was engaged
in by nearly all of the senntors present, who
constituted o majority of the republican
moembers of that body, Every one expressed
the opinion that something must be done
towards n reduction of the revenues and tho
surplus, But thore was n good deal of dif-
foronce of opinion na to just how such a re-
duction should be brought about. It wis
finally dearded, however, to leave the matter
entirely with the republican members of the
committee on finance, with power to draw up
a bill and report it to the senate, where it
would  receive the unanimous support
of the republican side. Much to the
surprise of some of the senators there were
no signs of a break in the ranks on this sub-
ject. 1t had been expected that some of the
Enrthwo-nmrn men would insist on free lum-

or and some other concession thut the east-
ern man would not be willing to make, but
nll of the doubtful men were present, and
every one expressed himself in favor of ad-
hering to the party policy on the tarif.

SOUTITERN OUTHAGES,

Mr. Hoar and Willlnm E, Chandler thought
thut the senate should puy more attention to
tho outrages thut had been committed on
colored peopre and the violation of the elee-
tion law dn the south. There have been
two  investigations  this  session, both
under the direéction of Mr.,  Hoar,
one relating to  the  election frauds
in  Mississippi and the other to  the
brutul outrages committed by the democerats
ngainst the colored people of Texas, Both
roports are in _course of preparation, when
some sensational disclosures are expected,
und It was the opinion of Mr, Hpar and Mr,
Chondler that these matters =hould bo de-
bated ot length in the senate in - order to call
puabliec attention to the fuct that the  political
condition of the south was worse than ever,
snd that there was no such thing as freedom

of speech or fuir celections. The only
on to dissent from this opinion  was
Mr. Plumb  of Kunsas, who asserted

that the people of the country were tired of
having the bloody shirt continually waved in
the air, and, while he had no doubt that such
outrnges desceribed had beon committed, it
would do no good to keep up the agitation
and simply embitter both parties in these see-
tions, @ believed, too, thut It would be
worse for the colored men than for the white
men to have this agitation continue.,

Thore was some forther action takon as to
the order of business to be pursued, and it
was decided that the Dakota admission bill
should be taken up us soon a8 possible,

THE OLD STRAW RETHRESHED.

andall and McKinley Assail the
Mille Measure While Breckenridge
Ably Defends 1t—Criticlsms of
Cleveland's Messsage.

Wasmxarow, May 18,—~The house imme-
dintely after being called to order went into
committee of the whole on the tariff bill

Mr. Anderson of Iowa spoke in opposition
to the principle of protection and at the ¢lose
of his remarks Mr, Randall took the floor,

He opened his speech by referring to the
president's recent message, In which the ex-
ecutive advised congress that the surplus in
the treasury by the 80th of June—the end of
the fiscal year—wonld be expected to reach
the sum of $14,000,000, including prior accu-
mulations, or more closely stated, the sum of
£11,180,000 apart from priorfacoumulations,
over and above the authorized expenditures,
including the sinking fund for the current
year, He then quoted from the president's
message, defining his position on the tarift
and internal revenue questions, and said that
from the utterance of the president he under-
stood the executive to be adverse to any re-
duction of internal taxes or that the
mode of taxation afforded in the opin.
fon of the president, *no just complaint,
and nothing is so well able to bear the burden
without hardship to any portion of the peo-
ple.”  The president further said the tarff
law wis o vicious and illogical source of in-
equitable tax and ought to be revised and
modifled, and the president urged upon con-
gress an immedinte expression on this mat-
ter to the exclusion of all others.  The presi-
dent hind asserted in substance that the re-
duction necessary  should be made by
additions to the free list and by the lowerin
of the rates of duty. In the nbsence of such
lungunge emanating from the execcutiveit
wils to require of the ropresentatives of the
people to give a fair, intelligent and lg-rmnpt
nttention to the sugepestions made, ¢ had
done that. He had imtroduced and had re-
ferred to the committee on ways and means a
bill to reduce and equalize the duties on im-
posts and reduce internal revenue taxes, and
some provisions of tha bill showed that the
remedies he would !g(\‘:]\ wore at variance
with those recommen by the president.
The reduction provided for in his bill aggre-
gated $77,000,000 on internal taxes. Those
taxes had always been the last to be  levied
and the first to be rcmaled when no longer
necessary, Jefferson had given the death blow
to excise taxes—that most vicious of all taxes
—and among other things he received the
thunks of the legislature of his native state
for having the internal taxes abolished. He
favored now, as he had always done, the
total repeal of internal revenue taxes, Inthe
bill which he introduced, he proposed to
swoep all these taxes from the statute books
except 50 conts on whisky, and he would
transfer the collection of that tax to customs
ofticinls If that was found to be practicable,

Mr. Randall then analyzed the metal
schedule of the Mills bill and declared it
would bring about inealculable injury to the
industries of America, He could find noth-
ing in the bill which gave a return for free
wool. He found muany inequalities in ft and
discovered few features intended to relieve
the poor or luboring men. He referred to
the Qeclarations of his colleague (Mr. Scott
who sat near) as supercilions and swid he
would consign them to the obscurity they
would be cast into, He pleaded with his
democeratic friends to not undo the pood
which had been done to the manufacturing
industrics by the protective tariff, and read
from Jefferson, Mouoroe, and other demo-
orutio forefuthers, to prove that protoction
was o fundumental demooratic prineiple, He
closed with n tribute to the results and
prionciples of rwtt‘ul;un, and asked that they
be midntained, and maintained through the
efforts of the party that instituted them. Ho
eould not conceive that the ideas and prinei-
ples that went down in 1881 would ever aguin
predominate in this country.

Before Mr. Randall completed his spoech
his hour had expired, and o request was made
that he be permitted to procecd, but an ob-
fection was made by Mr. Mills, The objee
tion was greoted with jeers and hisses by the
republicans.  Mr. MeKinley then yieldea
him a portion of his time, but by amicable
urrangemonts, suggoested by Mr. Brecken-
ridege of Kentucky, Mr. Ruandall was poer-
mitted to procecd without lmitation of time
Mr. Rundull concluded his speech at 12:05.
He was followed by,Mr, MeKinley of Ohio.

Mr. MeKinley opened his speech with the
deelnration that the country wus 1n an  uuo-.
mwalous situation.  While we were seeking o
find objects to relieve from taxation, and
other nations were éngaged in the fields of
humsn enterprise and buman  production to
find new objeots of taxation, all were agrecd
that taxation should be reduced, the only
contention belng as to the munner of that re-
duection, He sharply contrasted the *‘tariff
for revenue’ policy of the democrats and the
“tarifl for protection’ policy of the republi-
cans, He maintained that one meaut free
admisgion to this country of foreign goods
which could only be produced here whenover
the hine of excessive revenue was renched and
consequently the destruction of American in-
dustrics. The other meaut protection
e well ns revenue; it meant
stimulation to our industries and the protee-
tion of our labor in the frults of its works,
There were many illustrations of the demo-
crutic doetrine in the bjll. Wool was one of
they, cotton bugging was ntother, The bill
meant that Caleutta and Dundee should sup-
ply us with cofton bagging amd the countries
of the cast with wool. The democruts siuce
December hind been letting our own people
take ciare of themselves aod trying o legls-
Jute for other and foreign people

1u the course of his specdh ‘m ontered into
a vigorous criticism of the bill and c¢reated
muen  amuseément and  applause by his
analysis of the incongruities of the measure,
While he sald that owing to lack of time he
could mnot  point, out all of the
ridiculous features of the bill, he picked
out o few snmples by which he sald the bill
might be judged, a showed that the duty
on steel billets had boen increased from 45
por cent to 6 per cont wd  valorew, thereby
cuusing un inerense of from 1 to 1 cent on
evory pound of wire fencing that inclosed
the furms of the west, ‘The duty on cut nuils
wade from steel billets was reduced 35 per
cent, while the duty on the raw material wius
inereased 45 per cent.  He criticized the bill,
which the presidemt said must be passed
whether or no, and which he was dispensin
oficial fuvors W have pussod, He declare
that the bill was seetwonnl, in thut the cotton
planter could get hoop iron for his cotton
tles free of duty, while the farmer of the
wost must pay for thi: game iron 14 cents per
pound If he wished for it to biud hLis thatch
or his pail.

Pussing on  to & discussion of the
general effect of the protective system on the
people, e spid e eared not whether the
bresent prosperous condition of the country
Wil the result of pratection or uot; the fuct
thut the condition had come with protection
ought o muke congress hesitate long before
it ubandoned the system. Gentlemen might
ey protection by goy test.  They might Ly
oot only by the judividusl prosperity of
citizens, but by thé adyvance which the couu-
Ly had wade in intelligence uand nvention,
atd by any standard §t wight be tried the
protective system would show by i1s  results
that it surpussed any other. New Eoglund's

When Mr, MeKinley concluded he wna
greeted with round after round of applause
and was immediately surrounded by his
party colleagues who were profuse in their
congratulations., It was some minutes be-
fore order.was restored, and Mr, Hrecken-
ridge of Kentucky recognized, and then the
storm broke out afresh, gentlemen on both
sides of the house vieing with the galleries
in their hearty welcome to the Hentuckian,

Mr. Breckenridge began with a review of
the situation so far ns the surplus in the
treasury was concerned, and the danger at-
tendant on further accumulation. He then
sketehed the work of the ways and means
committee in framing the Mills bill. . The
committee, he said, had rejected the proposi-
tion to increase the duties for the purpose of
reducing the revenues of the government
and increasing the revenues of manufac-
turers, and the proposition to repesal the in-
ternal revenue "f’k‘m' and had attempted to
frame a bill which wounld reduce the reve-
nues by a safe amount, and would relleve, as
far as nmoderate bill could do, the evils of
the [m-.gent, unequal  system,  reform
the inequalitiea  of the present toariff,
and promoto American industry by giving
to Amevican labor the hope of g permanent,
stable and profitable market, It rocognized
that o gystem that had been in existence for
over a quarter of a eentury could not be
hastily or recklessly overturned. It desired
to harm no industry, It constantly leaned
in favor of established rates of duty, and in
a case of doubt proposed a rate which it be-
lieved to bo entirely safe. He contended
that the bill was a protective tarciff bill. 1t
left the average rate of duty higher rather
than under the Morrill tariff, The present
law was so highly protective as in many
many cases to be prohibitory. The changes
proposed by the Dbill are designed to

give to the farmer, by whom all
wovisions  are  raised, a market for
readstuffs and raw  materinls, which

15 only profitable when he has a prosperous
manufacturer for a purchaser; to the laborer
the hope of a constunt market and to the
manufacturer freedom from unnecessary
burdens. *“We have, therefore,” said Mr.
Breckenridge, “put upon the free list, as far
as we felt it was just, the materials necessary
for the manufacturer. We have reduced the
rutes wherever we have touched them, to a
hoa]m. that gives to the home consumer the

ope of fair competition whenever the de-
mand shall be made by an internal trust to
advanee prices beyond a fair consideration
for the article to be sold, and yet we have
left rates so that the protection afforded is
greater than any necessity, and makes all

competition  of foreign manufactur-
ers on terms of great  advantage
to the American manufacturer. We do not

believe there 1s a single instance In the bill
where the duty ﬁeﬁ, upon an articlais not
more than the difference between the cost of
production in  America and the cost of pro-
duckion abroad, plus the freight.”

The evil ¢ffects of the surplus had already
been exhibited in sehemes to squander the
public money. It was no answer to talk
about rebel brigadiers or the provisions of
the confederate constitution,  The protective
tarY does not, he areued, fix the wages of
labor. 1f there is a demana for lubor equal
to or greater than the supply, then
lubor is profitably rmd, and if combinations
of capital to force labor to sell itself at prices
fixed by the combination cannot be success-
fully formed, then labor will be free to make
its own bargains,  Bat if the market be so
restricted that the supply of labor excecds
the demund, or if capital is enabled to com-
bine to prevent competition, then labor must
be sold at the price fixed by the employer.
“Now," sald the speaker, “our  present sys-
tem does both, It restricts the marvket to be
supplied by our laborer and enabled mauanu-
focturers to. fix thoe price they will pay to the
laborer,”” He subd tinned plate was put on the
free list, and this will not injure n single
hmmine being. 1t affects no interests, no in-
dustry.

Passing to the consideration of the woonl
schedule he declared that the  schedule
agreed upon ut the meeting of the Growers'
and  Manufacturers’  asspcistion, wuas
iniquitous. Discussing the protective
system hoe sald:  *“Collossal fortunes made
us If in ooday bear testimony to the vicious-
ness of u system which enables so few to
absorb the surplus accumulutions of a na-
tion and that, too, without adding anything
10 the growth of the country or s happl
ness, 1f we will persist in class legislation
we must  submit to aceept  ils  nee-
essary  concomittint—discontent—first by
murmurings, then in resistance by organiza-
tions and then by whatever foree circum-
stances produce.  We, as our hope of safety,
have the ballot box, by which pesceful revo-
lution may prevent forceful revolt. Dut if
enormous capital, through organized effort,
can control the ballot box and returns its
constituents 1o coneress discontent, founded
on justice, will find o remedy, Protective
tariffs. and monopolistic  legislation can-
not introduce into Americs  permasoent
heriditary  eclass  distinetion,. He  is fa
shollow thinker who does not kuoow that
man is essentiully the same everywhere and
that his ultimate goal is ciwvilization based
upon equality. Several times since this de-

THE WILD WASTE OF WATER

Torrible Devastation Along the Mia«
aissipsi’s Shoresa.

RELIEF SENT THE SUFFERERS,

One Hundred and Fifty Homeles#
Familics Camping on the Hill-
gldes and Roadwayw
Near Quinoy.

Tne Flooda,

Quixer, 1L, May 18.~The flood in this
district gives no sign of abatement, the de-
cline of an inch and & half up to ¢ o'clovk
this morning being duo solely to the relief af<
forded by numerous bronks in the two le-
vees, which permitted vast lnkes of waler to
overflow the basing,  Sinco thut, howaover,
the river has beon at & stand, and o fur-
ther rise I8 certain. 1t 1s possible in
the eudg'mnnl of experienced river men that
the high water mark of 1851 will be passed
before the climax is roachel, Rebef crews
from this city have been sent in all direotions
und all people on the bluffs will bo cared for,
Their immaodiate necesaitios will bo ot once
supplied by boat loads of provisions, The
coltizons here are subscribing liberal sumes of
money and  boxes  of  clothing  to
be forwnrded ns soon nd the location
of the distressed refugees 18 determined,
They are in especinl need for food for stook,
hundreds of head of which are huddled to-
gether on embankments,  If the distress
proves as wide-spread as 18 reported, there
will be an appeal to cltizens of the stute at
large for contributions of money. The first
loss of humun life was reported this morn-

g,

li‘hc uiney Whig to-day orgamized three
expoditions to the overflowed districts and
obtained minute particulurs of the condition
of tho refugees campod on the highlands and
the bluffe north and south of the eity., In
Indian  Groave disteict  there  are 150
fumilies rondored homeless, the majority
Em‘t!_\' sheltered  in barnsa  and  other

ulldings on the farms not inundated, Nume-
bery, however, remain in the upper storics of
dwci“ngs in the submergod ared,  They are
all suffering to rome extent, but the attend-
ance and care of neighborshas thus fur eared
for their wetual wants, These more fortunp
people, however, can not long stand th
strain upon their limited moans. ;

The scones of desolution and  deprivation
have not been reéalized. Everywhere there
is ruin and destruction and pictures of the
fortitude of the distressed people ure incon-
ceivable,  The names and locations of theso
six hundred refugees are given in the re-
port,

They are not in such absolute misery and
want, however, as are the much greater
number in the Soy district south of Quincy,
There the roadway to the blufMs and all the
dry places are occeuped by persons in
tents, under hastily constructed sheds
inwagons and with no covering but the most
scanuty elothing.  Women and ehildren are
weeping over the catastrophe. which has
overtuken them, and are in sore need of
clothing and food. They are a heroic lot,
however, for even those who had nothing
but 8 wagou, a fow Fags und chickens de-
clared that they would be able to get along
and urged the relief committees from Quincy
to go further with the small amount of sup-
plies they were able to carry with them.

The women in muny instunces had totally
inndequute clothing., Some were without
shoes or stockings. The children were In a

rb fit only for the hottest weather in com-
ortable homes, and the men had only very
meager outfits, Some of them showed the
effects of exposure and toil in the endea
to save the levee and thus secure their s
and crops, All of them came awey from the
devastated howes g precipitous flight,
thunkful that they and their {amilies were
not swallowed up by the torrent. They are
li\'inr( ns bost they can, existing ouly until
charity, which is already widespread, can be
made avalluble for their relicf.

How muny of these distyessed people thero

¢ within Say cannot be told, {L will bo

dth the greatest difficulty that some of them
can be reached. The ronds, hills and little
hamlets ave thronged with them, but the
waste of water cut off aceess to severul of the
communities wost in veed of help,

One of the most lmoortunt results of the
tedp s found in the report of the inspection
of the duamage o ratlroad property on thé
Hlinois side of the river, which hus not
heretofore  wttracted  marked attention,
The Chivago., Burlington & Quinoy and
