Several other states have
followed Pennsylvania and it s quite evident
the demeoracy of the country want the Buck-
eye Roman. Every indication now is that
the work of the convention will be perfunc-
tory throughout.

ARRIVING DELEGATES,

A Infinx of the Faithful Arrvive at the
Sleepy Citry.

Lovis, June 4. — Delegates, alter
nites, political eclubs  and politicinns
of hiigh and low degroa nrrived
thick and fast this morning, and St
Lotis today assumoed the crowded  con-
dition thutis always usunl during national
conventions, As enrly as7 this morning the
union depot was packed and nll during this
morning at intervals of five and ten minutes
regular and special trains have been coming
in and emptying their londs of people, who
come to tuke part in the fray. For a block
or more outside the station carriages and ve-
hicles df all deseriptions are packed and
along the side walks and i the station are
numerous bands and reception committocs,
waliting for delegations which they have
been assigned 1o eseort to thelr hotels,

Scenes of activity which were visible
about the hotels till after midnight were re-
newad and inereased carly this morning, By
8o'clock the middle corridors of the hotels
were throngod swith people, and in the stroets
bands of martinl music were heard on every
side.

At dbout 0 o'elock the muddle space of the
depot was filled with people who nwaited the
prrival of the New Yorkers.  Trains bear-
ing the county democracy and ‘Tammany
were late.

The Chicago county demoeracy nrrived
before them and so (did the [roquois club  of
the same city, Eoach had o bund of musie
and all formed in line together and murehed
NWny. )

The Wisconsin delegntion came next fol-
lowed by the Hendricks  club from
Lafayettie, Ingd,, wearing Caray
badges, The  Topeka democrats’  flam-
beanx  clubs  with  tin helinets nr-
rivedd about this moment and woere soon
jolned by the. Kansas Gity  demoeentic club,
The feature of the morning probably wns the
Kansns City demoeratic elub’s entry. Thelr
Band was gally arrayed and the members
of the club wore hilgh white hats and yollow
linen dusters,  Most of them hnd tied about
their uecks or wrapped nbout thelr hats ped
baudana hundkerchiels, shiowing thelr lean-
mi.'lowunl the Old Homan.

I'he erowd stayed about the depot natil
Tammany arrived oand
Hoendricks  associntion,
marched away  with Tummany, n mob ot
wight-seers triadling at thoeir heels, There
wits no exvitemoent uftor this gud the county
demoeracy on its  arrival soon after found
the depot almost desertod

The Tummany sachems numbered 700 and
required o train nll to thomselves, and mude
up in two sections, The erowds in the depot
grueed curiously ut the braves, as  they
Iill.'rpl'tl off the cars, Each wore a roed silk
budge on which wus printed in silver letters
the nume *Tamnmuny.’!

Edward 8. Stokes, Itoswell P, IFlower and
u few others of thefTummanyites bonrded o
carringe at the depot and were driven direct
to thewr hotel. 1t is generally supposed thut
Dangel Dougherty, the famnous silver-tongued
orator, "who is one of the Tammiany party,
will present President Clegelanit’s nume 1o
the convention.  Dougherty®™expressea him
self for Thurman,  Thare were 305 wen in
the detegation of the New York county de
mocrney, A notable fipure  among  the
county men attencting penoral attention was
Colonel John 1L Fellows,  Tharman appears

been politically unfricudly to Thurman, and
wus one of the prinvipal factors i provent
e Lig nomination for the presidency in 1850,
Cilvin 8. Brice, of Lima, O., & million-
nire railroad mognate, 18 credited with
being the real original promoter of the Thur-
mwan boom.  He hewds the Ohlo  delegation,
The story goes thnt Heice has his eye on the
senutorinl seat occuplod by Souator Payne,
The Payne people pre not friondly to Erice,

the soldice candidate, However, thoy nssort
they have o strong following from Colorado,
Minnesots, Dakotn, Michigan, Ohio and
many from the south, Their ory is that the
ticket must have a soldier on it to win the
soldier vote,

The advocates of Governor Gray are mak-
me every cndeavor to stem the tide for
Thurman, but it scems they are losimg
ground, Every club nnid every delegation
that arrives has a volee for Thurman, al
though there aro o number who don't agree
with that sort of politics,

Town men who arrived this morning were
strong in their praise of the Old Roman and
belioved their delogation would vote that
wiy if they got o chance, However, there
wore some who advocated other candidutos
before the tide set in for the Olio man, and
they were reluctunt to chanpe.

Watterson’s friends are pushing him  for
permancnt chatrman, and though it hins been
conceded that Colonel I'at Colling had a
mortgage on the chair, thre appears 10 be a
fight yev on hiund for this honor,

The most interesting phase of the Thur-
man boom is the foct that it was started hy
party lenders residing outside of Ohio.  Con-
gressman Scott of Ponnsy Ivanm, hns wurmly
wdvoented the canse of the Old Roman from
the start,  Seott's support gives cureioncey to
the report that President Cleveland favors
Thurmun's nomination, and Senator Clormin
of Moavylnmd, is authentically roportad with
having stated this mornmg that he believed
the president had signifled to  Scott that
Thurman wis his choive.

The IMacific coast took a positive stand
this afternoon on tho guestion of second
place on the notional ticket.

THE VETERAN MUST SUuCCUMB.

General Sheridan’s Condition.

There will probably be
no  change  during the night ns
the sinking spells  usually come on
in the daytime, The action of the heart is so
rapid that more blood is forced luto the
heart than can be aereated, hence the con-
gestion and subsequent hemorrhage.

Midnight—Those waitingr at the bedside of
General Sherman are expecting the spark of
life to die out ut any moment, All the hope
and cheerfulness which warked Sunday has
gone, and instead of hope and life, it is des-
pair and death, Mrs. Sheridan, who has
been a constant attendant, bears every indi-
cation of hopelessness, The brave woman
realizes that there is no hope and that hor
gallunt husband is surely puassing away.
When the attuck came  on  todday,
it eame without the premonitory symp-
toms  which  have usually  manifested
themselyes, I wns sidden and
it was by the most strenous efforts that the
break in the thread of life was preventoed,
The general had  an hemorrhiage which
showed that hils lungs ave in o much worse
condition thun hias been admitted, Muasses
of vongulated blood of a dark color wore ex-
pelled from the lupes and the sands of life
soemed fast ebbing away. In spite of his
weak condition and the sapping of his  con-
stitution by his mititary cxertions he rallied
ut the lust moment when the énse seemed
lost, and just us his troops wore led from
hopeless defeat in the old days, so did his
determination to  defent disease overpowoer

the conqueray once agn. But it
wis  but the rally of n forlorn
hope,  He can not win,  He must suceumb,

To-duy the nurse from  Baltimore, the faith-
ful Sister of Charity who has been constantly
at his side, was compelled to give up, and
sho was relicved by another from that place,

Father Chappelle, of St. Matthew's church,
hias been at the house all evening. Ho is
still there and ready to administer the last
rites of the church.  Everyone has given up
hope, and while all admit thut previous pre-
dictions have not been borne out those pres-
ent todday say that the end 8 certainly
near, and that nothing but o miraele can save
hiwm.

lution, and the republicans vefused to be
deuwn into the  trap.  They  demanded
recagnition or a promise of it, and the chur
refused to recognize any republican, even to
make an ingniry. It was afraid that after
recognizing a republican member he would
call up o pension WU, It was a breach of
courtesy which was  unprecedented, and
which put the republicans on thelr metul,
There was lustantly o dead lock., A call of
the house wus demanded and the republicans
refused to vote, leaving the house without
a quorum, when Mr, Mills was compelled to
withdraw  his  vesolution and there was wn
immediate pdjournment.

AN ECCENTRIC CHARACTER.

Death of a Colorndoan Who Formerly
an the Omaha Ferry.

DeEsver, June 4.—|Special Telegram to
Tue Bee |—Commodore Stephen Decatur,
one of the mysteries of the west, died at Ro
sita, Colo, a small town in the Surmre doe
Cresto mountains, yesterday at an advanced
nwe.  Decatur's name was Stophion  Decatur
Bross, and he was born in Sussex  county,
New York, His elder brother was Licuten-
ant Governor Bross, of lllinols, and at one
time monager of the Chicago Tribune. De-
cator lived for a long time in Now Jersey,
whero he taught sehool,  One day I 1444 he
informed his wife that he must go to New
York. He left his home aod was never
heard from again, He cume west, dropped
the name of Brose and ran a ferry from
Omaha to Council Bluffs for several yoars,
Ono  day he was  approached by
his  brother, but denied  his identity
absolutely. He had dropped the Bross from
is name, and from New York drifted to  the
frontier. He had enlisted in Doniphan's

regiment, and was one of those who made
the fumous march under Kearney to Santa
Fe and Chibhuahua,  He was in Colonel Tuy-
lor's company and waz a brave and gallunt
soldier, He was widely nud  favorably
known a8 o citizen, a publie speaker and o
mian of edueation with the refined instinets
of o pentleman,  In 1850, with the throng of
ploncers who made thelr way from the Mis.
souri to the mountains, Decatur came to Col

orndo. From that dny to this his e is well
known to ull piopecr citizons, He was o
momber of the Third Coloordo rogi-
ment and &  participant in the Sand
Creclkk flght., Ho prospected and  mined
for muny years  about Cleorgetown

in Clewr Creek county nnd about Peru and
Montezums in Summit county.  He ropre
sented In 1807 and 1565 that district in the
territorinl legiglature. He also edited for o
time, the Georgetown Miner.  In 1570 he
represented Colorado at the Centenninl,
During this time he was recognizod several
times by his relatives, but always denied
his dentity., A delegation of vitizens from
his old home ealled on Lin and establishod
lis identity by miarks on his person, but he
maintained his atolld deninl,. He finslly
dritted off to minipg conmps and  died thore
vestorday alost peaniless,  No o oxplann-
tion of hLis eccentric conduct was ever ad-
vanced.
