lican has  lost money for ten years,
nnd it has  been  underatood  that
sinee  ex-Senator  Chandler  disposed  of

THE RENOMINATION OCHEATED NO EXTHUSTASM,

About forty minutes before President
Cloveland was renominated, and while the
house was considoring frooe hlul\mr, Sunsot
Cox sent to the speaker’s desk and had read
o Yfake” telegran from St Louis announe-
ing that President Cleveland had beén re-
nominatod by acelamution, There was si-
loneo for fully twenty scconds.  Mr, Cox had
been imposed upon.  'ne tolegram  bore
every evidence of genuineness and was read
in good faith and was so received, He px-
pocted to see the demoeruts in the house im-
maedintely jump into o wild state of excite-
ment.  After s painful peuse which seemod
guite a minute, Mr. Dockery of Missouri
bogan to clap his hands. He was jolned by
probably two-thirds of the democrats on the
floor, und  the applouse wes of about
the  usupl  proportions  given a  mem-
ber speaking when he makes o good
point,  hen there was o dead silence which
lpsted probabbly o hulf minute. Now the ro-
publicans bogan to applaud. They orose as
one man-and clapped their haods, whistled
and serenmed, and put the whole house into
excitement, At fiest the domacorats joined in
the demonstrition,  Then they say the irony
in the work of the republicans and they sat
down and lookaed sickly and bored. Mr,
Adnms of Chicago, Mr. Yuonther of Wiscon-
sin, and other ropublicans, when the applauso
subsid wl, oried out: “Clovelsnd is good
enouigh for us.”  When the dispatech was re-
ceivod later, making the truthful  announce-
went of Cleveland's renomination, no notice
was takon ol it,

COURATULATING MIL, CLEVELAND,

Spenker Carlisle spent the early poart of
the day at the white houss with the presi-
dent, and when he drove away this afternoon
ho did not go divectly to the cupitol, nor to
his horel.
