They Denounce the Proceedings of the
‘Biate Live Stock Shippers,

The report of the Nebraska Live Stock
Shippers  sasociation, as presented in Tue
Beg, ranscd vonsuderable comment among
the commission men,and the proposal to sup-
press quotations from  the newspapers was
uuiversally condemped. A fow of the lead-
ing commission wen were valled upon by a
reporter for this paper.  The frst gentlemun
s0en wis also a member of the association,
wnd he said;

“The shippers' association was started to
enceursge o friendly feeling among shippers
themselves, It wan intended they hLulllli
keep on their own termtory, koop each othor

profit, and combine when pecessary to ohtain
good rates from the railways. 1t was with
1 hat understanding 1 joined it, but there js &

ood deal of wicking sbout the way they ruu

posted as to prices that would afford a living -

that lust meetinig. 10 they want to run pack
ing establishiments and suppress newspaper
reports, I think it is o |.,r.un1 mistikoe. 1
think there are o few cranks who can't mako
o living nt the business, aml who want to
make out asott Job for themselves. ‘They
are generally the best talkers, and thoeie
views are generally taken up to make thewm
nuit,'

“If they want to go ahead and start one,
let them do it," suid one gentleman inter-
ested inone of the retineries, “the sooner
thoy do it the sooncr they will get exper
perience, and 1 think it will be sore exper-
lenee.  As to withholding reports  from
farmers who are feodors and shippirs, we
cun't do it and 0f we did we  would injure
their trade.  Every farmoer, who focds from
ono 1o fve lomls per year, goets not only the
Chicngo papers but weekly elrculars, and
if wo withheld them  we would be driving
the trade from South Omaha to Chicago,
Not even the business of the live stock ship-
pers is worth that."

Another suia: I think it s a farce., If
they could have made that thiog pan out, it
would have been done fifteen yvears ago,
Commission men try to keep only reguiur
sliippers posted, but a farmer who foeds and
wants to ship, usks for o market report; of
course he bs furnished one in writing,  As to
senling out men to buy, 1its only those firms
that hiave no one to sliap to them that do i,
and that don't burk the trade any,  As fur as
semding out men to solicity, it is done in
Chicagy und Kansas City, and South Omaha
can't ufford to stay behind. It advertises
the market and nelps the buyers at the smne

time. 1 think they're foolish.”
Another commission man: “They are o
1ot of men who cun't get along with others,

and are making trouble for themselves, |
thought it the rankest plece of foolishness 1
eor kuew men supposed to be In business
guilty of, The ldea of trying to keep the
stock raiser in the dark as to the value of his
stoek is not only ridiculous, but guilty. Thoey
want to own the earth, and they don't own
the stock they are kicking about.  When the
men who really do the shipping of the
misrket hear of It yon can bet to w m. Lhey
will withdraw From the whole hing '

Stitl another “rhe loudest-mouth men
among theun wee the mwen whe want the con-
mission wen 1o carry them wlong all the time,
The men who couldn’t get a doilar of oredit
at home are the men Who are tolking about

Supporting his stgtement
inan argtinient which ensued he sad it was
a notorious fact that the big, bald heads in a
church congregation or . theator  audience
wera much gor than the craniums of the
vounger men who eotld not wedr the hats of
the former without becoming lost in them,

*“The slzo of the brain, the quality helup
good, is the truo messuro of its power,’”
This proposition the professor was' réady to
maintain againgt all Jdissenters, When i
\\ s objeoted thot many groat men had smull
hewds, he argued that the quality was ox-
ceptionally  good and  had theis heads ' beon
lnrger they would have been still larger,
BBut, of course, this point ecan wever be
dotinitoly settled. Many people with  large
hoads lave very Hinited abilitics.
