mination. A small box , eighteen Inches long

nnd ten by eleven Inches square , open at
* 1)oth ends nnd thoroughly soaked Inside , was

lowered to the boards that were protecting
him. When u hole was made largo enough

the box was slipped through. At 10 o'clock-
n. . m. , Anderson , after trailing off all his
clothes , tied a rope around under his urins ,

i nnd holding his hands straight above his
head , was pulled through the box and finally

teleascd from bis prison. Duforn being raised
to the open air ins clothes were put on and
ttimulunts were administered.

After reaching the top of the ground ho

Was carried to the house , although ho asked
to bo allowed to walk , and placed under the
caroof Drs. Farlclgn , of Johnstown , and
Homey , of Amsworth. The doctors report
him doing well and are confident that he will
soon bo restored to health ,

Allhough showing the effects of his unfor-

tunate

¬

accident ho docs not look so emaciated
ns was expected.

After Anderson was taken into the house

the crowd gave thrco cheers for Henry
Archer nnd Gcorco Campbell , the men who

took him from the well. These men were so

overcome with fatlguo'and joy that when the
crowd began congratulating them they wept
like children.

So intense hns

teen the excitement and sympathy for the
unfortunate man that business of all kinds

u has been very much neglected. Farmers
left their fields , merchants their stores und
Hocked to the scone of the accident , of-

fering to lend a helping hand.
