COLONEL LORIN MILLER DEAD.

A Pioneer of Nebraska and a Promi-
nent Man in ltd Early Daye.

« Colonel Lorim Miller, one of the aldest and
most prominent citizens of Omana, quictly
breathed his Last nt 5120 yosterday afternoon
ut the residence of Mre. F. B, Sunborn, 518
Ronth Ninoteenth streot. e had lived to
the ripe old age of eighty-cight, and knew
svarcely paln or slekness up to the day of Lis
demise. The immediate cause of his death
wna Lthe failure of heart netion, eaused by
sonility, His life has been a long and use-
ful one.

His ancestors lived for a number of gon-
erations m the state of Vermont. He first
saw the light in Westmoreland, O nelda
county, New York, in the year 1800, Ju
early life he was o surveyor and has
been an engineer in New York, Wiscon-
sin and other states, About 1550 he
was married and three childron blessed the
union. He hos seon many of the most
thickly populated western states when they
were in g state of nuture and unmarked
with the ax or plough of the white man.
Whea hie passed throngh Ilinois to Wiscon-
sin at un carly day he drove over the present
site of Chicago whoen nothing was there but
Fort Dearborn and the swamp.

He canie to Omana October 10, 155, and
at that time the prairvie grass swayed in the
breeze whero unow stand the wmost statoly
bulldings in the city.  He tivst stopped st the
Bodell house, which stood then at the corner
of Haraney and Eleventh streets. He was
lready past the merdion of life at the time,
but his wife's health hoad béen  Tailing
for some thoo and he hoped thot o change to

etit hor.  Butin this he was most bitterly
disappointed, for inless than o yoear she was
dead, It was i terimble blow to him,  As tho
villuge of Uinnha commenced to grow he took
an active interest in all mattors rolating to
her prosperity. He surveyed Jeffrey's ad-
dition and also the additlon of Scriptown,
which Included a tract extending from Cum-
ing to Fort street, In this sddition he pur-
chased o blovk on Twenty-third and Charvies
strects, which is mow valuced at &0,000. In:
1560-67 he hield the position of mayor of Omaha
and performed at the same time the duties
of police magistrate. During his later yoara
be did conslderable newspaper work. Thoe
market reports in the paper were his particu-
lur hobby, snd he took great interest n
waiotaining his department of the Horald,
He also wrote tha political history of seventy
yoars ago.  He hiad met nearly all the promi-
nent men in public Hfe in his day and io his
wonderfully retentive memory wore stored
away a perfoct oyclopedia of facts relating o
their personal characteristics,. He was o
Jeflersanian democrat d; ed in the wool, and

whoen General Jackson bocame president  he
rode  clear to Waoashington in o stage
coach to congriatulate him, Whin

Clevelnnd  was inaugurated three yerrs ngo
he again made o pilgrimage  to Washington,
but this time by mail, He Is one’of o vory
Limlted  few who have culled on both Jack-
son and Cleveland His threo children are
ull hiving, the eldeat, Dr, George 1. Miller,
being o well known citizen of Omabn, His
otlier two chilidren, Mrs. Lysander Richard
son and Mrs. Johnson, live respectively at
Athol, Mass,, ond Geddes, N, Y, His wirfe
is burled at Cardiff, N. Y, aud {n compliance
with his expressed wish  his remains will be
lald by ber side,  The funcrul exercises will
probably occur to-morrow and will be pro-
sided over by the Freo Masons, of which
order he was o member in high stunding.
