The clork assigned him u
frout room on the sccond floor, and did not
se0 him any more till nearly 4 o'clock this
morning, when he was found crughed and in-
sunsible on the rock pavement below, where
he had fallen from wsecond story window.
Tired and worn out ho had fallen asleep in a
few moments after he rotired, but his
slumbers were disturbed by frotful dreams.

He was in the heart of a groat city where

They Will Not Pay License.

Kansas traveling men now have an antl-
lisanoa dealsion from their own courts, says
an exchange. On December 24 last a book
agant, named H. H, Pelton, was canvassing
in Fort Scott for & work sold only by sub-
scription. There is a city ordinance requir-
ing ‘‘drummers” to pay a licensé foe, whioh
for book and map agents is $1 a doy or §35 a
yvear. Pelton did not prooure a lloense, and
a compluint was filed sagainst him in the
police court. He was arreated, found gullty
and flued. He appealed to the district court,
and wes again dofeated snd ussessed $25 ana
costs, when he finally carried his case to the
supreme court. The main gquestion involved
was, whether a oity “may be empowered by
the laws of its own stuto to impose a license
tax upon & commercial ‘drummer,’ or other
persons of another state, for mercly offering
to sell poods by sanple.” The court holds
thut this question has been settled by the
supremne court of the United States in favor
of the “drummer,"” and reverses the decision
of the court below,

The second-class passengers are pro-
vided for on the main and lower decks,
the dining room being situated aft on
the upper deck. Itis twenty-seven feot
long aud forty feet wide, with room for
150 persons. The other apartments of
the second-class passengers, including
minety-six staterooms, are situsted on
the after end ol the maim and Jower
decks. The steerage passengers will be

uartered at the two extreme ends of
the lower and main decks., Their
berths are in the middle of the vessol,
leaving both sides of thelr eabins for
day occupation, Petty officers and crew
are accommodated forward, The ship
is well ventilated and islighted by eloc-
