The Indians Don't Like the
Commission's Tacties,
Aprnnpeix, Dak., Apust 9.—[Special Tele-
gram to Tie Bee, |—The reports of the impo-
litic dand threating policy of the commissioners
in treating with the Sioux at Standing Rook
receive full confirmation hoere, It is learned
that un ofMicer from Fort Yates, who passed
through Aberdeen carly lust week, just aftoy
the first conference al which he was present,
privately expressed the opinion to a friend
that the Indians would never sign the treaty
unless different tactics were adopted,  He
also declared  that Judge Wright, in his
opening  specch  to the  council, after
defining the terme of the treaty, told the
Indians  that they  must = aign  or
the povernmaoent would take their
lands  without compensation, and employ
soldiers to seatter them among the raserva-
tions in different parts of e west, The

EVARTS SPEAKS IN OPPOSITION,
Mr. Blair Allndes Sarcastically to the
Possibillty of a War With
Great Breitnin — Matters
in the House,

Senate,

Wasnmsorox, August 0. —Mr. Palmer in-
troduced u bill in the senate 1o day for the
prrchase of the Portage Lake and River Im-
provement cotipany's catnl, ete. Referred
