MR. PUTNAM'S SIN OF OMISSION,

The Penmls of a Fisherman's Life
Graphically Portrayed—A Big Bolt
in the American Party's
Convention,

Blaine's Reception at Portland,

Ponrnaxn, Me., Augnst 15.—A great mass
moeeting was held o the City hall this after-
noon o express 4 Wwelcome to Hon, J. G,
Blaine. ‘I'hree thousand persons were pres-
ent. Whoen My, Bluine appedred in the vor-
ridor of the bullding o grear shout went up
from the ceowd outside, and  wis  re cehoed
by the thrones in the hall, the men cheering
and the ladies waving  their hundkerchiofs,
Asthe gentleman ascended the plutform,
Gonoeral Heory B, Cleves was ealled upon to
preside.  He spoke brietly upon introducing
Mr. Blune,  Mr, Blaine in response sald

SMr. Chadrman, Lodies and Gentlemen: [
sliould not have left my home the day after
my arrival, but for my desire to foel mysolf
onee more In touch with those with whowm 1
have fa previous times fought in many good
republican contests [cheers), and once more
to compure notes with those upon whose wis-
dom the party has wways relied—namely,
the republicin masses—as to what should be
done ut this  crisia in the po-
litical affaivs  of the conntry and in
the history of the party which is its great
defender,  When Prestdent Cleveland de-
Hvered his messape he hnd something to spy
1o the American ll.'uilil‘ about the dungoer of
rusts.! 1 think there have since been no
flemoeratie papers in the country, whothor
they understand the meaning of the word or
not, that have not been  constantly  wamming
the people ns to the horeiple danger of trusts,
[Lnughtor. | Wello 1 shinll not discuss trusts
this alternoon, 1 shiall not venture to sy
thut thay are  altogether  advantageous
or disadvantapeous.  'They  are  largely
private  affalrs with which neither
Prosident Cloveland nor any private citizon
bas any rizht to interfers.  Aside from that,
a point which I wish to impress apon you is
thot trusts are  not  the  outprowth,
nor in anyway  on ineident  of, o
protective polley, #s the president charges;
that u protective policy no more brecas what
the president considors a pestilence of trusts
thun does the veriest (oo teade country in
the world, which s Englind—for Eaglund is
literally plastered all over, under hior system
of free trade, with trusts.  The vory day bes
foro I amiled for home 1 eot from s London
}lmnml an announcement that all manufac-
lurers of coftins and all the undertakers of
the united kingdom had gong inth o trost;
that it was to consist of &2 000,000 capital,
which, it the lnoguago of the Eaelish finan-
cial markot, was 1o havo s lnerge nonber of o
‘preferentinl bwonds,’ aod that the yvearly

cath rate might be expected to yvield » semi-
annval dividend of 12 per cent. Now, |
think, my friends, that we might safely bury
all the preswfent's predictions of evil from

trusts o this country in tho
Hraves in which those coffins
are  wbout  to  po, preferentinl  bLonds

and all. And we might do this safely by
showing thut so far froma protoctive policy
generating trusts, ao ftter free trade policy
anernles them in far  greater numbers,
nd thus 1 leave the guestion,

“In. Muaine we uare not able to de-
vale  oulsclves wholly to natlonal
tlections,  and am  glad that both

parties have nominated gentlemen of un-

suys the Argus, ‘Mr. Potnam  discussed
geveral features of the treaty, showing the
practical benefits which our fishing fleot

would derive from the treaty. But
the Argus didn't think it worth while
to mention wnat thoso points of Mr.

Putnam’s were.  On all points of eriticisin of
Mr, Frye's speech, Mre, Putnam was tull to
aflfuence, but just ina breathing spell, or as
Avtemus Ward used to say, YAt this point,
desiring to rest my voice, I will tell yvou a
little story ;" so ubout the time that Pulnam
gyt balf way in his speech he seems to have
necded a hittle rest, und told all these out-
faizes to the American fishing feet which he
didn't seem to include in his regular speech,
pud which the Argusdido’t deem worth while
ruporting.
‘If  there is  anything in  the
world about which the American pen-
le are concerned  to-day  touching
is fishery question, it is the interest of the
fishing tleet, and that (s the very point which

MERCY ©*"ED THEIR NECKS.

Sonator Teller's Seathing Rebuke of
a Southern Brigadier.

HEARTY SUPPORT OF HARRISON.
His Chinese Record Endorsed By Rep-
recentatives From States Most In-
terested—Vest's Viiuperation
Goes For Naught.

Teller's Trenchant Thrusts,
Wasmiyarox Beapav TaeOvana Bee,

Wasmisaron, D, C., August 15,
A sensationnl debate occurred in the sen-
ale today over i vory old amld stale subject.
In his specch on the fisherics auestion, yos.
terday, Sanator Morgan, of Alabama, who
has spoken about two hundred thousand
words in favor of the fisherios troaty, de-
clared  that the democrats, o the position
they occupied in the sennte on the fisheries
trenty, were more patriotio and toyal to their
government than the gentlemon on the other
sileeof the chamber, and that the mwen who
fought prainst the unwon durmg the lite war
were under no ebligagons to the north for
the treatment they receiveds that if the
north hoad had the courage, it would have
sont every offfeer in the confederute nrmy 1o
the gallows after a drum-head court mar-
tinl, Senator Morein also cast o serious ro-
flection upon the late administration of Pres-
ident Avthur.
TELLER SRINS THE CONFEDEHATES,
Senutor Teller this afternoon covered him-
solf with eradst by a defense of the Arthur
administration, with which he was con-
nected, and o gencral reply to the insinu-
ations of the scenator from  Alabama, The
spucch of Senntor Teller was one of the
most patriotie, vinging and courngeous  éyver
dellivered tn the senate,  Ho declared that at
no time during the administration of Presi-
dent Arthur hpd there been the slightost in-
fringement of the rlightsof the United States
under tho Canadian treaty of 1518, but that
during tho three years that President Cleve-
land hus been in the white house more than
four humdred vessels have been selzed by
the Cunadian authoritics, and wore than

two thousamd vissels have been
bourded by Cunudian and Hrit-
15h officors and all sOrts of

outraros have been perpetrated without o
demand on the part of the American govern-
ment for a respectable apology, and not a
decent explanstion huad been received. e
informoed the friends of the treaty that under
no former administeation would the Cana-
dian government have dared to commit the
atrovitics amd the infringemoents of treaty
rights which hiave been perpeteated repeat-
edly under the present administration. He
could not ee how it was that the wen who
stealily fought during the late wir to de-

stroy the uunion and the American flag
waere  more  eapible  of  being  patri-
otic and loyal to that government thau

those who have steadily snpported and fought
forit.  Hoe informed the confederate senutors
that they owed the positions they now occupy
to the merey of the north, that of it had pot
been for such troatmont as Goneral Grant
extendoed at the surreniler of Lee, when he
bagle the confederates take their horses and
fmplements home and use them in putting in
their spring crops and issned rations for their
support, that every confoderate offeer and
every confederate soldier would have been
punished for treason under the martial laws
which prevailed uv the time. He wus sorry
to see men stand in the senate to-day and up-
hold secession, conlederacy, insurrection and
war aguinst the union and still be ungrateful
for that mercy which the north had extended
to thewm.
SPLITTING JLAIE TO SAVE NECRS,

Senutor George, of Mississippl, attempted
to argue with Senator Teller that under the
constitution the confederates at the close of
the war were not smenable to the martial
law, were not subject to trial by court mar-
tial, but were civilians, and were entitled to
triul by Jury. Senator Teller replicd by suy-
ing thut it wus over a yeir after the surren-
der at Appomattox before peace was declared

by the vresident. This was long after
all of the coufederates were presumed
to have pgone to  their ' homes and

entered upon their pursnits in civil life. He
added, however, thut any time during these
iong months every confederate senutor upen
the ficor of that chamber could have been
tried by court murtial utid executed as a coms
mon felon. So far as the north not having
the courage or the power to enforce the
martial law, so far as the trial and execution
of the confederate officers was concerned,
Senator Teller said, the north had the grand-
est army that was ever martialed, and that iv
had not only been onabled to suppress the
disloyal and unpatviotic insurrectionists in
the south, but that it had the resources to
maintain  the poverty-stricken people for
months after the war.
HARIISON'S CHINESE RECORD,

Two or three weeks ago Senator Vest read
the record of General Harrison on Chinese
legislution, publisted In these despatches,
and took offense at the unfavorable light in
which it pluced himself. This afternoon the
senutor took occasion to read what he said
was a complete record which he himself hod
prepared. It was all old and exploded mat-
ter—burnt powder. When he sat down the
sonators fram the Pacitle slopwe arose and en-
dorsed in the strongest possible terms Gen-
eral Harrison’s every aot in Chineso  legisla-
tion. Senator Stewart of Nevada made a
mugnlticent  presentation of  the record
of not only General Harrison but
of the entire republican party on the
sublect,  Senator Dolph of Oregon, who is
vory familiar with the Chinese guestion and
General Harrison's rocord, sald the general
stinds stronger before the country than if he
hind never opposed any proposition on the
subject. Ho suld that General Harrison
would willingly bave voted for the bill in
question if it bad come within the limits of
existing laws that the peneral offered an
amendmdnt, Hmiting the restriction Lo ten in
stead of twenty yoars, which would have
brought it within the treaty stipulations, and
that if the nmendment had beco accepted he
would have voted for the LILL  As it was he
vould not support it because it was in conflict
with thesacred obligutions of the government,
Some of the most eminent scenators on the
floor took the same position at the time,
Senator Mitchell's endorsement was most
vigorous and complete, Then Sonator Alli-
son took hold of the subjoct, and there was
nothing to be said when ho sat down. In the
course of his remurks Senator Allison paid
the republican candidute o splendid tribute
for his every act in the senato and every
cloment of his pure character and eminent
pbility, Vest's effort proved a miserablo
boomerang, but he vented his spleen aod
thut was all he hioped to accomplish,

INDIAN DEPREDATION CLAIMS,

To-day, in the senate, Mr. Padaock pre-
sonted an amendment to the house bill now
belore the committee on lndian depredation
oliims, which will obviate and correct the
nbsurd smendments tacked onto that measure
when it was considered before the lower
body. The amendment, as proposed, is os-
sentinlly the same measure introduced some
wonths ugo by Senutor Paddock, and which
provides for a court for the adjudivatien nnd
payment of cladms vising from Indian depre-
dutions, Asawended fu the house all claims
which had becu heard before the interlor de-
partmont were barred, us were all clalns
whicl had not been presented  within throo
yvears from the thme of the alloged loss,
These smeandments practically destroyed the
utlity of the bill and an effort will be made
by Ltlie senits o covroot the foult,

CHICAGO'S I'OSTAL ROBBERY,
The

P'riconers Hint at An Internna-
tional Mail Robbing Gang.

Curcaao, Aupust 105—[Special Telogram
to Tue Bee, | —"IUs altogether the most ex-
tengive postofice robbery on record,” said
Inspeotor Vidder to a reporter, referrving to
the story of the arrest of the two postoflice
thicyes which was told In these dispatolies
last night, “There is no question that Mack
is a8 puilty as Von Oberkampf—perhaps
more so, We are not certam yet as to
whether the two moen had  accomplices, or
exactly how thoy operated. Unless they
mifikee wo full confession it will also be im-
possible  to tell how many letters they
have stolen.  They eould as well have stolen
10,000 as the 1,000 we found."

To o reporter Von Oberkampl, one of the
prisoners, hinted of a great conspiracy or
orgunization to rob the mails, and said he
wus only an humble tool In its employ, He
sufd.

“Edwards, my employer, Tthink I can find
if I nm accompanied by the detectives, and if
he is caught it will reveal o gung of postoflice
robbers who are working in every state in
the tnion und under ope general managinge
head, It is also an International mail robbing
pung. 1 first met him,' said he, *about four-
teen months ago when gboard a ship. I came
over to this country thén, He asked meto
work for him.  He said he was in the secrot
service and also in the Insurance advertlsing
business and purchasing agency pursuit in
New York, As Lwas cobversant with severul
lungiinges he desived to employ me.  Ho
made me copy aud teansiate 1Prénch, Eng-
lish and Goerman, and gome English 1o other
tongues.  Most of this work was pertaining
to iusurance business. In pay he gave me
an averasy of #2120 week.,  The greater por-
tion of this wus in postige stamps, which he
took from uncancelled letters, mn’l which 1
disposod of at drog stores and cigar stunds,'"

“Ind you not usk him about this strange
manner of recompense i

“Yes. He replied that ho obtained them
in his business us stamps for samples, and as
he used only government envelopes he liad
no use for them, He often enjoingd me to

Eeen my mouth shut about his business,
1 camme here first il stoppod
ut 710 Wist Muadison streot,

He arcived later from New York, Twrote i
good hand and did his insurance work and
transinting, He was also connected with
the national labor bureau, and, Timagined, an
agont forsome foreign government.
