ONE HUNDRED AND FIVE LOST.,

The Torrible Result of the Collision
of Ocean Vessols,

LOOKING UP THE GEISER'S LIST.
The Thingvalln Heaches the Harbor
at Haltfax This Morning—Cap-
tain Lamb  Tells His
Ktory ol the Wreck,

New Yok, August 17. —A corrocted list of
the lost in the steamship eollision is 105 as
given by Captain Muller, of the steiamer
Goiser.  The Guoiser carrvied ninety-three
pussengerd and a erew of forty-three, Of tha
passengers fourteon wero saved, and of the
crew seventeon,  The agents of tho line
al Worcester, Mass , SL Paal, Chicaro and
Philadelphin have been notiffed  to send on
thelr lists of tickets sold on the Goser,

Al 10 o'clock this morning the agent for
the line recoived a dispateh from Coaprain
Lamb that the Thingvalla had arrived safely
nt Halifax. Captam Muller, of the Geiser,
went before the Danish consul this morning
and swore to  his  statement  of  facts
connected  with  the collison. The con-
sul stuted  that  the  clroumstances
sttending the collision will be
fnvestigated here on the arrival of Captain
Lonmb, instend of at Coponhagen, as the
principal  witnesses  can be more easily
renohod in New Yorik,

Captain Muller states that at the time of
the collision he was about thirty-five miles
south of Sable Island and about 155 miles off
Halifax,

The passengers of the Thingvalla were
registered in Costle Gurden to-day, and only
await tho arvival of their boggage. A nuimn-
ber of women seom not to have fully regov-
ered from the shock.,

The survivors of the erow and such of the
passongers as wish will leave to morrow by
the Slavonin, of the Humboldt line, The os-
timated Joss on the vessel is 60,000 and the
loss on the cargo about 120,000, The com-
puny, it is said, will, as far us is o their
power, indemnify the survivors,

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STORIES OF THE WRECHK.

A Graphic Description By the Thing-
valln's Captain,

Hiniras, Avgust 17, ~The Danish steamer
Thingvalln was signalled off the harbor at 6
o'clocle this morniog in charge of a pilot,
She erawled along at the rate of two miles
un bour, and three hours elapsed before she
arrived at tho wharf of Pickford & Black,
her agents.

The Thingvaila presents o strange spece-
tacle with nearly the whole of her bow
torn away, leaving an immense hole ex-
posed to  view. The powerful  iron
plates were broken through and snapped
off us if they were of card board. Crowds
flooked to the wharf to see the stenmer, and
wonder is expressed that she ever resched
port. After repairing she i8 to reload her
cargo and procecd for New York.,

Captain Lamb of the Thingvalla has im-
posed o silence upon his sewmen ns to the
disaster, but bas himself propared o state-
ment of the details of the collision as he
knew nod suw them. This I8 the captaiun's
story:

1t wus about 4 o'clock on the morming of
Tuesday, August 14, when my socond of-
fleer came down and 1 asked hilm how the
weather was, He saud it was rainlng, but
not fopriey. A Tew minutes linter [ heard a
telographic sigonal for the engines to reverse,
Leaping  from m,]v berth I ran for the
deck. As I was hurrying up the epllision
oecurred, 1t was a territie shook, the steam-
ers coming together with o frightful crash,
Rushing forward 1 found the Thingvalls
locked with nnother steamer which 1 did not
then know.  As I appearcd 1 saw a man,

whom [ alterwards found to be the
Geiser's second oflicer, jump on
to my deck. My steamer had

ent right through his room, where he was
pound usleep, ung he leaped out of his bunk
to the Thingvalla's deck. 1 went toquiet my
excited passengers, who were orowded on
the deck, and were shouting and crying with

CAr.

“The officers were already engaged in cut-
thng away and lnupching the life boats, One
of the Thingvalla's borts had jJust been  low-
ered when the other steamer went down,
stem fest,  This scene was a frightful one,

Some of her  puassepgors  were  rushe
mg madly about her deck, while oth-
ers were  crowded  in o several  boats

in the water, 1 belleve that muany passen-
gors must have been killed in their bunks by
the force of the gollislon,  As the steamer
plunged beneath the water, carrying down
those on Boued, she capsized  the boat that
bad got wway. The air was rent with ngo-

nizing  shricks and  prayers. Muost
of tho people  prabably  went down
with the steamer Geisor, They  wore

followed soon after by the ill-fated souls in
the boats, who must have beon sucked under
as the boat sink., The eries of the dylog
gl ring in my ears, Three of our bouts
were plrendy lounched und trying to save us
many as thoy could from tho doomed Gelser,
but it was slow work, as comparatively few
managed 10 keep aflout after the steamer's
disappenrance,
v “The two vessels were not more than one
hundred fect apart whon the Gedser weut
down, The sercams of the drowning lasted
probably two minutes, and suduenly all be-
came guict, Our three boats returned loaded
with the saved who had been picked up in
the water or oft the bottoms of thelr cap-
sized bouts, 1 sent them back o continuo
thesearch for the survivors, but they re-
turned with only the corpse of a wornan.
“The day was just beginning to break when
the collision cecurred. It was raluing, but,
as the second oficer had told me just before,
it wus not foggy. The assistant enmineer
was saved with o broken arm, while his two
compauions were lost, 1In my opinion nearly
all the poople on the Geiser's deck aud in

the |boats  sunk with the steamer,
Everything that we could possibly do
to save them WS douae, Aftor

the Geiser disappeared we began jettisoning
the cargo to keep the Thingvalla atlout. Be-
tween ¥ and 10 o'clock we stopued throwing
the cargo over aud got Lo work repairing up
comppartments. We were lealting badly, At
11 o'clock the steamor Wieland hove in sight
und we transferred full tho rescued passcn-
gors, as well as our own 450 passengers,
to her, The Wieland proceeded about
§ o'clock in the afternoon, leaving us steer-
hn:‘r?r New York, We decided to head for
ax,

“The Gelser had been seen by our first
officer several minutes before the collision.
She was nearly stralght shosd of us,
but o little on our port bow, She
starboarded to ‘g:r. out of the wa
and we ported. o should have rorw
likewise. Our whistlo was not blowing at
the tame, as there was no nead for it.”

A Passenger Describes At

New Yonrg, August 17.—[Special Tele-
gram to Tue Bes|—The following graphic
account was given by a young druggist
named Jansen Castborg, who was a passen-
ger on bonrd the Thingvalle, enroute to Gal-
veston, Tex., with his sister:

UTL was Just about daylight and all, with
the exeeption of myself and a few friends,
wore asleep, whon all of g sudden we heard a
scufling of feot on deck and then a crunch-
ing noise.  Then for a moment all was still.
In asocond all the passengers were out of
their berths and  all rushed  for the compan-
ionway sereaming, and the din was deafen-
ing, purticularly feom the lower deck, where
the people with familics were loeated. After
considerable difeuity 1 got on deck and
rushod o see what the damasge was, and
just hore 1 wish 1o state most emphatically
thiat no whistles waere blown on the Thing-
vislln before the collision.

“I wont to the frant of the vessel and saw
A gap of about twelve feet, On the left side
the plates were rolled ap sud on top of them
luy part of the corpse of uman, and the whole
ston was covered with blood and fragments of
flesh, which were soon washed off by the
waves.  The eaptaimn then ordersd everyone
on deck and after an examination the pas-
seneers were told that there was no danger
and they became quiet, The women oo the
occasion behaved  splendidly. On the right
gide the plates were broken off completely,
and I saw the bow of our ship go clean into
the stateroom, and an offieer of tho Geiser
chimbed up by the chain attached to the
anchor, During this time there was a ter-
rible rain storm, which was more the cause
of the extreme darknoss than any fog,

“I'he Gelser began o sink gradually and
i eight or ten minutes passed down out of
sight. There was un effort made on our ship
to lower the boats, but [t was so very dark
that we could not see whether it was human
beings or not that were Hoating around the
ship. But a man's voive screamad out in the
midst of the excitement thint he was bitten by
u shurk. The screaming was something
awful. It was fully twenty minutes before
the boats were lowered. We all stood on the
dock looking ut the people belng saved, but
were powerless 1o do anything ourselves, I
saw three boats of the Geoser, One was
turned upside down, another smashed in the
storm,  while  the  third  had  two
men who  were  holding up a woman
between them who seemed to bo dead.
Soveral  had  life  preservers  on,  but
wore swallowed up  in the  whirlpool
muwdo when the Geiser went down, Some
came nguin to the surface and wore picked
up. A number of us got life proservers nud
atood ready to east them out, Llﬂ. I must say
that T wondered that so few were seon aftor
the ship's sinking. A great number must
hiave been drowned in their berths,

“In ubout an hour and o half the boats ro-
turned and the saved wore hojsted on board
by ropes and partly by thegaid of a rope

lndderwhich had been lowoered over the side,
When they wero got on deck they were made
to sit down and they wore given u glass of
brandy aplece. T

‘hey seemed for the most
spirits, The emigranis
were well treated by the people on the
Thingvalla, The passengoers und crew then
went to work to shift the cargo from the
stem to the stern, as well as the chain
unchor, ety on the Thingvalla, This had o
good effect on the passcogers, and they got
cheerful and buoyant, as all we had to fear
wis i storm,  Tho shattered bulkbead had
been baeked with planks aud hogahewds, and
could stand little shock. We were making
about two knots an hour when, about noon,
wo saw the Wieland, Aftor some talk be-
tween tho captains we were taken on board
the Wielund, being only allowed to take a
small valise each. It was my first expericnce
of n veynge across the Atluntie, and I think
it will last me my lifetime,”

GROVER DOWNS THE CANCG.

He Causes a Commotlon in the Dem-
ocratic Camp.

CALVIN S, BRICE TO BE DEPOSED.

Cleveland Fears That He s Being
Knited in the House of His
Fricuds — Hill  Also
Set Aaside,

The Democrats Disturbed.

New Youx, August 17.- |Spocial Tele-
grum to Tre Bee. | —A bombshell was thrown
into the democratic camp this afternoon
when it becnme noised about that Calvin S,
Hrice, of Ohio, chairman of the national
democratio executive committos, would be
deposed from his position by order of Presi-
dent Clovelind, who is dissatisfied with his
line of policy., It is said that President
Cleveland objecta to him bocause of his
apnthy in the work, his fondness for inter-
views, and his general mmeMelency, This, it
18 nlleged, has disgusted the president, It is
authoritatively stated that Senator Arthur
P. Gorman, of Maryland, a bitter foe of tha
mugwumps, has been selected to lead the
democrutic hosts in the coming struggle.
The most significant part of the new ar-
rangement s that Kugene L. Higgins, of
Muryland, is to be the new chief elevk of the
committees

Another story that has startled the demo-
crats here {8 that President Cleveland has
declded to set Governor Hill aside, The
president intends to carry New York state

without the assistance of the gov-
ernor, On this  account the Hill men
are lknifing him at every opportunity.

Cicaoon, August 17.—[Specinl Telegram
to Tie Bee.]—"*They are doing all they can
to beat Cleveland,” said o leading tariff roe-
former to a reporter this morning, referring
to the attitude of the democrstic nutional
committee, “It is a protectionist committee
clear through to the backbone, and it has
more interest in maintaining  monopoly than
in electing Cleveland, [ eannot eonceive
whatever lod Cleveland to accept the londer-
ship of men whom he knew to be diametri-
cully opposed to the policy by which he must
staud or fall,

how, His salvation lies with the people, 1f
they get hold of the idea that ho is to be sold
out in the house of his friends they
will take the bit between their teeth and re-
fuse to be guided by tho hand of monopoly
toward their own destruction.”

Seerctary Dan Shepard, of the republican
stitte committee, in speaking of Chairman
Brice, said that he thought the trouble was
that Mr. Brice was trying to ran the cimn-
palgn just as he ran his private business,
“And you ean’t run a campaign that way,”
suld the veteran politician, “Now, I imagine
that Mr. Brice, if he had a deal on hand,
sald yes or no short off—no leaving loose
ends, no trusting to luck and circumstances.
But polities can’t be run like railroads. You
can't caloulate just what may be done, Your
nicest plans may miscarey. My unpression
of Chairman Brice is that he has done what
he thought was best, accul'diug to his lights
and training, and I put no faith in s alleged
or suspected antagonism to Mr. Cleveland."

INpraNaroLs, August 17.—Delegations
from three stutes, Ohlo, Indiana aud Dlinois,
aggreguting between nine and ten thousand
people, paid their respests to the republican
presidential nominee to-day. The first dele-
gution arrived ot noon from Paxton, I,
and from that hour until 4 o’clock excursion
trains  continued to pour their thou-
spnds  inta  the city until  Meridan,
Washington and Pennsylvania streets he-
came almost impassable.  The number of
brass bands and drum corps marching about
the city wius not less than twenty, Themost
pretentious demonstrations were made by

It was 4:80 o'clock when the lust delegation
reached University park, and the crowd of
10,00 people stuud‘ densely iuu‘ked about the
speaker's stund, Judge Willlam Lawrence
spoke in behslf of the Ohlo delegation.
Among the other speakers were Judge (&,
R. Starr, of Keokuk:; Hon. Frunk Cook, of
Paxton, and Prof. W, D), Saunders, of Jack-
sonville. To these addresses General Huar-
rison responded as follows:

“I return most cordially the greetings of
these friends from Obio, Indiana and Illinois

Cuteaao, August 1 |Special Telegram
to Tue Boe]—The alr brukes wouldn't
work, and, helpless to awert & disaster, the
ongineer stood at his post and dashed through
8 freight train running stealght across  his
path. The freight was eut in two, five or six
of the cars where smashed into smithereens,
and the passenger engine wrecked,  The pas.
sengers were shaken up considerably, but
not a drop of blood was offared up.

The aceident occtirred on the Burlington
road lust night, At that hour the St Paul
passenger of threo bagenge cars and flve
conches coming east whistled for the Pan
Handle crossing at Westorn avenue, The
train was then o half mile away. The lights
were at the crossing signifying that o train
was pagsing.  The engineer put on the air
brikes, but to his horror they rofuscd to
work. He then whistled for hand brakes,
but by this time the t-rul‘ wis at the oross.
ing going av the rate of Afteen miles an hour,
With a crash the engine struck the middle of
the |quing tealn, The ear striuck wad thrown
over and pushed along the track, drageing
three others with it.  They were also demor-
alized. The engincer and his fireman crouched
down in  their cab, fu"l‘i expecting
to be crushed any moment, There was a
great crash, and the smokestuck wus alimost
torn off, The side of the engine was seraped
and the boiler indented, and the engine
ftsell ran off the track, but in ten or twenty
feet boyond the crossing she stopped and the
occupants of the cab immediately jumped to
the ground,

At one time it was thought that many
peaple had been injured and killed and the
police with a patrol wagon were soon on
hand. Their services were not needed, how-
ever, und they returned to the stution, The
train struck was a fast tranafer freight. The
engineer on the passenger says somebody had
opencd the wvalve just at the back of the
engine, allowing the alr to escapo, and the
brakes were uscless, It was impossible to
stop the train in time with the hand brakes,

The oficiuls of the company statea this
morniog that an inve: Jgation wounld be had
atd the truth of the engineer's story de-
termined,  On severil occasions since the
strike of the enginecrs the air breaks of
passenger trains had been tampered with in
the same way, and on one occasion a mun
was caught in the act of opening the air
vilve, This is the fiest aceident, however,
that has been cansed in that way.

IMMIGRATION ABUSES,

Yesterday's Investigation By the Con-
gressional Comnrittee.

New Yorg, August 17.—The investigation
of immigriunt abuses was resumed to-day by
the congressionul committes at the West-
minster hotel. Superintendent Jackson of
Castle Garden, secretary of the immigration
commission, testified. He said that in busy
times uboiit four thousand immigrants lund
daily, The largest number landed in any
one day was 00, He explained the work
imrs of Castle Gurden in detail.  Laust year
W0 nnmigrants were returned to Europe.

Walter Mclntosh, secretary of the United
States Watehmakers' association, testified to
severdl cases of importation to this country
from Switzerland, undeér contruct to work in
the watch case factory of the Waltham
Watch company.

Lincoln's Suit Denied.

The cases of the Lancoln board of trade
against the HB. & M. Railroad company in
Nebraskn and asainst the Missouri Pacitic
railropd company have been decided by the
inter-state  commerce commission, which
fails to find any suffivient reason for a change
in the rates complained of in eithor caso,
The rates charged from Chicago to Lincoln
which were browght in question in the first
complaint wore soon after materially reduced
and at the same  time the disparity between
them and the rates from Chicago to Omaha
was so modified that the difference conforms
from the eity to the relative distances, The
considerations controlling  the proper ad-
justment  of rates  to interior Neo-
bruska points are stated. The rates
from St, Louis to Lincoln, which were chal-
lenged in the second case, were also ehanged
before the hearing both in amount aud rela-
tively i favor of Lincoin and the present
difference is sustained o view of the more
favorable situation in Omaha and other Mis-
sourl river poiots, the St, Lonis rates being
governed by the Chicago rates,

MILITARY RESERVATION SURVE Y8,

Inthe sennte to-day Me, Manderson offered
anamendment to the general defleioney ap-
provristion bill appropriating 830,04 to con-
tinue and complete surveya of abandoned
militury reservations,  With the amendinent
he submitted o letter from  Secrctury Vilas
for the information of the committee on ap-
propriations, statiog that no stops havoe bheen
taken for the sale of Fort Mer*horson  mill-
tiry  resorvation in Nebraska, and  the
directions given to the commissioner of the
general land ofMlce by letter of January
97, 1857, to cause the reservation, with others
of similar character, to be surveyed and
platted with & view to their disposal under
the provisions of the act of July 5, 1884,
The reasons that no action hus been taken
are that the Forty-elghth congress failod to
make appropriations for the continuance of
the office of United States surveyor general
for Nebraska and lowa, or to formally colose
or aboilsh the oMce and the general land
commissioner is not yet empowered to not as
ex-offlcio surveyor zeneral for that  district,
and the total llability of the surveya of the
abandoned reservation, wuthorized by de-
partmental contract, amount to within a
small fraction of the total approprintion of
$20,000 made by the act of March 8, 1885, for
that purpose.

THE DEMOCRATS AND PENsSIONS,

The republican members are very well

pleased to-might over the record they have
made during the past week on their proposi-
tlon which bas created a deadlock in the
house, 'l‘hei-1 have steod sohidly together in
support of the motion made by Mr. Mornll
of KHansas to set uside two days for pension
legislution, and the policy of the democrats
has been to vote almost solidly agalust the
proposition, or to refrain from voting alto-
goether, thus lewving the house without a
quorum, Every republican has voted steadily
in favor of ponsion legislution and ouly avery
few northern democrats have voted with,
The great body of democrats have re-
rmme:] from voting and bave shirked,
thus placing the democratic majority in
diveot opposition to pension legisiution. The
reault has been a dendlock, which has pre-
vented all kinds of work, mcluding confer-
ence reports, appropriation bills and other
privileged matter, which the necds of the
country demand shail receive immediate con-
sideration. The republicuns intend to stand
out some time langer and to force the demo-
crats, If possible, to show their hunds more
slaivly than they have. There is no proba-
Lility that a special order for pension bills
will be made, as the democrats wili sacritice
any interest to prevent the passage of a pen-
sion bill, This is the first time the republi-
cans have had an opportunity to force a
irect issiie and to make the demoerats as a
party vote their sentiments.  They have sue-
ooeded sdmirably, though it hus been at
great eost,

KANSAS SUGATR EXPERIMENTS A FAILURE.
