Judging from the
signal service map and from private ndvlces
from a great inuny iralntslho district visited
by frosts embraces the northern half of

The
temperature throughout Unit district ranged
from 'M to 80 degrees , and otic-quarter Inch
of Ice Is reported from several points. Frost
is reported ni far south as Aberdeen , thus
nhowlng that the southern line Is somewhat
ragged and Irregular. The extent of the
damage can as yet only bo guessed at , but
