THE KASSIDEAN KNIGHTS,

They Institute a Lodge With a Good
toll of Members—Death Benefits
Discussed — Foresters Celebra-
tion—General News.

The Kassidean Knightas,

Forvver two weeks Mr. E, T. Kaim, deputy
grand organizer of the order of Kassidean
knights, of Kansas City, has been in this city
working for the establishment of a new lodge
of thatorder in this city. His efforts have
been most successful, and yesterday morning
Dr, A. Gilbert, D.D,, LL.D,, of Dubuqgue,
grand hierophant of the order, arvived in the
city to institute the lodge, which hus been
organized und named St, James Priory, No. 5.
The order, which has for its motto Unity,
Toleration, Charity, is a revival of the
Ancient lostitution of the Chasldim—the
*Pletists,” callod also “Knights of the Tem-
ple at Jerusalem,” because they were
capecially commissioned to keep the porches
and approaches of that holy erection fun state
of repuir. They were also styled the Assideans
and were “mighty men in lsrael” us late us
the time of the patriotic Maccabeus, True to
their country, their religion and their vows,
they were the first to come to the help of the
vallant Mattathing when he innugurated that
wonderful and successful revolt against for-
eign tyranny, which has few parallels in
history,

After the death of Judas Maceabeus about
150 13, €., the order withdrew into the isso-
lntad parts of the then known woreld aod
waore but little heard of for vears,

About one hundred and  fifty  vears onfter
the Old Dispensation had given pluce to the
New, the Order nearly  disappenrs from his-
tory. It hnd, as the tradition informs us,
become very much moditied undor the intly
ence of Christianity, nnd aceepted Jesus as
being *“1lim that was to come.”

The A, K. 1L is notan “Insurance Soclety,
Still the authors of the renaniscence have
deemad It necessury to engeaft, upon its or
ganie laws the modern features of stated
“henefits” which huve been popularized by
that humane society, tndepondent Order of
O Fellows,

aro vamed respoctively Neophyte Koassidean,
Associute Kassidean una Knight Companion,
Thers are; likewise, three honorney grades,
named Knights of the East, Knights of the
Sword and Trowel, and Harodim, or Ruler,
The love of covntry, of toleration, of five
thoupeht wnd free speech; hatred of oppros-
sion, wd of the tyeanny of HEadyisod populare
opindon; porsonnl chastityy fraternal unity
and cquality ; veverpnee for Adonar and his
commundments—all these, nnd yet other, are
lossons our ritunl inculeates impressively.
Tho charity we teach is that form of beney-
olenco which repronehes all who are in need
or distress, wherevor wo may tind them, with

the sumof =L000 pald into court by the
Amevicun Leglon of honor that severa
cluiimants might juterplend for it. Thoe
nount was the proceeds of o beneflt certifi-
cate ou the life of Lorenz Ziofle, who, at the
timo of s death, was o member of Lafay-
eite council of St Louls, The benificiary
tatmed in the certibeate was Anna Zietle,
mother of Lorens Zioflo, but she, dying be-
fore him, he attempred to designato us hene-
Hiviaries in Ler pluce his stepfuther, Frank
Bivtor, nod stepsister, Rosa Friseh. This
designation was not ussentod to by the order,

on the ground that the persons
nomed  were ~not dependents, as  pro-
vided for in the rules  of the

order, Comp. Ziefle then wmade a will, be-
queathing £100 to his stop-sistor, Rosa Frisch s
1o his Lhadfsister, Dora Schiide; 5 to his
full brother, Charles Zietle, and the remain-
dor to his step futher, Frank Bicber. Lorenz
Zietle died unmarried, and the order not
bemng able to determineg who was lawfully
eutitied o the minount of the cortificate, pawd
it o ¢ourt,  Frank Bieber claimed the
Tund as executor under Loreuz Zieflo's will,
Hosa Prisch claimed €100 under the will and
08 o dependent membor of bis fumily., Frank
Bicber also eluimed npineteon-twenticths of
it undor the will and as a depondent member
of the fumily. Carl Zietle cluimed it as the
only surviving full brather of the deceased
member, under the luws of the ordor, Dora
Schmidt cliimed it all a8 the only surviving
half-sister and  dependent, The judge held
that the inter-plea of Frank Bieber, execn-
tor, must be dismissed because of the
controlling  devisions of tho  supreme
court of Missachusetts that  such
benefits cunnat be disposod of
by will; that to ullow such disposition would
