DPAMAGE BY THE FLOODS

Unprecedented Rains in the Northorn
Part of Penmaylvania.

Prrrsavne, August 92, —The flood has
almost reachod ta 1imit here, and will not
reach @ disastrous height, The lowlands,
however, are submergod, and the damage
will be auite heavy. Both rivers are still
rising, but the wator s coming up slowly,
and experienced rivermen do not look for
more than twenty-six foet. It is still cloudy,
and more rain is not improbable. The raln
in the mountains and up the Monongahela
river was almost nnprecedented. All small
streams are terribly awollen. In many places
they have overflowed their banks and flooded
large districts,

Raports from adjoining districts state that
the valleys are averflowed and the damage to
the crops can scarcely be estimated. Bridges,
stables and ontbuildings were whirled away
Vbefore the rushing flood.

At McKeesport the flata are under water
and seversl mills nave been compelled to sus-
peud operations.  An Italian laborer wus re-
ported drowned.

At Greensburg the great rain left many
traces of {ta devastation, Many people wore
driven from their hoines and seve stores
were swamped by the flood,

The Hungarian camp below town 15 sub:
merged and many Hungarions parrowly
espuped drowning.

Every
culvert and bridge on the Wheeling division
lina been washed away. The other roasas
suffered similarly to a greater or less extent.
On the Pittsburg, Virgmin & Charleston no
trains are running south of Dravosburg,
twelve miles from this city. The tracks are
covered with debrls and many bridges have
been swept away. The Chartiers beanch
ot the Panhandle is also obstructed
and no trains are running. The Pittsburg &
Weste racks are three feet under water,
