ENGLISH HORSES FOR NEBRASKA

A Big Consignment Arvvives Per the
Stenmer St onan,

The steamship St. Ronan, of the Som-
erland line.arvived at Woodrufl's Stores
last evening, with o goneral cargo, snys
the Brooklyn Eagle of August 14, She
ulso brought over one of the inrgest and
most valuable consignments of English
stallions that ever arrived here, T hey
are the property of O, O. Hefner, of Ne-
hraska City, Neb,, and are intended for
that region. “T'he lot consists of twenty-
gix animals, from yeurlings up to six-
year-olds, A lurge number of them are
conch hovses, or as they are called in
England “hackneys.” They ave models
of symmetry. There nre aulso some hig
shire horses, chielly used for deafy pur-
poses.  They weigh from 1,700 to 2,000
pounds each, and are perhups the larg-
est and most powerful animais ever seen
in Brooklyn. Mr. Heluer stuted to-day
that several of the animals could not be
purchased for less than #2.000 ecuch,
while one which wus unfortunately
kicked lust night is valued at $2,700.
