The September States,

Two states, Vermont and Maine, hold
a genernl election this month. the for-
mer to-morrow and the latter one week
from te-doy. Vermont is so securely
republican that the domocrats make
very little effort there. Two years ngo
the republicanu plurality was over twent
thousand In o lotal vote of (ifty-seven
thousand, and nobody expects it 1o be
less this yonr. The democerats, howover,
hoave been somewhat hopeful of Muine,
and therefore have made o very vigor-
ous canviss in that state, They have
sonl a numbor of speakers thero, and it
wis nt one time proposcd that My, Cleve-
land himself shonld visit the stnte with
u view to invigorating the zeal of the
domocrney and perhaps attracting to
its ranks whatevor wavering olemoent
thore may be.  On the part of the re-
publicans the cnmpaign hoas beon under
the lendership of Mr. Blaine since his
return,  and very little activity on
cither gide hoad heen manifested pro-
vious to that, The taeifl and thoe fish-
eries questions have been the issues
chiefly talked nbout, in both of which
the Maine people are very much in-

ndvantoge

terested. 1t is hardly to be expected
that a  majority of them  will
vote in  favor of any  surrender

as to oither of those issues, and it is
therefore a little difficult to understand
upon what the demoerats bage o hope
of ecarrying Maine this yenr. They
have a popular candidate for governor
in Mre. Putnam, who was 1 momber of
the commission that framed the fish-
eries troaty and who is fully committed
to the Mills bill, but if he were much
moro popular he could hardly, undes
existing eircumstances, overcome the
nearly thirteen thousand republican
plurality of two years ngo.

The strong probability is that both
Vermont ond Maine will show a con-
siderably ineressed republican vote.

The Stand and Deliver Policy.

The Kansas state board of railrond
commissionors has been ealled upon to
adjudieate o poculine though not an
uncommaon complaint against a railvond
company. The citizens of Tyrone, a
little town in Sewwrd county of that
stute, have preferrved charges agninst
the Iock Island, setting forth that the
roud has conspired to ruin the town and
build up o rival sturted by the company.
It is alleged in the petition that officers
of the Rock Island demanded that the
town site of Tyrone and other grounds
be given to the eadlroad. To this the
people of Tyrone demurred, when tho
offieinls built up another town five miles
back und refuse to operate the railrond
1o Tyrone, the present terminus of the
line. This is probably the tirst case of
the kind brought divectly to the atten-
tion of the Kansas railrond commission-
ers.  For that reason it will be wateheod
with great interest. In Nebraskn sev-
eral enses of such nction on the part of
railroads is on record, notably that
of Wymore and Blue Springs. The
evil  compluined of by the peopla
of T'vrone is an old one. The highway-
man’s trlek of holdig up a new town
and making 1t “stand and deliver” is
not confined o Kausas nor tw the Rock
Island. It hus been successfully pric-
ticed by other ronds in evory westorn
stute as well,  Many o town and eity in
Nebraskn cun nttest to its gorvow the
blood-money which  railvowds  have
wrung out of it. It was give, give, give,
and threats of ruin if lunds, bonds and
subsidies were not immediatoly forth-
coming.

Whatever may be the morits of the
Trrone ense, it is fortunate that the
people of Kausgas ure going to make n
test of this species of blnckmail. There
are rights to which towns along the line
of arailroad are entitled and which
semi-publio corporntions must respect.
It will therefore be in line with the
duty of the Kansus railroad commis-
sioners in the Tyrone case laid before
them to define such rights, snd to sug-
gest, il necessary, such legislation ns
will secure towns dependent on rpail-
rouds, immunity from their extortion.
