Moderate  inquiry  was  noted for near
futures rmd also for May, which sold
up to 98 (115’“‘6«, though the latter
was ruling slightly casier while few sellers
appeared for the next month, Cuash outs
were firm, selling at 244 @28 in store, due
partly to the strongth iu corn und also to the
offerings, which were but moderate.

Provisions oponed with the bullish fecling
