ThelrGrievances Formally Snbmitted
to the Ralleoad Manngers,

Dusven, Colo, Sept. 20,—[Special Tele-
gram to Tue Bre. |—At tho adjourned meoet-
ing of the smelter and railrond offlcials at
the Windsor hotel to-day, two roports woro
submitted by the smelter people. So far as
known these reports weroe adverse to each
other in nlwost every point, There is a dif-
ference betwaen the wants of the mountain
smeltors and those aperating in the valleys.

giving the Denver and Paeblo companies o
corresponding roduction on bullion, and in
consegquence were not allowing the ore to be
smelted bere; also that the mountain smelt-
ers were boing allowed diseriminating rates
on ores and bullion too., The mouutain
stielters in the report asked some conces-
sions from the railroads, and requested that
some of the rutes now in force be maintained
for the present. The reports wore taken in
chargo by Commissioner Rieh, and the meot-
ing adjourned. The matter will now have to
be referred back to the general managers of
the various roads,

heirs or their assigns, Upon condition that all
persons claiming the benefit of this section
shall, within one year after the passage of
this aet, make and file before the register and
receiver of the proper land office, subject to
appeal to the commissioner of the general
lind office, proof of good faith, consideration,
date and extent of his or her purchuse,
All settlers vpon the forfemted lands are
authorized to nequire title to not  exceeding
160 acres unider the homestead law.

The senate amendments to the general de-
ficieney anprapristion bill  were non-con-
curred in and a conference ordered.

The committee on appropriations reported
back, with amendments, the senate joinl
resolution, approprioting 100,000 for the ro-
lief of yellow fever sufferers, and it was
passed  as amended.

“Gasoline has the peculiar property, besides
reducing the temperaturg sl thus kiling
the microbes, of displacing water in all or-
ganicwatter, ciusing L to perish, But as
gusoline is pot ensily absorbed by wet grounid
and would probably foil in o mensure to do
its work, 1 have discovered that caustic
soda will auswer the purpose In these in-

stances,  The microbes being organic must
contain fatty acid, and caustie soda will sa-
pontfy anything coptaiuing fatty aoid,  So in

wel plaves 1 wonld liberally sprinkle caustic
aodn, which coulld be done at o very smill
cost with the aul of a street sprinkler,
Housos and dry places could be protected by
gasoline,
