with police protection, so both  are iuelined

to muke concessions. Mr. Yerkes to-day s
sued the following:

To the Public of Chicago: A misunder
Manding scems to provall in some quarters
soncerning the position of the North Chicago
plrect radlrond comipuny toward the former
employes of that company. The refusal of
the writer to enter Into any fucther com-
promise with Schilling, Coyne, Detwaillor
or any olhor sovialists, nunrclists or agita
tors not employes of  any  street  ratl
road haos been misunderstood even by those
who wish to do justice to the company.
It is true, wo must decline to allow those ele
ments of socicty to further interfere in the
affairs of the North side road; but iU 18 also
true Lhut we are willing now, a% in the past,
1o discuss any matters of mutual interest
with the prosent and former employes ol that
tompany ; but we can not allow the manage-
ment of tho company to be dictated to or in
timidated by the employes of any other cor
poration,  The affuirs of the Waest Chicago
street railrond company are managed by Mr
John 11 Prarsons and his board of directors,

If the employes of that company have no
gricvance agninst b they should return to
work. The munagement of the North sudo
company will meet at any tiue its formoer
(‘lll[l‘lll_\'i'ﬂ and moke an earnest endeavor to
adjust  their  differences.  No
this end should be  taken  while the
employes of the West division company
maintain  the pomition that, without any
grievance or complaint to moke to the mana
goers of that compuany, they will refuse to
allow the great public of the West side their
accustomed and  necessary transportation
facilivies until the North side company shall
¥isld to all dewnnds made upon it. The
North Chicago Street Hallway oompany is
not in need of the services of its former em-
ployes, as it is prepared to-day to operate us
many cars a8 can be protected from wmob
vinlence by the vity authorities, and in offer.
ing to treatl with its former employes it has
wlways been actunted solely by u desiro to ac.
comodate the public of Chicago, 1t will, of
courss, be understood that in no ovent could
the company conalder any proposition evel-
ing the discharge of the brave men who have
stood up ngninst the insults and violence of
the mob and performed their duty of run-
ning the cars of this company,

men provided the West side men would all
return to work to-morrow, aud allow trafe
thero to be resuwed without” delay., Pur.
thermore, he would guarantee to the West
sidors that there should bs no reductions
made in wages, no matter what might be the
result of the North side strike. The confar-
ence committee considered the matter for
some time and fihally concluded that the
matter was Loo ssrious for thew to deciae,
and advised Mr. Yerkes that they would
would assemble the strikers as quickly ns

ssible and allow them to decule. The

eeting of the men was called to order st
about B o'clock this evening and the doors
closed, excluding all reporters.

At midnight the strikers resolved to re
sume work on the West side lines in the
morning on the basis of President Yerkes'
proposition.  They will, bowevoer, ask certain
ovonditions, and sahould these be m-{uctm!. it is
very probable that the men will agnin be
oalled out. They propose to fix a seale of
wuges for the North side wen and not w0 re-
code from lr,

The cars started direct from Western ave-
nue, the acene of most of the rioting, early
this morning and bave becn running all day
without any opposition to speak of. They
have beon quite !iberally patronized by men
anad women. On the North side the cars are
nlso running with decreased polive protec
tion and are mwoeoting with no trouble,

New York World: Ex-Senator Percy
Bysshe Shelley Pinchback, of Louis-
iany, is staying in New York. proloung-
ing his summer vacation until Jack
I'rost has dono battle with Yellow Jack.
He is o man of strikingly handsome ap-
pearance, and with his oval luce, gray
mustacho and pointed beard of gray
and wavy hair literally sprinkled
with silver, he recalls the lamented
Roscoo Conkling. The touch of negro
blood in his veins shows itself only in
light tawny skin of the octoroon and
notin any irregularity of lineament.
He began life as a stewnrd on one of the
first palnce steambonts which ran from
New Orleans to “The Bends,” 500
miles up the Missizssippi, and after-
warids occupied the sume position on the
lirst an? famous Rovert B. Lee, In
reconstruction days he became a power

in Louisiana politics nnd was the first
of **‘the new citizens” whom the ftif-
teenth amendment made enter the

United States senate. When Cleveland
entered the white house Pinckback was
surveyor ol the portof New Orleans,
and he was one of the first republicans
to resign office, declaring his belief in
the doctrine that to the victor belong
the spoils. Ton recently written re-
quest that he should run for congress
in Louisiuna he answered: My pol-
itical race is run. My public carcer is
ended.”  After his retirement from
wlitics he weut to Englaod, and in the
etting riug threw the feats of Plunger
Walton in the shade. He hus been a
frequent visitor and a heavy better this
sumier at all the race tracks surround-
ing New York. Hehasamassed a large
fortune, which permits him such enjoy-
ments. He is a rare and cultured con-
versationalist, and when in the lobhies
of tha principal hotels he is always sur-
rounded by a throng of listeners,

GOVERNOR HILL IN INDIANA.

He Inangurates His Canvass Under
Unfavorable Condlitions.

A SMALL CROWD IN ATTENDANCE.

The Greater Portion of His Speech
Devoted to An Argument In
Favor of Tarifr
Reduction.

Hill on the Tariff.

Mrroneve, Ind,, Oct, 14 —Qovernor David
B. Hill, of New York, inaugurated his can-
vaes of Indiana hero to-day.  Twenty thon-
sand people were expected, but the unpropl-
tious weather kept the number down to 5,000,
The governor's party left Cincinuati at 9
this morning, and at all the Indiana points
on the road people assembled to see him, At
Seymour he was met by Governor Gray.
Arriving ot Mitchell, he was taken at once
Lo the spoakoer's platform.  Wheon heaross to
spcak he was loudly and repeatedly cheered

Governor Hill began his speech by referring
to the ssues discussed in thiv campaign.
For twenty vears questions growing out of

sectional  anlmostties were discuased,
but to-day ull over the land
the people are engnged in

w discussion of sconomie nud industrial ques
tions.  This, he said, waus the outgrowth of
the wise und statesman-like udministration
of Grover Clevelund, He then went on to
say

“The democratic party proposes a revision
of the turiff, 1t does not propose the de
Struction of the tacifl, but it proposcs suuply
o modification of it. Tariff revision is no
tariff destruction. We balieve that the time
lias comne when the excessive revenues of
the government should be diminishea, We
believe that the best and  truest interests of
our country will be hest s&ubserved by the
destruction of the present high rate of tuxa-

tion, We have sufferod long cnough
under a war taxation, and we think
that the time has cowme, the time of

peace, when war taxation should couse. Neood
I argue before an intelligent audience like
this that it i= best for this country that there
should not be on overtlowing treasury!  You
know what a surplus, an immense surplus, in
the federal treasury mesps, It means an
oppartunity for jobs of every character. It
nieans useless und unnecessary expenditures
of pubiic moneys. And it (s best for our
country that there should not bean overfliow-
ng treasury.

“The democratic party, my friends, has
given the country the jssue in this campaign,
It is an issue which has attrocted world-wide
attention,  We are in fuvor of a revision of
the taritl prineipally upon two points,  Firat,
we  Lhink thut raw  materinl, wherever
it is  possible to do @ so, should be
admitted free of dutv. We believe in the
second place that taxes upon the necossaries
of Hfe should be made as light as possible,
Upon these two points we may vonfldently
uppeal to the people in this campaign. |
doan't propose to argue to vou ot any length
in fuvor of the propriety of what is known as
the Mills bill,  You, by this time in the cam-
paign ure familinr with details of that
measure, I am not bere to say thut it is per-
feet in all its details, but in the main it s a
measure reasonably free from objection, It
4 a measure intended ‘o subserve the best
interests of the country, Itisameasure (nthe
interest of the taxpayers, consumers, faruiers,
mechunics and laboring men of the country.
My friends, when this queation wus first pre-
sented to congress last December—and you
will recolloct it was presentad to congress in
o message by the president of the United
Stutes, Grover Cloveland —you will recollect
what he told the country in reference to the
necessity of some reliof of the people. Have
you forgotten how that message was re-
ceived by our opponents in and out of
congress! Inthe first place, they said that
there was no surplus. Jn the second place
they said that if there wasa surplus it did
not matter., Thoy said: It is better
that we should have a surplus than a de-
ficiency.! They said: ‘It is unwise Lo distyrh
the busineas interests of the country by tink-
ering with the tarifl,' and they negiected no
o{: rtunity to discourage the presentation of
this question to the people of the United
States. Nevertheless, that message,. which
startled the country somewhat becuse of its
boldness, its honesty, wnd its cantdor, was
acted npon by our democrativrepresestatives
in the lower house of congress. They frumed
the bill known as the Mills bilk demigned to
relieve the couuntry from unnocbssury jxa-
tion.  We believe that timat is the democeatic
creed, that unnecsssary toaxation ought no
longer to exiat.”

e then traced the progress of the Mills
bill through the house until it reached the
senate, where, he said, therepublicans at the
eleveuth hour, after having déclarefi it un-
sufe to vinker with the turiff, now propose a
substitute for the Mills bill,

“They now propose to tinker with the
tarifl themseives; now propose o disturb
whut they say are the business interests of
this country hg.' takineg up this question them-
selves, [Laughter and applausel Hut it is
too late. The cory for turiff reform which
lias been spreading over this country has re-
coived such an impetus that it wall again
place Mr, Clevelund in the presidential chalr.
| Prolonged cheers,] The same arghents, e
sald, which were urged by the republicans in
yoars gone py agninst a redyction of tanf
taxation are urged now, and the sume BEgU-
meuts which wre wurged  now could be
urged in five, ten or fifteen years from
now." v

He characterized them as bein
then and unsound now. He sa was
happy to inform Indisna that the
democratic votes of the Empira state
would be given to Cleveland and
Thurman in November, and there
would be no mistake this time in the size of
the majority, The people thore were uroused
to the question of the hour. The uational
congress had legislated in the interost of
clusses and 1n the interest of monopolies long
enough, It is proposed to do something for
the interest of the people. He paid his com-
pliments to Mr. Blaine in the following lun-
Fuage

“I notice that the distinguished statesman
from Maine, who is now in this state, is tell-
ing the people that all your prosperity is due
Lo a high protective tarifl,  You would have
no crops except for the tariff, I suppose,
[Laughter.]  Your population would wnot
have increased but for the tarilf. Your
lands would not have been cleared, your
farms would not have been cultivated except
for the tariff. My friends, this is simply
nothing more vor less thao claptrap, nndru
will not deceive the intelligent lmo?lu of this
state.” [Several voices, “Never,"|

He closed his speoch with an eloquent
tribute to the late Thomus A, Hendricks.

Senator Raines wus then introduced and
made a speech on the tariff quostion, He
was followed by CGovernor Cray, who re
ceived an ovation. At 8 o'clock the party
left Mitchell for Indianapolis. The first stop
wus at Seymour, where 1,000 people greeted
the party in & drizzling rain.  Goveruor Hill
made a short nddress.

Al 6 o'clock the party re-embarked for In-
dianapelis. Columbus was reached at 6:50,
Hetween 2,000 anp 3,000 ple were assom-
bled at the depot and called loudly for Govy-
ernor Hill, who appeared and made a short
address. Governor Gray also said a few
words,

Ixpraxarons, Oct, 13, —Governor Hill and
his party arrived in Indianapolis st 8 15 p, m.
to-day. A drizzling rain was falling. A
crowd of 2,000 or miore, including the Flam-
beau club and representatives from several
local clubs, met t ej,lau-ty at the union depot.
The Hon. Charles Jewelt, chairman of the
state democratic commitiee, and othiers were

resent to welcome the guest and his
riends. The party took carrisges awaiting
and wore escorted direot to Tomlinson
hall, where a mass meeting was in progress.
The house was well tilled with an audience
of 4,000. On the stage sat many of the most
prominent democrats of the state and city.
As Uovernor HIill sppeared, escorted by
Governor Gray sod Chairman Jewetl, the
great audiencs rose and cheercd vocifer-
ously, w"“"“'}ff their umbrelias, canes and
bandanas, he  demonstration continued
sceveral minutes and was most enthusiastio
in its character

Governor Hill did not conclude untl 10
o'vlock, haviug spoken over an hour, His
ecarlior remarks were in o dogree similar to
his address at Mitchell. Otherwise he spoke
subatantially as follows:
