THE M LWAURKER MILK CASES,

1t is expected that the United States su-
preme court will to-morrow rule upon the
motion of the attorney general of Minnesota
to dismiss the cases appealed to this court by
the Chicugo, Milwaukee & St Paul railroad
company, known as the “Milwaukee Milk
Cases.” The cases arose out of the action of
the Minnesota railroad commissioners in
fixing the rato of tarif on milk carried by
the rowd named into the cities of St Paul
nnd Minneapolis, The company held that
the commissioners had no right to arbitrarily
fix the rates and they applied to the state
courts for relief.  They were defeated and
the sction of the commissioners was sus-
tained in each of the courts to which the
cases were curried and the company then up-

to the United States supreme court.
weoks ago the attorney general of tho
state submitted o brief asking that the appeal
be dismissed on the ground that the supreme
court had no jurisdletion, as the rates in dis-
gi.lte apply solely to traftic within the state of
inuesota. The decision will settle the
uestion as to whetber or not the United
tates courts can on the legality of an
act of the state rallrosd commissioners when

One of the gentlemen holding oMee under
the present administration is D, R, Risley,
who is United States marshal for southern
California, with headquarters st Los Ange-
les. Some one loterested in the record of
the detwooratic oMcials has dug out an old
report relutive to the cluim of Frank D.
Yulos und others, who asked the government
to puy them §14,675.85.  This woney was
earucd by them in reioving the Indian prop-
erty and supplies belonging to the Whet
stoneé ugencies from White River, Dak., to
their new reservation in the same territory
in the yours 1872-78, The evidence socu
by the Forty-sixth congress was to the effect
that while Yates and the others interested
performed the work of freighting the sup-
plies in question at the rute of a cent

und, they were never puid, but that D. R.
muoy who was then ageut for the Indinns
at the \\'het.utona agency, entered into a con-
spiracy with Henry Graves, physician at the
agency, to defraud the governmeut, and is-
sued vouchers for $38 54188 instead of §14,-
0ib.85, which was the proper wmount. The
connection of Risley with this attemptoed
fraud was fully substantiated, and in July,

ws chairman, to investigute the affairs of the

They thought
they were working directly for the govern-
ment, The evidenee T had satisfied me that
only after the work was dotne were they in-
formed thut Agent Risloy had let the entire
contract to Giraves, and that a veucher had
bean given Graves for the whole work, and
arhaps for more, too, and that they must
ook to  CGraves for their pay. . D,
Yates, Todd Rundall, Raymond and others,
who did the hauling, worked in good
faith for the government, and the govern-
ment got the bencfit of their labor, und ut a
price which was shown to be reasonable and
fulr. The departinent refused to pay Graves,
and properly refused to pay him. Hut Yates
and tHe men who did the work would be able
to recover nll they claim in any court upon
quantum meriit as aguainst an individual
standing in the place of the government. The
denial of their legnl and equitable rights to
Yates and the men who worked there for the
government is ndt only a wrong of which the
government gught not to be guilty towards
s eitizens, but is s policy which has cost
millions. What wonder that no man will
waork for the governmeht as chieap as for a
citizen when he is Hable to be treated as these
men have beent The government never puid
anybody for this work.”
Another member of the commission re-
ported ab the same time o the following lan-
gunge:
“The commissioners became satisfied that
the pretended contruoct between  Hisley and
Giraves was o fraud, and entered into with
the intent to get out of the government for
their mutual sdventage o large profit on the
work dope by Yuates and others. There can
bt no doubt that the department acted wisely
in rejecting the claim of Graves and refusing
to puy one doliar thereon, The contract was
not only fraudulent, and therefore void, but
nothing wus ever carned by Graves under it
Yutes und others did all the work and earned
all the pay, and were employed by the agent,
Rislep, without notice that he wus acting
otherwise than on behalf of the government
of the United States,"
In spite of the fact that this was all called
to the attention of the president at the time
he made the appointment for marshal for
southern California, Hisley was appointed,
and us no fight was mude on him in the sen-
ate he was confirmed.
EZSE  HTATE DEPARTMENT SNOBLETH,

A great deal hns been suld from time to
time relative to the lordly manner in which
the emiployes and vierks of the state depart-
ment conduct thamselves, There is more of
the blue blood uf aristocrecy, or at least the
outward und visible signs of that sanguinary
fiuid in the aversge employe of this branch
of the government's service than was ever
exhibited by the scion of the most honora-
ble house in Europe, The state department
i= located in that fine building facing the
White House to the west, which was erected
for the accommodation of the three depart-
ments presided over at present by Messrs,
Bayard, Endicott, and Whitney, respectively.
All the corridors of this building connect
with each other, and there are no walls be-
tween them. Buot the state department poo-
ple do not permit the indiscriminate use of
the halls and corridors which run through
their wing of the building by tne more ple-
beian and less fortunate individuals who
sling ink for the government in the othertwo
departments, and conseqently an iron lattice
fence was erceted some vears ago between
the state department and the others, and &
watchman was placed at each gate to see
that none but the elect should be admitted,
IBut the lordliness of the state department
employes extends beyond this, and they
carry their aristocratic notions to the farth-
est possible limit, 'To-day, while your cor-
respondent sat talking to one of the clerks,
who at the moment was in charge of @
bureau, the gentleman in question touched
an electric button and a swarthy messenger
appeared at his elbow in & mowent, Nota
word was said but the clerk with a grand air
to the messenger & lead pencil, the
point of which had been dulled. The mes-
songer bowed almost to the floor and van-
ished without a sound. In two minutes he
again appeared and with an obsequioussalaam
he handed the newly-sharpened Faber to
the clerk and again almost striking the floor
with his head, he departed without a word
having pussed between the two, This is one
sample of the way in which the air in the
diplomatic branch of the government affects
an unsuspecting young man who is induced
to accept a governmental salary for the
sorvice he performs there.

BEWITCHED BY NEIGHBOMS,

The Strange Hallucination of a Penn-
sylvania Farmer.

TitusviLie, Pa, Oct. 28.—In Oakland
township, Venango county, twelve miles
distant, Jerry Pritchard, a farmer and mem-
ber of a prominent family in the county, al-
leges that some of his neighbors have be-
witched him. So firmly does he believe this
that he went to Franklin, the county seat.
and lald the case before s lawyer. He was
willing to make afidavit thut several of his
neighbors, whom he named, could and did
atand beside him while he wus at work, and,
by some peculiar power, deprive him of the
strength to perform any labor. He said that
these people had troublsd him so much in
this wng that they had absorbed about all his
strength and left him helpless to attend to
his furm work. In consequence of this he
has been graatly reduced in physical strength
and he wanted to bring suit for damuges.
The lawyer declined to take the case, und
Pritchard said that if the law would not pro-
tect him aguinst his neighbors, who pos-
sessed such extraordinury power, he would
have to sell his farm and go elsewhere.

DESTITUTION IN DAKOTA.

Condition of the Settlers in the Viecin-
ity of Devil's Lnke.

Sr. Pavy, Oct, 28 —Territotial Aunditor
Ward, of Dakotu, has just returned to Fargo
from Devil's Lake, where he has been in-
vestigating the condition of the Jews and
other destitute settlers of Rumsey county,
In an interview he said that he found among
the business men of Devil's Lake a senti-
ment that the whole matter had been greatly
oxaggerated, although the residents of the
northern part of the county hud lost thair
wheat crops entirely and & portion of the
other crops. He made u thorough personal
investigation and found that the Jews had
sufliclent hay, oats and straw to winter
stock and teams enough to do fall work.
They had comfortuble houses, but lacked
flour, clothing ana fuel. A large quantity of
au upiiea had already been ship, them by
the Jowish residents of St Paul, Minnaapo-
lis and other points, who had promised to
supply their wants, Many American families
were in want and will have to be supplied
from the funds already donuted. A commit-
teo was appointed 1o make an equitable dis-
tribution of the funds, und if any is left in
the spring it will be used in purchusing seed
wheat for the needy.

A Northern Pacific Wreck.

Braixero, Minn,, Oct, 25, —The Portland
fust express, westbound, on the Northern
Pacific, ran into an open switch near the east
end of the Crow Wing river bridge last
night. The engine broke looss, and the
tender, mall car and two baggage cars went
over au embankment into the river. Clinton
Mayue, who was riding éo the front of the
mail car, was fatally injured. The mail
clerks escaped with bad bruises and a thor-
ough wetting. The engine ran wcross the
bridge on the ties, but on the further side
turned over in the embankment, killing the
fireman, Alexandor Brown, aud severely in-
juring Engineer Swart. All of the passenger
cars remained on the track, und noue of the
occupants were injured.

Wissirea, Oct. 23.—|Special Telegranm to
Tur Ben. | —A great sensation was  caused
hero lust night by the publication of the fol-
owing: “It has been learned from un-
doubted authority that Licutenant Governor
Schultz, although advised a week ago to call
the legislature for the dispateh of business
next Monday, has 50 far declined to nocept
the adviee of his counstitutional advisers,
thareby forcing n erisis on the government,
4s it 18 understood that members of the cabi-
contemplate immedinte  resignation, The
government, it is learncd, were anxious to
have the house in session to assist them in
securing the necessary legislation to back
up their position oo the railway guestion,
should the injunction be dissolved. His
Honor was advised some time to sum-
mon the house, but 80 far the advice has not
been followed and the proclamation is still
unsigned, If the government rosigns, us
seems to be the rrmnnt intention, the
province will be in & very bad box,
ns  u dissolution of the legislature
would lkely follow and Manitoba could
count on having railway competition blockod
for a year or two,"

SACKVILLE WEST MUST Co.

A Democratic Conference Seals the
Minister's Fate.

CLEVELAND ASSERTS HIMSELF.
And Will Insist Upon His Recall ora
Discontinnance of Mplomatic
Relations With the Brit-
ish Legation,

West's Recall Demanded,

New Youk, Oct. 28.—[Spocial Telegram to
Tnr Bee, |—The Herald says: “Lord Sack-
ville will be recalled within three days or
the diplomatic relations between the head of
the British legation and state departiment
will be broken oft.” This statement was
made in demoeratic cireles wnmediately after
a protracted conference between President

Clevelund, General Patrick A, Collins, of
Boston, and Joha Doyle O'Reilly, of the
Boston Pllot, yesterday. Several othoer men,
high in the confidence of the president, also
attended the conferénces, which was held in
Secrotary Willism C. Whitney's house, No,
2 West Fifty-seventh street, boefors Mr.

Cleveland went to view the parade. Cleneral
Collins and Editor O'Reilly came from Hos

ton expressly tosoa the president touching
the Sackville letter, and to discuss with him
the provisions of the republican senate extra

dition treaty, which anakes it possible to
extradite political offenders, The talk was
long and interesting, and both Hoston men
left satisfied that Clevaland would have no
further relutions with Lord Sackville.

This is what & man who saw Mr, Cleve-
land and talked with Him said: “The presi-
dent, while he will act conservatively and
through proper diplomatic channels, will
huve no further intercourse, nor will the
state department, with Lord Sackville. The
British minister committed an unpardonasble
ervor when he wrote that letter. He had
not the smallest right todo 80 maladroit a
thing., Mr. Cleveland feels, and so does
every member of his cabiuet, that Lord Sack-
ville hus practically characterized the presi-
dent as a line, Theminister's letter admits
of no other interpretation. I am satisfied
from the nature of the consultation that was
held to-day that Mr, Cleveland will assert
the dignity of his offiveand will show that the
representative of no power, however friendly,
can, while in an ambassadorial capacity,
criticize his acts or intentions us [ar as this

Mary Ann Irvine Died in Squalor Al-
though Worth 835,000,

vine, one of the most noted characters of
this section, died last night of heart trouble.
During her residence of thirteen years in
this vicinity she had proved herselt a most
venomous Amazon, utd hived and died in the
utmost filth and squalor, leiving thousands
of dollars of aceumulnted  wealth, No
woman in Dakota, nor probably man was
more drcaded by all who came in contact
with her than Mrs, Irvine, Viclous, revenge-
ful and mean, she wonld hesitate to do noth-
against the person or property of one who
hud incurred her hatred,

For years she figured prominently at
nearly every term of court as defendant in
various charges, such as applying the torch
to the property of neighbors who had
aroused her passions, threatening thewr lives,
et A loaded revolver was her constant
companion, and wany & wman has beon made
its terget,

It has always been bolieved that Mre, Ir-
vine had more to do with the murder of Mrs,
Fgan o 1852 thun Mr. Egan, who was
nanged for the crinte. She anl Egan wers
intimute, and many circumstances implicated
her in the murder; but no one dared to tes-
tifv agninst ber, and Egan himself refused
to “squeal.’ For the last two vears she had
been living in this city, and her reign had
been one of terror to the neigliborhood, for
no matter how much she imposed upon her
neighbors, they nuietly submitted ratherthan
muke themselves the objects of her ven-
geance. In hunting through her hovel imme-
dintely after her death several chickens
which she had stolea from a neighbor were
found in the cellar, .

Noone ever darkened her doors, and it
was only w very short titne before she died
thiut even her own children dured to enter
her house,  When it was discovered that she
was dying, and she was  asked if o physician
should not be sent for, sne oljected to incur-
ring so great an expense, and not until she
had struck a bargain with the doctor for his
fee would she nllow any  medicines to be ad-
ministercd, Her sleeping-rooin was found so
full of all munner of Hithy garbage and
worthless rubhbish that much of it had te be
dumped out of doors before the attendunts
could find room to get in or endure the stench,
After her death a search among  her effects
revaaled deeds, mortgnges, notes, bonds, and
cash to the amount, in the aggregate, of
£40,000, The woraan was 64 yvears old, and
has three children, o whom her property
will revert,
