GOLD HUNTERS AND BEARL MEAT,

A good bear steak is quite a luxary,
The tirst bear meat [ awe in the Rocky
mountainsg was in Januney, 1870, whoen
going throush the West Mountain val-
ley along the foot-hills of the Srangre
de Cristo riange. The thermomoetor wis
20= below zero.  We wore o sorry lot
of hungrey and nearly frozen *‘tender-
feet,” following the giront rash to the

mines,  We obtained some hénr ment
from o ranchman that mode us o tine
luneh,  The bear had recently boon

killed by William Pevkins, a noted hun-
ter of the valley known as " Mocensin
Bill," He is one of the best known
bear hunters in the Rocky mountains,
and st1l] delights to hunt his favorite
game in the Sangee de Cristo, Bill s o
tvpicial Tronticesoun. and many o night
in the mining comps I have seen hom
the centor of an intorested grooan, wll-
ing of his many adventures with cinna-
mon and grrizzlies. Deessed in boaecksking,
of slendey build, about six feet tall.with
a full and long Nowing sandy Deard, and
with his sloueh hat thrown back on his
head, Moceasin Bill telling o bear story
would mwake o tine picture for any ar-
tist. Bill eame very near losing his
life onee in an encounter with a moun-
tadn oo, but was rescued in the nick of
time by his companions,
THE CITAMPION BEAR STORY TELLER,
Renowned as Mocensin Bill may be,
the ehampion benr hanter of Colorado

wiis Jdesse Feazor, and now verey old.
He resides near Canon City, in Fre
mont county, His geandfather nocom-
inied  Duniel  Boone on his trip to
Missouri, and “Uncle Josse,” as L is
vommonly called, still his his grand-

father's old rifle that hns killed many
an Indian. Uncle Jdesse located eight
miles below Canon City, near the Royval
Gorge, twenty-cight vears ago, where
he plowed the fiest Turrow in that sec-
tion, using the fork of a cottonwood
tres, one prong being the beam and the
othor the plowshave, "Thoat was the day

of primitive  farming  in Colorado.
Unele Jesse was greatly annoyed hy
bBonrs that were then  very numerous
thoere, as wall ns e the Wat mountnin

vislley, thivty-tive miles distant, anad
many o threilling experienee he hoas hiad

with the bears of the Rockies,  He ein
tell more bear stories in the Rocky
wountuins than anyone else. o 1560

he shot at o cinnamon hear within a fow
rods of his house and  drew it to his
cabin with a yoke of oxen,  That night
Iis Hittle mountain  abode was sur-
rounded by sngey and  growling beurs
that made the night hideoos with their
wailingr.

On one oceasion he hod a tereible on-
counter with an old grizzly,  Unele
Jesse wis o flue shot, though, and when
the geizzly sturted for hin ou its hind
feet he wounded hraio in the neck with
a rifle ball, us there was danger of the
rille bull glancing off had he fired at
the benr's hend,  Unele Jdesse then
climbed o pine tree, and the wounaeil
grizely boing toowenk to follow, crawled
off Tnto the mountain. In 1865 Unele

Jesse purchused of Colone!l Ebenezer
Johnson his beur trap.
One mornipg he and 8 man named

John 1, Smith went to the teap, Smith
riding o mule pumed “Dick.” that wios
Dlind in ono eye. A huge hewe hiad heon
caught in the wap, but had brojcon the
chaing and Unele Jesse lauglis to this
diny #t the thought of how that bear
chased smith and blind = Dick™ until
his old vifle stopped  Breoin o dta pue-
suit, A wenr later, in company with
Messrs. Loster and MoCandlyass, the lat-
ter pow i member of the Colorndo state
goenate, Unele Jesse wont on o bear liant,
They were ull erack shots, antl  Laosten
soon woutded o fipne, fat buok thst Hed
to the brush near ll}. Before Lhey
reached the buck a monster black boear
had  attucked the wounded deer nnd
caten out oue of its hams,  Lester soon
put an eénd o the misery of the deer,
aud then killed the beap, which was
Heeing up the mountpin side, s was
one of the hugest honrs on record, Bogg
and venisonstenk were plentiful in tha
hunters' camp.

The head of this buck was then plaesd
near one of Unele Josse's  bear  teaps.
The pext morning the trap and deep's
heud were both gone,  Nenrly a milo
awny they found a large cinnimon on-

tungled with the teap dn the brosh.

Morce singular stillall these handkep-
chiefs enmo out of the gevser; half o
dozen are sometimes thrown ont nt g
single ernption of the hot water, They
gush up with the ronring fountain 10
the hoight of 150 feef in the air anid
fall on the steaming vocks outside thoe
bowl,

[t might boe surmised off hand that
the govser was the outlef of some grand
Chinesze laundrey sstnhlishment on the
other side of the world, but the more
rensonable explanation vests on the oh-
served fact that those handkevehiofs
wre parposely dropped into the geysor
by tourists—mostly lady tourists—and
in violation of the law, which forbids
utting any foreign sabstancs in 1o
1t fountains,

ehiefs into Old Faithiul, for its wators
contain some substance which nots liko
sonp anil eleans thoe worst soiled hand-
kerchief.

takes lurge tolls,  Sometimes it keeps
an cutire buateh, and it usually retains
two ont of every hali dozen,

who makes the rounds early cvery
morning, reaps his havvest, for Old
Faithful spouts regularly every sixty-
five minutes, and during the night has
had time to disgorge what it has ro-
tainaed.
