A Lawyer Thinks at Least
Juages Should Be Employed,
The matter of revising the city charter in
relation o the police court, 1 ocoupying a
prominent placo in legal circles, That the
work devolvipg upon the present incumbent
is too much  for bim to handle, is genervally
eonceded by those who are practitioners in
his court. Speaking of the matter o well
known attorney sald: *“The police court oc-
cuples  an importunt place in the city gov-
erntuent, The moanoer in which it adminis-
ters penalties and construes the law, reflects
more or less upon the morality of the city,
Then, too, it is the stepping stone in the on-
forcement of our penal code.  To sum it all
up it s the ehiof shield of morality in any
lurge city like Omalie, Now, there was a
tite when one police judge could handle all
the cuses that came under bis jurlsdiction,
