ing knows General Hareigon well, and says
that he boelieves his administration will be
such as all liberal minded men in the soulh-
ern states will approve and endorse,
LANGSTON AND MANONE,
Prof. John M. Langston, ex-minister to
Hayti, who was tne independent candidate
for congress in the Petorsburg distmet of
Virginin, says that he was elected beyond a
doubt, and that althongh great efforts are
being made to count him out, they will be
without avail. He asserta that notonly hiad
he to contend with the opposition of the
detioerats of the district, but that the whole
of Muhote's politieal  forcos  were  used
against hin, and that the attewpt of Genernl
Mulione to deseat him injured the republican
nutionl ticket. Langston snys that his logal
mijority was between 3,000 and 5000, and
thit the vote *will give the state to Harrison
and Morton.  He assevts thut he expended
15,000 of his own monsy and he did not  re
celve ald to the egtent of o sinele dollur in
his district, although the nations] committee
pavo Getteral Mihione 20,000 for use o the
stite,  Langston has his knife sharpened for
Muanone, wnd scme bitter tights may be ex;
pocted botween these two men from this
time forwatd.
INAUGUVRAL PTREVARATIONS,
Everything points w the most suceessful
Induguration of the new preanlent o the 4th
of next March thut Washiogton has over
witnessed.,  The committees are hard at
work, anid they vreport that there never wus
a time before when the poople responded to
the appeals for funds so readily as they are
now  downk, It is estimated that about
L0 will be required for the guaranteo
fund and of this sum, more than 821,000 has
alrendy been subseribed, and no cunvass has
beon mude.

Some weeks before the election the chief
of the rallway service discharged a number
of employes whose “‘runs’’ were on the line
of the Baltimore & Ohlo railroad. There
was no fault found with these men, but there
wis great pressure  for their places.  In the
many rallway wrecks which have occurred
during the past summer some of the most ex-
perledeed elerks in the railway sorviee have
been killed, and lately a diffeulty hos been
found in filling the vacaucies existing, on
account of the scarcity of men who
have the knowledge of the business
easontinl - to  good  service. It wus
learned to-doy that Superintendent Bancroft
recently recommended the reappointment of
three of the clerks who had been discharged
for volitical reasons. The recommendations

CAUSE OF CLEVELAND'S DEFEAT.
He Predicts a Democratio Victory In
1802-Two Systems of Governs
ment  Compared — The
Irish Land BilL

Y, it is just ns cortain to goon as the
anti-sluvery fight was after the defeat of
Fremont. His defeat led to Lincoln,
Manassasand Bull Run. Itled to Sherman's
march and Clevelana’s asfeat, and will lead
to aemocratic suceess in 1842, The ease hns
been Tairly opened up and must continue,
IT there had been a  few  montlis
more of the campuign  Cleveland would
certainly have been re-clected, but it ro-
quires time to change men’s opinions.  The
idea of free trade has taken hold of the dom-
ocratic party in suficient numbers to render
It impossible to bring  that party back into
acquiescenco to protection. This defeat will
tend to innke freo trade more aceressive, ™
Mentioning the ernsads which, since his
departure, the Herald had undertaken
against quadriennial elections, ho observed :
