No strangers weroe allowed
to enter the town without proving satisfag-
torily that they were not feiends of the other
town, No servl wire held in the chureh,
but instead the chineeh was converted into an
arsenal wlhiere the weapons of war were de-
positod,  Goneral Meyers ordered the peo
ple to ot once disavm themselves, and told
them that unless they dild so their weapons
wonld be taken fromw them by foree. Mo all

A Clmaerron man named Gage and 124 Rob.
bins, of Ingalls, met this morning a fow miles
from Ingalls and desparale cocounter en-
sucd, They first exchanged pistol shots, bat
afterwards had a hand to hand tussle in
which Gage rocoivea n frightful gash in the
neck, which will probably cause his death,
This morning the Ingalls people receivail a
report that a mob from Cimarron was pre-
mring to attack them with the intoution of
urniog the town and killing the leaders to
rovenge the murder of Eoglish and 1311ss,
They tmmediately eallea o meeting and
thoroughly organized themselves.

BARRETTS BAD BREAK,

A Lively Sevimmage in the Minne-
apolis Jall.

Mixxgarons, Minn, Jan, 18 —[Svecinl
Telegram to Ty Bee | —1ete Barrett, con-
tined in the Hennepin county jail under sen
tence of death, together with two other
prisoners, nttempted to escape this morning.
The prisoners were all sent back to their
cells  rrom  thHe washroom, but  Barrett,
Buarnes and Clark, who secreted themselves
and escaped detection,  When Jailor Reilly
entered to serve broakfost Boarrett spraug
apon bim sl struck him with & towel-
roller, the others ottacking him with  their
fiats. The jullor wus wrmed with a large
bread  koife and  he  made a lungo
at Harrott, inflicting a deep gash over his
nsspllunt's eyes,  Buarrett strock the jaller
n and then grabbed his shoulders, the
others Keeping up the striking and  kicking.
The juiler could do nothing but huacle ut Bar-
rett's hauds, and this had Livtle effect, The
four men rolled about the Hoor, the jailer
slashing his assailunts with the brend knife,
They could not stand such punishment, and,
outside  assistance arriving, they were soe-
cured und locked in the dungeon,

Jaler Weilly  received twa blows across
the head, which laid the skall bure, and sus-

tinned o dislocated  shoulder, 1His  face
wits o muss of  bruised flesh  and
Blood. L 1t was cut over the

eyes and aeross the hands, Barnes roceived
wdeep gash on the chioek, and the third was
cut about the hands wnd arms, The prisoners
intended to bridg the assistant juiler to the
seene, securo the koys and escupo bat he,
being o new man, ran out upon the street and
around the block, ealling for help,

A moten for a4 new trial for Barrett will
bo argued before the supreme court this
woeek. A mob edllected this evening, threatan-
ing to lynen the prisoners, but it dispersed
without committing violenva,

A BufMalo Man's Scheme For “Work-
Ing* thoy London Times.
Brrravo, Joan. 18~ The Courier this morn-
ing ereated a sensation in nationnlist cireles
by publishing a number of telegriams and
lettors written by o special detective from
Sceotland Yard sent out in the jinterest of the
London Thimes, to procure evidenes to im-
plicate Parnell in the Phoanix Park murdoers.
It appears thot in August last o mechanic
residing ut Blackrook, peing out of work and

money, eoncelved  the  idea of making
somothing out  of the Tomlon Timoes.
He Wt Lo the publisher,  stating

e efTect that Le knew of twa Irishmon who
wore in possession of documentary evidence

that wonld prove the letters on whioh the
Uimes relicd i the prasentiinvestisation to e
pecfectly genuing,. He soon recel wvice
from the Times that a detective mld bo

sent, Detective Daly ¢ame and corresponded
with the moechanic from New York, e sald
he was puthorized ta see that the mechanic

and others willing to give proofs, and
if NECCSSOrY, ] to  Engiand mn}
testify,  woere  waell compensated and

protected, e wantsd the mechanie (0 go 1o
New York, and later to meet him at a hotel
in Buffalo, The mechanie, lowever, was
equul to the ocension, and  on the aerival of
the deteetive here notifled him tuat their
wame hnd boen discovered,

therenpaon went to Toronto, From there he
went to Montreal and shence to  Chicago,
