The saloons, in the main, have been drivan
out of Sioux Ulty, thottgh it has been by a
Inw which cltizens have never supported. As
A consaguencs, whon the people wish o in
dulge o liguor nway from bome, as shown
in' n previous article, they ¢ross the Missouri
to Covington, In the latter place there are
no leas than fifteen Liguor places selling bov
oragoes night and day. Each of tho proprie
tors of these annually pays to the state of
Nebraska 8500, From thut little town 87,500
Is thus obtulned, and this amount is but one
of the many lurge sums which the neopla of
Sloux City feel belongs on the Towaside, The
Hguor 8 consumed on this  side of
the river, but. Nobruska conjoys the emolu
moent of the sale, It is statod that lowa is
Lthe gainer because the alleged erime of tho
sule of liquor has been transforred across the
river. Lutsuch is not the case, As was
shown in o previous article, crimoe is greater
than ever in this city. I it be tracoablo o
drink, it is to be churced 1o sales which aro
constnmated on this side of the river, and
which, as has been showng  the authoritiog
are powerless to prevent,

nob hesitate to leave s home and cross the
river even thoogh Hoating cukes of jee miuke
the passape dungorons sl ditleult Before,
nnder o Liberil lnw or cathor the popular ig-
noving of an itliberal one, he rarely went to
oxeess, bocwsse pride of home oand self kept
him beyond the reach of disgruce.  For the
erimes whivh bave resulted, an'd they have
already been outlined in these columns, pro-
hibition is held to be responsible, Threo
yveurs ngo, in 1534, there were but twolve po-
licemen. Todduy there are twenty-five, and
these claim they are overworked. They
kuow almost every hole in the wall and
people could be found who could prove that
they were also liberal patrons of many of
them,

There policemen, as a rule, do not report
these violations of tho law. Thoy are dis-
posed to and do ook upon the law as a fizzle.
They also realize that, notwithstianding the
law which tells them that they are expectod
to report such violations, they are not ex-
pected to act as spies, and consequently thoy
secrotly patronize those who are alleged to
be dangerous to the community by disposing
of intoxicating liquors.

The detection of violators of this law
therefore devolves upon hirelines who work
for the shierilf. These are inspired by the
alleged law and order league, which raises a
fund with which to fee an attaornoy and keep
him from starvation. These hireling have
been attracted from other occupations,
greedy mortals to whom the inducements of
a certuin percentage of the fioes hnposed
upon parties convicted is such an inducement
that it cannot be resisted. As a consequence,
they have left sometimes o pince behind the
counter or bar to e mercendary watchers of
some individunl who is engaged in the al-
leged trafic on the quiet. In this manner
pome of themn hnve kept from starving.

Davin Crry, Neb,, Jan, 31 —To the
of Tur Bee: Your correspondent,
Hayseed, 1s pleased to note that that his
sugpoestions  through 'I'|1.!': Bee have met
with such 4 universul response in - the state
demanding local bank regulation, and that
the legislatore at Lincoln is making efforts
to meet the demands so emphatically ex-
pressed everywhere,  After having perused
and pondered over the wvarious bills  intro-
duced, and seen the comments of the press
thereon, [ leel certiin that the work is  pro-
cecding in the right airection, and the pros-
pects are that something will be done to pre-
vent the people from being llesced by  wild-
cab institutions in the state.  While the pro-
visions of the bills are good on the whole,
being modelled alter the national baunling
act, you two of the most vital provisions are
left out,  These are that the reports of the
banks shull be published in
one  paper at  least where the bank
is located, and the report of each
banks at the close of each fiscul year be em-
bodied with the report of the state auditor to
the legislature bi-annually; and that a bauk
expert be appointed (he may be a clerk in
the auditor’s otice or llepul_\.' auditor), 1o ex-
amine personally each banic ut least once
each six months, This is essential, and the
law will not be really effective unless these
conditions iure met,

The bank examiner must throw out all
notes six months past due, from the ussets of
a vpank, and all duminies, all notes that do
not represent proper values and are reully
fictitious. Unless this restraiot is put on, it
will be found that bad men in the business
will make bad reports. A tendency will
make itsell manifest to stufting accounts for
muking a big showing, which is wvery per-
nicious, Examine Scoville's statements to
the anditor, from Valparaiso, Neb., and you
will see what I mean, though I have never
consulted them, and chance mv suggestion.
Lot the good work go oo, and if we cannot
secure o perfect law reguluting banks in the
state, it is better to take half a loaf than
