COMMISSIONER OBERLY.

His Statement Regavding the Timber
Contracts on the Lin Point Agency,
Wasmsdaron, Feb, 4.—Indian  Commis-

sioner Oberly, before Sonator Chandler’'s
special committoe on Indinn traders to-day,
submitted eorvespondence relating to timber
cutting contracts in the La Point, Wis.,
agoeney, On March 13, last, 711 such con.
Lracts were susponded by order o the vom-
missioner,  Ou Januney 20 the operations
under 50 of them woere orderaed resumad by
the ¢ommissioner wwler instedetions  from
Seerotury Vilas,  who suggested, in view of
the imminent danger of loss to
both contractor and Indians by deloy at that
senson, wnd becauge of the lavge expenditure
to which the contractor had gone in prepar-
ing to carry on his work, and because the
work done under contracts hias not yot  booen
approved, thut the commissioner approve
such contracts as had been made with the
riwnr-l'.% ol ullotments approved by the presi-
dent,

As to the removing of Agent Grepory, the
Secrotury wrote that he (Gregory) had asked
several titnes to be  yvelieved, but until the
nomination of his suceessor was  contirmed
by the senato there had been no change
mude.  Agent Gregory's replies to Commis-
missioner Oherly's communications regard.
Ing illegal entting, were very unsatisfactory
to that offlciul, and finally the commissioner
telegraphod hiog as follows:

“Your evasive replys to my telegrams
have convineed o met hat you huve been very
direleet in regard to this matter.”

In one of his replies the pgeat said, in
effect, that he presumed cutting was still
going  on, despite the orders to  stop
Ity  that the canps  were g0 fur
apurt that he could not  reach
some of them in tourteen days,  Boforejthe
committea last yoar Gregory testifled that he
could reach any point o the ageney within
twelve hours, On February 5 Mr, Oberly
recommended to Seeretary Vilas that Clerk
Allen, in the commission oMee, be detailed to
visit the ageney and investigate the condition
of things, but the carrespondenge does not
diselose any aetion on this  recommendition,

Nes The bill in the legislature
known ns housde roll 05, killing that part of
leaving it optlonal for
counties to decide for themselves whothor
herd or fence lnws sholl obtain withlon their
bounduries, hias nwakened intorest I Jan
uary of 1887 this (Sioux) county, availing
itself of the privilege govorded by the laws,
suspended the herd law, At the last election
the county commissioners dranted a peition
for a new vote on the question of suspension,
and It was again carried.  There were polled
in the county at this election 501 vores, anil
the majority o favor of suspending the hoed
Iaw was noarly s hundeed,

The people here are farmors, combining
stock ralsimg with Slling the soil, and the
voue muintaining the suspension of the herd
law was o fair index of the septiment of the
mujority. But the question having been
raisoil hos gince served a8 a topie for awita
tion, und efforts have been made accomplish
by act of leglslature what the majority of
the people have discountenanced.  To efMect
this, nvowals have been mude that the
county is overriin with range cattle; that
atodk from Wyoming and Dukota have mundo
nEEressions upon  the crops grown in this
pounty, and that the United States land laws
relating to thimber oulture cannot be complied
with by reason thereof. Such avowals nre
not in harmony with the facts in the case,
There are no range cattle in the county. The
iy of range cattle s over in this county,
and  stockmien  in Wyoming and  Dakata
have line riders who restrain the cattle
from entering the state along the line.
Dividedl nmong the rosidents of Sioux county,
as indieated by the total vote last fall, are
whout 400 cattle and 2504 horses, The
county containsg 2100 squire  miles, and of
this arew there are caltivaled  about (260
acres--less than ooe acre to the square
mile.

The free rango existing here for the past
twa yvears hios proved accoptable to the peo
ple, who corroborate  the opinion expressad
Ly Mre. Burnham, of Keya Pahscounty, when
the bill was being discussod  in the hodse, he
wiirming that w fenee law was 10 the best in-
terests of his county, There are rough por-
tions of tha county unsuited to agriculture,
but autfording  zood pasture, and the lavee
wreas of uneultivated lund are utilized in this
way, farmors fencing  their flelds.

Mexico From the Provisions ot

the Measure—A Prohibi-

tion Argument.
Senate.
Wasmsaron, Feb, 14.--The resolition

heretofore offerad by Mre, Stewart for tho se
lection of 4 committee of soven senators on
the erigation and roclimation of arid lands,
with a clork at 8 per day. was agread to,

Senate bills greanting o right of way to the
Cherokes Centiral vallrond company through
the Indian territory, and to the Jamoestown
& Northorn railroad company throughout
the Devil's Loke Indian reservation, were
reported and placed on the calendar,

The house bill for the allotment of land in
severalty to Indians on the Eida reservition,
Wisconsing, was reported back adversely apnd
(Haeed on the ealendar,

Mr. Morgan offered an ameoendment to the
resolution reported from the  committes on
priviteges aud elections, which was liid on
the table and ordered printed. 1t instrocts
the  committes to frame  logisintion on
the subject of  elections,  that it shall
not apply 1o any state whose constitution and
laws peovide wmple secarity for the honest
exercise ot the right to vore, for o just and
lnparetial count and return of votes, auld for
u just, impartial and true aseertamment and
certiiention of results in those states where
these requirements have not beon honestly
complied with.

Mr. Wilson, of Town, addressed the sennte
in support of the Wl relating o inported
Liguors dtnteodueed by Meo Freye on Docember
211885, and reported back adversely from
the judictary committee March 15, 1558, and
then placed on the calendar, “The Bl réads

“The consent of congress is hereby given
thitt the lnws of the seve stutes relating
to the sile of distilled and fremented liguors
within the Lnnts ol eieh stte may apply to
