The argument in the case of Dartow ¥
Ciraves & Son, ndrsery meon and florists of
Bandwich, L., before Jadge Pieid and the
Jury, was continued in the district court this
mornlng, This wis s case in roplevin, in-
tended to ascertuin the right of property nt
the time of replevin, the property consisting
of frult troes, fine shrubs and fine bulbs,
footing a bill of #1756, which had been sold by
an agent of Giraves & Son in 19909, thea
resident of Luncblo, The pluintiff clabmod
thatns a part of the constderation he let this
aeent have two suits of clothing (one for the
ngent and one foethe sub-arent whom he ein-
ployed), of the value of €175, on the hill
nagminst him for troes, He did this beonasa
the wgent claimed to have o right thus to
decd, and  as a fact he had thus  doealt with
other tradesmen of the city. The bill of
trecs was scnt on, but the aistribution was in
charge of another agont, who refused to
ratify the clothing contract, and ilso refusesd
the 84 duo as a balones.  Therefore the
plaintiff replevined the shirubbery, which he
cluimed nearly all died after planting. The
aefonse utterly repudiated having given the
Lineoln agent any authority to dispose of any
of their goods by barter; aud forther said
that from Lhe testimony given for the plain-
LT it appearad to the witnesses for the de-
fonse that the shrubbery, bulbs, et al, which
dicd, hnd not been propeely traated, The
$ury found that the right of possession of the
property was in the plaintiff at the time of
replevin, nnd  assessnd damages of one oint
for unlanwiful dotention,

To-day Judee J. H. Brady, of the first
Judicial district, is trying a snag of a divores
case, complicated with an interwoven action
to sot naide a decd to property.  The divoreas
suit s thot of Ellzabeth Paden va. Josish
Paden, and the suit to set aside the dead
that of Josiah Paden vs, Elisaboth Paden.
The testimony Is camplicated, but so far as
it had gone at the vime Tue Bee  represcnta-
tive left the court room it appeared that the
demand for the divoreo was founded upon
allegoed cruelty, to which tha defendant re-
sponds by denial, The two suits in thelr end
will probably determine the relations of the
parties. ‘Uhe testimony is rich, rare and
racy, and furnishes o chapter in Lthe history
of the district court of Lancaster county Lhat
has no parailel,

Ovrawa, Onr., Feb, 20.—-During the six
months ended Deecewber Bl the total quun-
tity of wheat imported into Cynada from the
United States and entered for consumption
wis 1,455,000 bushels, of which 18,000 bhnshoels
were entered for home cousumption.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS

Raport of tha Torritorial Oonfereos
Adopted By Both Houses.

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILL,

The Dircct Tax Measure Ready For
the President—An Approprias
tion For the Nebraska
Capltol,

Senate.

Wasmivaroyw, Feb, 20, —Among the exoen.
tive documents prosented to the senate to
diny wns one from the department of lnbor,
with n specinl report of stutistics of marriage
and divarce in the several states,

The committeo on publie lands reportod
the sonate bill for the rellef of sottlors in
Hettingler ocounty, Dakota, which was ox
pinined and passed.  Tha bill authorizes the
exchango of lands on which iomestead sottle-
ments werd moade by mistake, for other pub.
lic lunds, with the Northern Pacifle com-
pany.

Mr. Stewart offered a resolution, which
was réferred to thoe eommitte on contingent
expenses, continuing the selpet committes on
Pacifle railroads until the indebtodness of all
the companios to the government shall be ud-
justed, gnd fostructing the committeo to ex-
nmine personudly during the recess of con-
gress the roads of the companios and the
country throngh which they pass, for the
purpose of ascertaining the ||.tu'\!un_'.q of the
compaunies to pay such indebtedness, and
how it can be so adjusted as to advance the
development of the country through which
the roads pass and afford to the inbabitants
reasonahle fares and freight rates,

Mr. Hoar modifled the resolution reported
by him yesterday a8 to southern elections,
80 a8 not to require its reference to the com-
mittee on contingent exponses, and so modi-
fiod it went over until to-morrow.

The sonate then resumoed considerntion of
the sundry civil service appropriation bills,

The amendments reported from the com-
mittee on appropristions having been acted
upon, the bill was open to general amend-
ments, An itom of $10,000 was inserted for
paving aud improving the grounds at the
postoftice at Lincoln, Neb.

I he senatoe then took up the committoe's
amendment as o printing  governiment
work by steam plato printing michines
at the bureau of  ocugraving and
printing which Ll been reserved
yestorday, The amendmont allows,
us u rovalty for the use of the machimes, 5
cents per 1,000 impressions insteaad of 1 cent,
as provided by tne bouse; strikes out the
provision of the bill on that subject and sub-
stitutes for it the following: “And unless
the patentecs of said steam presses shall ae-
copt the rate per thousand sheets herein pro-
vided. said presses shall not be used by the
government after the close of the present
fiscal year; provided, that there shall not be
an dnerease of number of steam  plute print-
ing machines of the character now employed
in the engraving and printing burcau,

A long discussion ensued, which was in-
tevrupted by Mre. Platt presenting the con-
ference report on the bill for the admission
of South Dokotn as a state, and
for the organization of the terrvitory
of North Dakota, The clork commenced
reading the substitute agreed upon by the
committes, looking to the admission as states
of North Dakota, South Dukota, Montana
and Washington. When the reading was
concluded w message from the house an-
nouncing the signature of the speaker of the
direot tax bill was laid before the senate,
und the bill, having been first slmed by the
presiding officer, wus 1mmedintely sent to
the opresident.

Consideration of the conference report was
then resumed. After a long discussion o
vote was tnken and the report agreed to
without division.

A message from the president transmitting
the report of the secretary of state, with ae-
companyiog correspondence “touching the
=ase of Lord Sackville,” was presented, read
and referred to the committee on foreign ro-
lintions.

Mr. Harris moved to proceed to excoutive
business, but motion to adjourn was inter-
posed by Mr. Allison, and  carried—190 to 11,

The bill, as
agreed o in conference, provides for the
admission of the states of North Dakota,
South Dakota, Montann and Washington,
The territory of Dakota s to be divided on
the ime of the seventh standard varvallel,
procecding due west to the western boundary
of the territory. The delegates elected to
the constitutional convention north of this
parallel shall assemble at Bismarck, and
those elected south of the parvalle! at Sioux
I'alls, Delegates to the convention in each
of the proposed new states shull be clected
ou the Tuesday alter the frst Monday in
Muay next, and shall meet on the Fourth of
July and declare that they adopted the con-
stitution of the United States, They are
nuthorized thereupon to form constiturions
and state governments. It is provided that
at the election for delegates to the conyven-
tion In South Dakota the electors shall vole
for or ugainst the Sioux Fulls constitution.
If @ mujority of the votes shall be for the
constivution, the convention shall  suab-
mit  tp the people of South  Dakota
for ratitication or rejection, the constitution
framed ub Sioux Palls, and also the articles
and propositions, soparately subuitted, in-
cluding the question of locating the tom-
porary seat of goveronment, with such
changes only as relate to the name and
boundary of the proposed state, to the reap-
pointwent of judicial und legislative districts,
and sueh amendinents as may  be necsssary
in order to comply with the provisions of this
aet, I womajority of the votes cast on tho
ratification or rejection of the constitution
shall be for the constitution, irrespective of
the urticles separately submitted, the stato of
South Dakota shall be admitted ss o state in
the union under the constitution as
hereafter provided, but the archives, records
wod books of the territory of Daltoty shall
remaln gt Blsmarck, the capital of North
Dukoti, until un agrecment i reference
thereto 18 roached by sald states.  But il at
the election in South Dakots a majority of
ol tho votes cast shall be agaiust the Sioux
Falls constitution, it shull be the dury of
the convention to form a constitution as af
thut question had nog been subwitted o the
people,  Jls made the duty of the presidont
1o admit four new sttos, by proclsmation, if
the constitutions form aro ratified st tho
ploction to be held the first TueSday n Oolo-
ber,  Each of the new states shall be en-
titled to one representative in cougress, px-
cept South lluLuta. which shall be cutitled
10 two representatives,

Section 111 provides that all Jands herein
