trade hus regulurly ot s nnnual meet-
ingrs expressed itself in favor of such a

The establishmoent of trade schools in
the lurger eities of the conutey for the
instruetion of yonng men in the various
maochaniconl purseits, is doubtloss only a
time.  Huch hiva
been in opevation in New York City for
o uumbor of yeors, and it s expected
thut dupeing the prezeont yeur slwllar
sehools will be opened in Philadelphin
and ostun, The Incentive to
tablishment of such schools is the deeay
of the aporenticeship system in this
country, with the presult that comparn-
tively few Amervicans are now employed
in the skilled branches of mochauical
industrios. I'he restrictions that have
boen imposed upon the apprentice sys-
tem allow but very Hmited opportuni-
ties to the youth of this country to learn
trados, and as noonseguenoe tie value of
mechanienl lnbor must be constantly re-
cruited from abirond, nt least 10 supply
the highest vequirements of such labor.
