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THE DAKOTA PRAIRIE FIRES.

Storiea of Terrible Losa and Buffer
ing Continue to Come In.

HUNDREDS WITHOUT SHELTER.

The Flame Swept Reglon Presents s
Scene of Utter Desolation and
Ruln—-Towna Nearly
Wiped Out,

Havoe of the Viamens,

Mireuriy, Dak,, April 4.—Nobody but n
man who has stood before a praivie fire and
tried to stay Its awful rush and roar when it
is fanned by o fresh wind, can appreciate its
alinost resistiess foreo, The fires that have
brought so much loss and suffering to south-
enst Dakota in the lnat fogv days ware prac«
tically irrosistible. The flames m some in-
stances leaped 100 feet of plowed ground and
rushed nway on their enrcer of destruotion,
All ordinary precautions wero in vain. The
spring has boen very dry and the top of tha
ground has been dusty or buked, and an ¢x-
tromely high wind prevalled during the fires.

Under these conditions, whenover the firo

touched the grass it burat out with n flash
nlmost [1ké powdor and shot away across tho
prairie like an arrow, (s course ever widen-
ng. To extinguish It by water, of couras,
wns ont of the guestion. The plowing of
fire bronks wos slow work, and the high
wind often drove the fames across theim.

It was early in the afternoon whon the
peoplesol Mount Vernon saw the wide
spreading praivie northwest of them brenk
out into o blage, The smoke wnas dashed
into and through the town on wings of wind.
Fhe flames rushed after with savage fury,
Mitchell was telegraphed to for help, and
100 firemen  with  hooks and | Iadders
were  sent  at once. Most, of the
popitlation of Mount Vernon and the men
from Mitchell met the furlons Hames on the
outaicirts or the town and fought with desper-
ation, but in wvaln, No lives wero lost, but
forty-five buildin wero burned and 100
familios loft homeless, Losa §30,000,

Outside of the town it is impossible yet to
say what the loss is, Lonely little farm
houses scattered over the prairie are wiped

It seems that eight deaths have oc-
curred from arsenical poisoning, seven
in one family, and within five vears, It
is doubtful il the murderers would have
been hrought to justice had not an or-
ganization in which the victims were
insured began an investigation as to
why so many persons had suddenly died
in one family.

But the sensation from u mediecal
point of view connected with the case,
took place in Boston at o recent meel-
ing of the Mmssachusotts Medico-Legnl
society, whon it wos stated by Dr. Holt
that there was n géneral ignornnco of
the symptoms of  disenical polsoning
and because of such ignorance the
Robinson poisonid@eases bad gove on
without arousing the suspicion of medi-
cul men. The Robfnson cases were ull
trested by regulag physicians, with cors
rect diplomas, man. supposcd to know
whut they were ﬁuﬂwring for, and to
kunow the effects)al drugs on eoriain
disonses  Yet lwthe five deaths from
arsenical polsoning of which we speunk,
certiticates of desth were given for
poeumonia, wypheid fever, muningitis,
bowel disense, and, Bright's disease,

Fortunately the fre was discoversd
quickly and no harm came to i, The girly
refused to state whether they bad fired thy
Randolph block, but suid thoy had started 4
firo in Plainfleld Inst fall, for which a young
man is now serving n torm  fo states prisou.
Both girls sald they ware moved to burn thg
bullding by tha love of excitement aud o de.
sive to see o blig blaze.  When the justice got
the confession he did not let them think they
woere gomng o be puiished, but as soon a§
they finlshed he egmmitted them to the town
lockup.
