Buat the thought that the life of o
homuan belng, and that person A woman,
hangs suspended In our oity upon the decis-
fon of a jury of twelvoe mien, who are sworn
to decide npon the facts, is anough to stir the
most phiogmatio, However, thero is another
meidont connected with this matter. That a
o man in the prime of life, from a good

amily, should be shot down dead in the tune
and place familiar to rou aull, fills us with
consternntion und horror.

My heart gooa cut us | stand hore before
you, for all connected with this terriblo
affwir; for her who at this moment paacs yon
solitary cell, wrapt in profound reflection
ond regret over tho firsy wrong step.  Es-
pecinlly do 1 morraw for thosoe parerts in
Chicago and Cleveland whose hearts aro
broken, whose fond expectutions and
fireams for their children, are so far from
roalization.  Ah, who shall write out the
history of grief! Who shall give an  account
pf the exquisite lancing sorrows that altlict
humanity!

I do not, dear friends, take up this subject
ta-night, becnuse I want to [dentify myself
with it. But I am here as a preacher of
righteousnsss to look off upon the seething
surface of soclety and together formulate
such lossons as ought to be taught from the
standpoint of revelation. A mun may be o
gritie of morbid anatomy and have to become
familine with rottenness to serve the cause
of humanity. Proaching God's truth 18 not
always a pleasant thing to do, becausao of the
charaoier of the materinl to  which applica-
tion must be made.

ike results anywhere and evorywhere, In-
fidel attack on the family s @ blow ot the
life of our nation,

I'he lnw of this nation to-day is that our
women have no right of appeal and nothing
to appeal to,  When you see palatinl resi-
dences, as finc¢ as any in thas clty, devoted to
immoral practices of what wise men call the
“necessary™ ovil, 1 say to you snch blotches
on our socinl compact argue a mighty un-
healehy and unholy condition of thines,

But what Is the ruination and damnation
of the souls and bodles of H00of our best girls
every year that this Moloch of lust may be
appeasedl Nothing, nothing, nothing! The
eye of public opinion winks at it, and the eye
of conscience is heavy with sleop. The other
night I ran into an office to pay o bill and I
overheard n couple of men conversing, and
they knew it, oo, Oue was twenty-five and
Ono anys: “The

The
speaker anld: To the Inst American congress
a petition with 18,000,000 nares attached was
presanted, asking the enactmentof A na-
tional Sunday Rest law. Milllons of weary
toilors are sighing for a free Sunday. Here
in otir city theee-fourths of the barbers have
petitioned for a eity ordinauce closing their
shops on the Hrat day of the week, for noth-
ing short of a legikl enanctinent can socure
them a free Sunday. There is a clty ordl-
nance as well as a state law that requires the
saloons to be closed on Sunday. The mayor
haa ordered the law to be enforced. Publie
officinls are but men, When & man, as Mayor
Broulch has done, regardless of threat and
ontredaty, bravely takes a  stand for
what Is  right, hoe ought to know
he has the onpproval of all good citizéns,
The only ground on which o Sunday iaw
ean be enncted and enforced s that it will
promote the interests and protect the rights
of eltizens, There must ba no infringement
upon the inallenable rights of mun, and any
offort to make men religious by lnw is as
couteary bo tno spirit of christianity as to
the genius of our institutions. The dark doay
of orbssbow and spear, of stake and faggot,
of rack and torch, has pussed by forever.
We should ask for no Sunday lnw in the
name of rellgion. 1 do usk for it In the name
of humanity, Ido ask for it in the name of
the patitioning barbers and in the name of
toiling thousands, whose livos are one dull,
