‘I'ho exclamation, said to have
Leon made by King swhen he took her by the
throat, “Damn you, 1 could silence that
tongue of yours forever,” was dunied ns not
having been proven, and charadterized us nn-
othor instance of going outside the record.

Returning to the shooting, Mr. Mahoney
sald that if the first shot fired was the one
that toox effect, there was nothing strange
in the foact that the conrse tuken by the bul-
let was downward, Tho only question wos
as to the distance she was Crom hun at the
time.

Deliberately Intending to Kil',

Thi testimony of Lizzio Wyniclk had been
that she heard the commund to stand, nud
thuat after turning oround on the stairway
and throwing up his bands, the last shot was
fired. Do not all the cirenmstances," asked
the attorney, “between the time the first
shiot was Hred nntil the last, indicate that
the shooting was done deliberatelys The

‘maost favorable theory to adopt in this case is
tho theory that the shot was fred in tho heat
of passion, which would make the extent of
tho offense manslanghter.”
