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A PROHIBITION WATERLOO,

The prohibitory amendment was
overwhelmingly defeated in Massn-
chusotts yoesterdny. It wns expected
that the effort to engreaft prohibition
upon the congtitution of the state would
fail, but the most sanguine opponent of
the proposcd amendment ocould harvaly
have hoped for a more signal defent
than it received, The vrohibition
forces wore thoroughly organized, and
fought thoir enmpaign with a vigor and
earnostness seldom equalled in a simi-

Ine contost, Every influenon
they could bring to honar
in  behalf of their oause was

utilived. The wonther was favorable to
thelr getting out every vole on their
sida. Yet they wore boaten by a ma-
jority of from forty to fifty thousand.

It was a vietory of sober reason. Ib
whs the triumph of facts and experience
over moro sontiment. It was the recog-
nition by a large majority of
the people  of the truth  that
prohibition does not prohibit. This
had been demonsteated in Mnssachu-
setts ns  elsewhere, nand most of
her intelligent and thoughtful men
long mngo decided agninst a poliey
which had been proven not only in-
capable of aecomplishing its intendeod
purpose, but inevitably productive of
ovils no less damaging to society than
thoso it wns designed to cure. With
far more temperance of speech, and
with more regard for the logic of facts
nnd the lessons of experience, than the
advoentes of the amendment, its oppo-
nents appealed to the reason and judg-

ment of the people, and the re-
sult 18 & victory, the ultimate
effects of which will do more

to ndvanea the cause of temperance than
could possibly have been accomplished
with constitutional prohibition.

The effect of this result will be far-
renching. It will have a decisive influ-
ence 1n Pannsylvania, where tha people
are soon to vote on the same question,
and ita lesson will be hoeded elsewhere
im states where a like issue i ro-
ceiving public attention. The examplo
of the intelligent states of Mas-
sachusetts and Rhode Island, which
have tried prohibition and demon-
strated its failure, will not be lost upon
the thoughtful and unprejudiced peoplo
of other states, It will strengthen pub-
lie opinion everywhere in favor of high
license and local option as the only
practicable and certain poliey for re-
strieting and regulating the ligquor
teaflie, and thereby promoting tomper-
anee.  Within two years seven states
have rvejected constitutional prohibi-
tion, and the indications are that Penn-
sylvania will incresse the list to eight.

THE STRIKING TRENCHMEN,

We print an appeal from a leading
workingman of Omaha for the striking
laborers of the waterworks company to
stand firm in their demands for fair
wages.  On that score no fault can be
found. Tme Bre has always encour-
aged workingmen in every legitimate
effort to better their condition and in
any endeavor, by united actlon, to en-
force fair pay for their lnbor., Work-
ingmen have as much right to withhold
their Inbor or fixa price upon their time
ns the cupitalist has to withhold
his money or fix a price ppon his wares.
But there is a sharep line between peace-
ful and lnwful meanus to enforce the de-
mnnds ol labor and an effort to compel
compliance with these demands by
foree or viclence, No matter how reas-
onable the demuands of labor may be,
the employer is atliberty to reject them,
and workingmen cannot resort to vio-
lence or the destruction of property
without subjecting themselves to se-
vare penalties as law-breakers, besides
losing popular sympathy.

The breaknge of water mains, the
flooding of streets and the damage in-
flicted upon property places the men
engaged in the waterworks strike in a
very bad light, and deprives them of
sympathy which they would otherwise
receive from all olasses of our eitizens.
They may deny complicity with this
piece of vandalism, and ninety-nine out
of their number may be innocent. The
break of the water main was not an ac-
cident, The question is, who did it?
IDoes it stund  to  reason that the
managers of the waterworks would
conspire to have the compuny’s own
property destroyed and lny the company
linble to pay heavy damages to property
owners and the city? Is it reasonable
to suppose that the maulicious breaking
of that pipe was committed by an out-
sider who had no grievance? Other
pirties besides the striking working-
men may have had gricvances against
the waterworks compuny, and it is pos-
sible thut such parties have committed
thas erime.  Unfortunately, however,
the suspicion rests upon the strikers,
and they will be held responsible unless
they can [urnish positive proof to the
contenry.

TROUBLESOME COMPETITORS.

The compotition of the Canadian rail-
ronds with Ameriean lines is a trouble-
some and perplexing factor of the rail-
wiy problem which is recerving serious
considorntion. The subject hus recently
been presented to the inter-state com-
meree commission, and both sides huve
been heard, Ever sinca the pnssage of
the inter-state law there has been mora
or less complaint of the disndvantages
sullored by Awerican roads from the
unrestrained competition of the Qanuy-
dian roads, and since the insuguration
by the commission of & more vigorous
policy in enforeing the law, followel, it
would seem, by & more nggressive com-
petition on the part of the foreign cor-
porations, the muatter has beoome one of
grave importance. The issue discussed
before the commission arose betwecn
tho Michigan Central, which countrols
the Cannaa Southern, and the Graud
Trunk, and related mainly to the trans-
portation of anthracite coal, large quan-
tities of whicnh are carrled into Canadn
by both roads, Tne Grand Trunk,
being free from the restraints imposed
by the law wupon the Michigan
Central made special rates to the prin-
cipal points for large shipments and
the latter road appealed to the com-
mission for protection against this dis-
asdvantageous competition, olalming
that innsmuch as the coal is taken for
shipment by the Canadian line on the
American side thar road is subject to
the restraints of the law, The unswer

of the Grand Trunk was that the coal

could be delivered to it on the Canadian
ride, and its transportation of it being
thus wholly within its own territory no
restralnt could be piased upon it in the
making of rates. It is thought to be
moroe than likely that tho intor-state
commission will docline to interfere
in the matter in which case the ques-
tion will arise what regulations, if any,
conn be ndopted to reliave tha American
road from its disndvantage? (n the
consideration of that question the in-
toroet of the conl companics would have
to be tnken into naccount, the specinl
rates opernting to encourage large
shipments of our coal into Canada.

13ut the competition of
Canadian  roads  has n much
broader soope than this, and
the decision touching the particular
issue presented to the commission will
have a far-reaching effect. The
Canadian roads are carrying large and
steadily increasing shipmontsof Ameori-
can commodities from the west enst-
ward at rates lower than those of our
transeontinental lines, and are showing
a disposition to take the largest possi-
bla advantage of the freedom they
enjoy from the restraints imposed by
Inw upon Amorican roads competing
for the same trade. Notwithstanding
the denial by the president of the
Canadian Pacific of the charge that his
road is an aggressive competitor of the
other Pacific roads, Mr. Joseph Nimmo,
jr., very conclusively shows that it is
50. IHo cites the fact that when thoe
American trans—continental lines, two
years ago, made a seventy-five cent
rate on sugar from San Francisco to the
Missouri river, the Canadian Pacific
made a sixty cent rate, and he notes,
also, that about eighty per ceunt of the
exports of cotton goods from the New
England states to China and Japan
are going by the way of the
Canadian Pacifie ruilway and
its subsidized steamer line from Van-
couver, evidently due to lower rates
than are offered by American roads.

Obviously this Canadiun competition
presents a very serious question as af-
focting American railroad internsts,
and how it shall be treated is a matter
of no small difficulty. Our government
ean exert no control over the Canadian
roads, and any regulations designed to
exclude them from competition would
likely encounter vigorous opposition
from a large body of Ameriean shippers.
1t is an important and perplexing phase
of the railroad problem.

THE SIOUX COMMISSION.

The president has appointed the
members of the commission who are to
negotiate with the Sioux Indians for
the opening of their reservation. They
are General Crook, ex-Governor Foster,
of Ohio, and Hon. Willinm Warner, of
Kansas.

The selections have been wisely made,
and the commission may safoly be ex-
pected to conduct, judiciously, the deli-
cate duty it will have to perform. No
man in the countryis more familiar
with the Indian character than General
Crook, and none would more fully com-
mand the respect and confidence of the
Indians. His long and sucecessful service
among them gives him a thorough ac-
quaintance with their mental charac-
teristics pnd the best method of dealing
with them, while it taught thom to
know him as o man worthy of their en-
tire confidence., Ex-Governor Foster is
n man of practical affuirs, shrewd, care-
ful ana intelligent, and Mr. Warner is
equally well fitted for this duty. The
commission will receive instructions
early next month, and proceed at once
with its important task, the general
character of which the public is famil-
inr with, -

The most trustworthy advices are
favorfible to the suceess of the negotin-
tions. The bettor terms offered the In-
dinus by the new legislation are under-
stood to be satisfnctory ton very large
number who opposed the first proposals,
among these being some of the most in-
fluential chiefs. Certain strong in-
fluences, also, that were operative at
the timeof the negotiations last year
have been removed, or, alt any rate,
chocked, while in the meantime the
Indians have boecome aware of the faoy
that the punlic sentiment of the ecoun-
try demands the opening of the reserva-
tion, and that a further porverse re-
sistunce would be more likely 10 work
them harm than good, These circum-
staneaes warrant confidence in thoe suc-
cess of the new nepotintions. and this
feeling will be increased by & know-
ledge of the character and qualifications
of the commissioners. The opening of
the reservation will give eleven million
acres to white settlement, most of it
superior lnnd, and undoubtedly the de-
mand would be sueh as to enable the
government to dispose of it as rvapidly
ns practicable, adding largely to the
population and material  welfare of
South Dakota. It is quite possible that
this result moy be attained coincident
with the admission of South Dakota to
statehood.

Tur refinery established at Watson-
ville, Cal., for the extraction of sugar
from boeets has proved a much groater
suceess than woas expected at the out-
set. our thousand tons of sugur wers
produced last year, which was nearly
double the amount of the previous year,
and a new company, with o capital of
five million dollurs, has been formed to
prosecute this industry on o more ox-
tensive sealo. There is a growing in-
terest being manifostod in sugar beet
culture, the farmers of Florida and
gome other southern states having be-
come imbued with it, and o few venrs
may find this industry developed to
lapge proportions in the United Suates.

Lifo Made Burdensome For Sherldan
County Citizens,

THEY APPEAL FOR PROTECTION,

Many Innocent Persons Sald to Have
Suffered Gross Injustice On
the Strength of Mera
Suspleion,

A eltizon of Sheridan county writes Gov-
ernor Thayer, under date of April 30, that
vigllnnee committees in that part of the
state oro going clearly bayond doconcy in
takting the law into their own hands for the
punishment of horso and eattle thicves, No-
tioe is given suspoctod settlors that thoy
must leave the country within a certain
spociflad time or suffor the consequonces.
Frequently, the writer states, these notices
are sorved upon peacoublo and Inw-abiding
citizens, and that thay are thus kept. in con-
stant fear for their lives. *To be under
suspicion,” he further states, ‘Yis sufficient
to provoke violence aud a spocies of intimi-
dation that makes life almost unendurable.”
The complaint led tho governor to nddross
the fotlowing letter to the shoerift of Sheri.
dan county to-day:

My Dear Sir: Complaints have reached
me of the doings of vigilanco com-
mittees in your counties, I know nothing of
the truth of them, and have no means of in-
vestigating; but ! write to say that 1 look to
you for the enforcement of the laws, and the
protection of the life and property of overy
peaceably-disposed citizen, Aots of violence
and outragos must not bo permitted. I
partios commit offenses, they must bo ar-
rested and tried by due process of law,

If the people of your county are robbed by
horso or cattle thleves, use the whole power
of the county to nunt them down and bring
them to justice. Let the law be onforced,
Justice must be administered by the execu-
tion of the law. Neither cattle and horse
thieves on one side, nor mob violence on the
other, must be tolerated.

Some ofthe Omahans Who Remoms
bered Arbor Day.

The hinges of the bank doors wore granted
u quiet day for the contomplntion of Arbor
Day, tnd the employes of Omaha's A nancind
houses played ball and other pranks in preity
much the samo spivit,

In fortherance of tha proclamation of
Goeorge B, Lane, state superintendent of in-
struction, tha schools of the city oxerted
themsolves,

Thoe rooms of Parke school acted [nde-
pendontiy in the observation of the day, and
there was no general programme,  The trow
planted by the pupils last year, in one cornoer
of the yurd, was fourishing aod all tho
rooms gatherea around this bay tree and
spontancously emphasized arboriculture.

The head of cach room of Central school,
containing pupils old enovgnh to understand
the subject, showed how great was the bene.
fit conferred by teee culturn upon chimate
and humanity, having particular reference
to the object lessons of the ornamental foli-
nge of Omaha and their civitizing influence
with the community, The evolution of
arbor day in the west was also treated.

At Luke school the non-appearancs of
trees tnat were to have beon set out, and ot
Long school the near removal to larger
grounds, precluded  public exercises, but
maothods stmilar to those followed in Central
school obtuined.,

At Leavenworth school Fred Koicker-
bocker, of the class of 'S0, in the presence of
the whole school and many of the parents of
the childron, brictly outlined the programimo
to boe followed and connected it with a
skoteh of the tree planting movement, As
eavh soholar throw a shovelful of dirt on the
class  tree “Stanley,’” an honor to the ex-
plorer, he rolieved his muscles of strain by
reciting a vorse.
